Not that kind of
engagement. The
CCSSE (Community
College Survey of

Student Engagement) is
strictly concerned with acad-
emic commitment. Some stu-
dents reading this right now
may soon find themselves
being asked to participate in
this survey and/or focus
group in the coming weeks
here at Rend Lake College.

Now before you furl your
eyebrows and imagine crin-
kling up that sheet of paper
to deposit in the waste bin,
you may want to consider
some of the benefits that this
survey could do both for you
and for Rend Lake College.
This survey was designed to

give students a voice at their
college, in their communities,
and help policymakers estab-
lish and further support pro-
grams and policies to help
students everywhere meet
their educational goals.

When contacted by the
Clocktower Chronicle, the
Assistant Director of the pro-
gram, Courtney Adkins,
Ph.D., said the survey was
created because “there was
a recognized need for a stu-
dent engagement survey
specifically designed for
community and technical col-
leges.

“CCSSE was launched in
2001, with the intention of
producing new information
about community college
quality and performance that
would provide value to insti-

tutions in their efforts to
improve student learning and
retention, while also provid-
ing policymakers and the
public with more appropriate
ways to view the quality of
undergraduate education,”
added Adkins.

Adkins further stated that
this survey, which was spear-
headed by the University of
Texas at Austin in 2001, has
been administered at 879
community and technical col-
leges from all 50 states as
well as the District of Colum-
bia. It has also been adminis-
tered in Alberta, British
Columbia, Bermuda, the
Marshall Islands, Micronesia,
Northern Marianas, Nova
Scotia, Ontario, and Quebec.
Adkins added that the Center
is very encouraged by the

number of colleges which
have used the data in these
surveys to inform their edu-
cational decisions.

Recent data from the sur-
veys show that students who
get involved in programs
such as orientation, student
success courses, and learn-
ing communities — as well
as other campus activities —
have a much increased level
of engagement. However, far
too few students take advan-
tage of these opportunities.

Finally, when asked what
teachers, tutors, and other
academic professionals
could do to assist in greater
student retention, Adkins
summed up the Center’s
position with the following
words of advice. “Connec-
tions matter. The Center has

conducted many focus
groups with students over the
years, and we have been told
repeatedly that students’
relationships with others at
the college are essential to
their success.”

As for how students could
help with this process them-
selves, Adkins said, “Stu-
dents are the most important
voice in the Center’s work.
By providing honest feed-
back through our survey
instruments and focus group
work, you are helping your
college help you succeed.”

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T
he registration
deadline is nearing

Since 2010, Ken-
neth Ender has
had the mantra
“10,604.”

That’s the number of
additional students that
Harper College (Illinois),
where Ender serves as
president, needs to
graduate by 2020 for
Harper to do its part in
boosting the nation’s col-
lege graduation rate by
50 percent by decade’s
end.

Part of Harper’s strate-
gy to get there has been
to work closer with local
partners, including busi-
nesses, universities and
K-12 districts through
sharing ideas, staff and
resources. National col-
lege leaders have been
watching the initiative.
So has the White House.

On Thursday, Ender,
who is a member of the
American Association of
Community Colleges
(AACC) board of direc-
tors, outlined the initia-
tive — called the North-
west Educational Coun-
cil for Student Success
(NECSS) — at a high-
profile White House
summit on expanding
college opportunities for
low-income and disad-
vantaged students. NEC-
SS efforts to work with
high schools to better
prepare students for col-
lege have been paying
off: The number of
recent high school grad-
uates placing into col-
lege-level math at Harp-
er has risen from 45 per-
cent to 57 percent.

Moving beyond theory
Ender joined about

140 leaders from higher
education, philanthropic
organizations, business-
es and local and state
governments — includ-
ing more than 20 from
community colleges and
community college orga-
nizations such as AACC
— in sharing ideas at
the White House sum-
mit, as well as pledging
concrete plans to
increase the number of
underserved students
they serve.

Montgomery County
Community College
(MCCC) in Pennsylva-
nia, for example, will
focus on three areas:
redesigning student
entry and advising
processes, developing a

multi-platform model for
student engagement,
and expanding its minor-
ity student mentoring ini-
tiative.

For the first area,
MCCC will enhance aca-
demic planning by using
analytical and communi-
cation tools to allow
advisors, faculty and stu-
dents to select courses
better, monitor students’
progress and coordinate
academic intervention
strategies when needed,
according to MCCC
President Karen Stout.

For student engage-
ment, MCCC aims to
help first-time students
better understand finan-
cial, civic and digital lit-
eracies — skills that are
necessary for success in
college and beyond, said
Stout, a member of the
AACC board of directors.

The third area is to
extend MCCC’s Minority
Male Mentoring Pro-
gram, which was intro-
duced in 2009 to help
increase the retention
and success of low-
income African-Ameri-
can male students, to
include low-income
African-American and
Latina female students.

From soup to nuts
Commitments from

institutions and organi-
zations covered the
gamut, from providing
more scholarships and
improving the pipeline
between two- and four-
year institutions, to train-
ing students to serve as
peer mentors and simpli-
fying the student aid
process. Some included
pledges of millions of
dollars, while others
were more modest.

During his speech to
the summit participants,
President Barack Obama
cited efforts of several
colleges and organiza-
tions, including Bunker
Hill Community College
in Massachusetts, which
teams with local high
schools to help graduat-
ing seniors ramp up for
college-level work the
summer before their
freshman year at the col-
lege.

“These are just a sam-
pling of the more than
100 commitments that
your organizations and
colleges are making
here today. And that’s an
extraordinary first step,”
Obama said. “But we’ve

got more colleges and
universities than this
around the country.
We’ve got more busi-
ness leaders around the
country and philan-
thropies around the
country. And so we have
to think of this as just
the beginning; we want
to do something like this
again, and we want even
more colleges and uni-
versities and businesses
and non-for-profits to
take part.”

Accompanying White
House reports outline
the general strategies as
well as specifics from
colleges and organiza-
tions. For example, one
of the reports noted that
the Community College
Research Center has
compiled several promis-
ing case studies from
community colleges in
Georgia, New Jersey,
North Carolina, Oregon,
Texas, Virginia and Wis-
consin that are revisiting
how they conduct place-
ment assessments.

“These changes can
be as simple as helping
students review for their
placement test,” the
report said. “In fact, the
institution that imple-
mented a review course
for its placement exams
shifted 35 percent more
students into higher-lev-
el math courses and 60
percent more students
into higher-level Eng-
lish.”

Aligning national initia-
tives

AACC aligned its com-
mitments for the summit
to its 21st-Century Com-
mission recommenda-
tions. At its annual con-
vention in April, the
association will release
a guide to help two-year
colleges implement
those recommendations,
which target improving
college access and suc-
cess.

The AACC initiative
includes a new Virtual
21st-Century Center to
house promising prac-
tices and provide techni-
cal support resources for
institutions. AACC will
also work with colleges
in several regions of the
country to help improve
the outcome of under-
prepared students.

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The Rend Lake Col-
lege Lady Warriors
moved to 6-7 for the
season with a loss of

65-80 against the John A.
Logan Lady Vols Saturday,
January 18 at home. The
team is now 2-4 against
Region XXIV opponents.

With a slow start to the
first half for the Lady War-
riors, the two teams battled
for control of the first half,
ending at 38-38. RLC
sophomore forward Jas-
mine Guthrie (Belleville, IL)
put up 16 points for the
Lady Warriors to JALC’s
sophomore guard Aneta
Sloma’s (Livingston, KY)
eight points.

The Lady Warriors started
the second half behind, not
scoring for much of the first
five minutes of play. In the
second half, they were
outscored 25-42, pushing
the Lady Vols to victory. In
all, the Lady Warriors made
16 of 34 free throws (47
percent) to the Lady Vols’
11 of 15 (73 percent). JALC
also outshot RLC in three-
pointers, making 11 shots
outside to RLC’s three.
