When the
planning project is complete, the
means to fund the new programs
and facilities are addressed. Now,
this is where the student popula-
tion is so desperately needed.
The Master Planning Committee
is asking for all concerned stu-
dents to express their ideas on the
RLC website. Also, there will be a
meeting to listen to the voices of
the student population on campus
on May 2, 2013 from noon to 4
p.m., in Learning Resource Center
Room 207. The committee is ask-
ing for all willing students to attend
this very important session.

he summary of an inter-
view with RLC Associate
Professor Greg Hollmann

was a key feature in the
lllinois Green Economy Net-
work’s April newsletter. Here’s
the IGEN “Sustainability Profes-
sional Highlight” below.

Greg Hollmann is an assistant
professor at Rend Lake College
who helped form RLC's Green-
ing the Campus Committee in
2007, which really moved for-
ward quickly with IGEN funding
assistance and educa-
tion. Greg has acted
as RLC’s Sustainabili-
ty Professional for the
past 2 years; he
shared answers to the
following questions
about greening RLC.

In your experience
as a sustainability
professional, what
has been the biggest
challenge?

Effective delegation
is always a challenge.
Greg has succeeded
in engaging others
across the campus but
sharing responsibilities and/or
effectively delegating has consis-
tently been a challenge. It's
sometimes tough to get others to
take ownership of the sustain-
ability program. Sharing timely,
pertinent information is one key
to involving others.

In your time as a sustainabil-

ity professional, what has
been RLC's greatest success?
Definitely GYC, or Greening
Your Curriculum. Greg took the
time and effort to create a 2-
credit continuing education
course for faculty professional
development, which was
approved through both the RLC

Curriculum Committee and the
lllinois Community College
Board. GYC 1101 has been well
received since its establishment
and this acceptance has helped
to disseminate sustainability con-
cepts to departments across
campus.

How have you overcome the
challenge of having no paid,
fulltime sustainability profes-
sional on RLC's staff?

RLC has an engaged, helpful
Greening the Campus commit-

tee. Greg was also very fortunate
to have a stellar student worker
last year who contributed extra
care and hard work. Greg finds
that when he takes the time to
teach and explain his passion for
sustainability to others, his own
perspective and commitment are
renewed. RLC has recently iden-
tified a young professional in the
Registrar's Office whose director
is willing to allow him to dedicate
the required time to become the
new IGEN liaison for RLC. The
work of the Registrar’s Office is
somewhat seasonal and the
director sees value in RLC's sus-
tainability program and relation-

ship with IGEN. Greg expects
that with the new sustainability
professional’'s help, RLC will be
able to take sustainability imple-
mentation to the next level.

Do you have suggestions for
successfully engaging stu-
dents in sustainability pro-
grams?

Greg finds taking sustainability
programs to students in the
classroom is the most successful
form of engagement. Hands-on
activities for sustainability con-

cepts are popular, such as
Greg's wind turbine demonstra-
tion, the Energy Bike, and Kill A
Watt meters, which students are
allowed to borrow to gauge their
home energy use. He finds the
student newspaper on campus is
a great way to spread the word
and get students to events.
Engaging students in friendly
competitions like their Sustain-
able Art Fair is another way to
spark interest. A recent series of
poster contests for graphic
design students was popular.
The poster designs will be on
display during Earth Week and
students will vote for their

favorite, which will then be used
to promote the program. Stu-
dents are also involved in
designing signage for the cam-
pus recycling program; all fun,
hands-on projects.

What are your future plans
for the RLC Sustainability Pro-
gram?

Rend Lake College will contin-
ue its annual events such as the
Sustainable Art Fair and commu-
nity electronics collection day.
Their next focus is increasing
student engagement,
including the formation of a
student sustainability club,
possibly in conjunction with
the existing student Outdoor
Club, which has similar
interests. Greg will continue
to serve as the Greening
the Campus coordinator
and Tyson Ellis will soon be
confirmed as the new IGEN
liaison and sustainability
contact. Ty will handle coor-
dinating with off-campus
groups and Greg will coordi-
nate on campus.

Do you have sustain-
ability program sugges-
tions for other colleges to con-
sider?

Greg feels that the very best
thing about being involved with
IGEN is the opportunity to learn
about what other lllinois commu-
nity colleges have done with sus-
tainability initiatives. Sometimes
RLC can replicate others’ideas
and sometimes not, but it is
always inspiring to hear what
others are doing. Greg encour-
ages all community college sup-
porters of sustainability to keep
in contact with each other and
take advantage of the resources
IGEN offer; the network has
made his job easier.
