he Annual Jingle
Bell Run and
Walk for Arthritis
is catching up

with the holiday spirit
with the Snowman
Stroll, Reindeer Run and
5K, scheduled for Satur-
day, Dec. 7 at Rend
Lake College. The
eighth annual event is
sponsored by the Arthri-
tis Foundation.

Participants can help
the Foundation raise

money and stay active in
the winter months by
partaking of four events,
a 5K run or walk, a one-
mile Snowman Stroll or
a Reindeer Run for chil-
dren. The Snowman
Stroll will begin at 8:45
a.m., with the 5K run
and walk kicking off at 9
a.m. The children’s
Reindeer Run will begin
around 10:10 a.m.
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If you had told Trish Reed dur-
ing her years in Southern Illi-
nois that she would one day
live in the big city as the presi-

dent of a company, she might
not have believed you. Now, after
more than two decades with
Navistar, Inc. in northern Illinois,
Reed has risen through the
ranks and is the President and
General Manager of UpTime
Parts, LLC.

Reed has been named the
Rend Lake College Foundation
Alumnus of the Year for 2013.
She will receive her award during
the Foundation Annual Dinner on
Dec. 5.

The Scheller native grew up
with four brothers and sisters in a
typical Southern Illinois small
town. She attended school in
Waltonville before coming to
Rend Lake College in the fall of
1985. She earned an Associate
of Science Degree in 1987 from

RLC before moving on to earn a
Bachelor of Science Degree in
Finance and minor in Economics
from Southern Illinois University.

She has spent 24 years work-
ing for Navistar, Inc., a leading
manufacturer of commercial
trucks, buses, defense vehicles
and engines. For the first 20
years she worked with Navistar
Financial Corp., a Navistar affili-
ate that provides financing to
help dealers and customers pur-
chase Navistar products. She
then became president of
UpTime Parts, an aftermarket
parts supplier for light-duty
trucks.

In her four years in this role,
she has successfully reinvigorat-
ed a culture of teamwork and
performance that has resulted in
improved customer satisfaction,
nearly double-digit growth in
sales and a 90 percent increase
in profitability.

Before moving on to these
successes, Reed was like other

small-town athletes and played
basketball for the Lady Warriors
as a forward, a legacy carried on
since her grade school years.

“When I think about my time at
Rend Lake, I look back and see
what a key influence it was for
me,” said Reed. “I was initially
accepted at Bradley in Peoria,

but then Coach Jim Waugh
reached out to me and that
helped me pay for my first two
years in college. Between school
and basketball, I learned a very
important life lesson: a good
team is one that works well
together.”

Coming from a small school,
Reed said she received a lot of
playing time on the court for the
Spartans, but that changed
when she took the floor for the
Lady Warriors.

“There were a lot of adjust-
ments I had to make, but regard-
less of my role, it was important
that we were all one team,” said
Reed. “I’ve taken that lesson to
every job I’ve had. I didn’t appre-
ciate it as much at the time, and I
don’t know if I would’ve learned it
at all if not for Coach Waugh and
Rend Lake College.”

Reed also calls to mind sever-
al instructors who had a hand in
influencing her future.

“There were other instructors

at Rend Lake that put me on a
great path. My speech teacher
was one. I dreaded speaking
and I was not looking forward to
his class,” said Reed. “By the
time our class was over I
thought, ‘I really love speaking’.
Now I make presentations in
front of 500 people and I feel
comfortable. My math instructors
were great too.They were some
major influences on my career in
finance.”

After graduating from SIU,
Reed said her goal was to move
to central Illinois and pursue a
career at a bank or financial
company. She said the idea
came from seeing her sister
working at a bank in Sesser;
however, but something bigger
was on the horizon.

“I started interviewing in the
Springfield area, one of which
was Navistar. I really had no idea

“This is very
exciting that they asked
Rend Lake College to host
these mock auditions.This
is a great opportunity to
help actors prepare for
professional auditions. I
am definitely encouraging
my students to do this.”

who Navistar was at the
time,” she said. “I interviewed
for a trainee position, and
they wanted me to go to
Chicago for the interview. I
was reluctant, but I did, and
Navistar Financial offered
me the job the same day I
interviewed. My gut thought,
‘this is the place to be’ and
it’s been a great 24-year
career.”

While working at Navistar
Financial, Reed did every-
thing from collections and
credit underwriting to sales,
and worked her way up
through 11 different posi-
tions.

Four years ago, she made
the jump to the parts division
and hasn’t looked back
since.

“Basically, I run a small
division that Navistar owns
called UpTime Parts,” said
Reed. “I oversee all opera-
tions: sales, customer ser-
vice, procurement of parts.
We work with aftermarket
and specialty vehicles, like
UPS, who is our largest cus-
tomer. Four years is the
longest I’ve been in one
position, but that’s the great
thing about Navistar.They
keep us challenged and they
continue to throw opportuni-
ties at us.”

If there’s one thing Reed
took away from Rend Lake
College, she said it’s the val-
ue of teamwork, which she
now utilizes at Navistar in a
number of leadership and
mentoring programs. She
has been a mentor to many
Navistar employees, and
has helped coach and devel-
op numerous colleagues to
advance their careers.

“I would say, for me and
my background in sports,
I’ve been very involved in
team aspects my whole life.
Being a part of that and
knowing how well teams
work together in achieving
results is important to my
position,” she said. “I’ve tak-
en on management and
leadership positions and it’s
the same every time: how
well is the team working
together? Some of the
things I learned was you’ve
got to have a common goal,
strong morale and great

spirit.You’ve got to celebrate
the wins and successes,
and people are more open
to feedback in the spirit of
being better tomorrow.You
need a variety of people of
different backgrounds and
experiences who all value
working together with a
common vision and goals.”

Additionally, both inside
and outside of the work-
place, Reed spends her time
focusing on health and fit-
ness. At home, she finds
ways to be active outside,
and at work, she has served
as a sponsor for Vital Lives,
a Navistar wellness initiative.

She is also involved in the
National Multiple Sclerosis
(MS) Society.

“I work a lot of hours, but
health and fitness are very
important to me. I’m usually
at the gym or doing things
outside like yard work or
roller blading,” said Reed.
“I’m also passionately
involved in the MS Society,
and I do a lot of fund raising.
I’m a part of a team that
walks every year in honor of
someone very special to me
who was diagnosed with MS
in 2003. We’re called D’s
Dream Team. Next year
we’re planning on having a
golf outing as a fundraiser
for her.”

As the team captain of D’s
Dream Team, she has
helped raise more than
$29,000 for the National MS
Society. She has also raised
more than $7,500 for Chica-
go-area AIDS charities with
two 500-mile bike rides.

In the workplace, she has
served as an advisor to the
Navistar Financial Diversity
Council and as a certified
Valuing Differences facilita-
tor. She is also an active
Junior Achievement volun-
teer in DuPage County.

Reed’s extended family
and many close friends still
reside in Southern Illinois,
and she is a frequent visitor.
She recently became
involved at Rend Lake Col-
lege with an endowment
through the RLC Founda-
tion.

In addition to the Alumnus
of the Year award, several
programs and teams will be
highlighted at the Annual
Dinner, including the 2012
Men’s Basketball National

Championship team, the
Allied Health Division and
the Mining Technology pro-
gram.These new features
will illustrate changes,
improvements and team-
work between the College
and Foundation in recent
years.

The theme for the dinner
this year is teamwork, said
Foundation CEO Shawna
Manion, and the evening’s
events will focus on honoring
and awarding those at RLC
who exemplify that theme.

“We always have strong
community support at our
annual dinner, and this year
we’re changing it up a bit to
help encompass a broader
range of programs for the
audience,” said Manion. “Our
theme for the evening is
centered on being a team,
and we’re aiming to show
that everyone at RLC plays
for the same team, and we
all have the same goal. Our
trustees, our Foundation
Directors, our administration,
faculty, our staff, we’re all
here for one reason, and
that is our students.”

Jim Muir of WQRL in Ben-
ton, the 2009 Alumnus of
the Year, will be the emcee
for the evening, with addi-
tional awards and honors to
be handed out throughout
the night.

RLC seeking to fill positions
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Students interested
in starting a nurs-
ing career, or a
new career in gen-

eral, can take advantage
of Rend Lake College’s
tuition-free Certified Nurse
Assistant (CNA) program
to get going in the right
direction.

Of the growing field, Kim
Robert, Dean of the Allied
Health Division, said
opportunities are available
both locally and across
the nation as the need for
CNAs and nurses is
important to an increasing
elderly population. Accord-
ing to the U.S. Bureau of
Labor Statistics, the CNA
and nursing aides field is
expected to grow by 20
percent between 2010 and
2020, adding more than
300,000 new jobs.

“The Certified Nurse
Assistant program is a
great place for students to
start learning about the
health care field. It’s a
challenging program, but it

can lead to a fulfilling, life-
long career and advanced
education,” Robert said.
“There are a variety of
classes to accommodate
the working student or the
full-time student, including
several new sections
offered at the Mt. Vernon
MarketPlace to add more
options for potential stu-
dents. Our faculty mem-
bers are outstanding in
the work they do to pre-
pare our students for their
futures.”

Classes are available in
four locations including
the MarketPlace, starting
in the spring semester.
The program lasts from
eight weeks to 16 weeks,
depending on the format
of the classes.

Four different CNA sec-
tions will be offered at the
MarketPlace, each run-
ning from 8:30 a.m. – 3
p.m. on various days
through the week between
the following dates: Jan. 6
through March 12; Jan. 7
through March 21; March
17 through May 13; and

March 27 through May 29.
The MarketPlace sections
are conducted in the
eight-week format.

Night classes are also
offered at the Ina campus,
the Hamilton County
Memorial Nursing and
Rehabilitation Center in
McLeansboro and the
Pinckneyville campus. At
the Ina campus, classes
are scheduled for 4-9 p.m.
for class and clinical from
Jan. 14 through May 13.
Similarly, at the Pinck-
neyville campus, classes
will last from 5-9:15 p.m.
from Jan. 14 through June
26.

McLeansboro evening
classes will begin at 4
p.m. and last until 8:15
p.m. Clinical sessions are
scheduled for five Satur-
days, from 7 a.m.-4p.m.

In-district students pay
only lab and supply fees
for the classes. To enroll in
the CNA program, stu-
dents are required to take
a reading placement test
and submit to a back-
ground check as mandat-

ed by the Illinois Depart-
ment of Public Health.

For those who want to
develop their skills even
farther, the CNA program
also acts as a prerequisite
for RLC’s Practical Nurs-
ing certificate program,
which requires a year of
training after three other
prerequisite courses are
completed (Anatomy and
Physiology I and II,
Rhetoric and Composition
I).

The Associate Degree
Nursing program, which
prepares students to
become registered nurses,
is available for practical
nurses who want to ele-
vate their abilities. It
requires a year of training
after prerequisites are
successfully completed.

Classes in growing CNA field
offered to RLC students this spring
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I
f you are interested in
working in the real
estate field, two courses
coming up in the spring

semester will prepare you
for the Illinois Real Estate
Broker’s License Examina-
tion. The courses are
offered through Rend Lake
College’s Community and
Corporate Education
Department.

No prior education is
necessary for the Broker
Pre-License Topics course,
the first of the two classes,
which begins Jan. 14. The
5-credit hour class is
scheduled for Tuesdays
and Thursdays from 6 – 9
p.m. in the Science Build-
ing, and runs until April 17.
The course costs $490.

The class teaches the
fundamentals of real
estate, including federal,
state and license law; mar-
keting; seller and buyer
relationships; real estate
principles; real estate
transactions; types of real
estate opportunities and

application of real estate
principles.

The second course, titled
Broker Pre-License Applied
Principles, is a 1-credit
hour class that begins on
April 22 and ends May 8.
The Tuesday-Thursday
class lasts from 6 – 9 p.m.,
also in the Science Build-
ing. The course costs $98.

Together, the two courses
total 90 hours, which is
required to sit for the Illinois
Real Estate Broker’s
License Examination by the
Illinois Department of Pro-
fessional and Financial
Regulation.

Registration for the
courses is due by Jan. 6.

what to expect on the day of
auditions, and how to make
the most of 90 seconds on
stage.

For musical theatre audi-
tionees: an accompanist will
not be provided. Be pre-
pared to sing without music,
or bring a CD with tracks on
it. A CD player will be provid-
ed.

The ITA mock auditions at
RLC are from 2-5 p.m. Mon-
day, Dec. 2 at the RLC The-

atre on the campus in Ina.

Laura Johnson, event organizer and RLC Aquatics
Center Coordinator, said the event has helped raise
more than $90,000 since it was first hosted at Rend
Lake College in 2006.

It is estimated that by 2030, the num-
ber of people with arthritis will increase to 67 million
Americans.

“We are encouraging everyone to consider putting
together a team of five or more runners and walkers to
help raise money to support the Arthritis Foundation,”
Johnson added.
