The training courses are
scheduled for Saturday
and Sunday, Jan. 11-12;
Saturday and Sunday,
Feb. 8-9; and Saturday
and Sunday, March 1-2.
All courses will last from 8
a.m. —4:30 p.m. both days
in RLC Coal Mining Tech-
nology Center, Room 107
on the Ina campus and

Participants must bring
a valid FOID card, a dri-
ver's license, and a hand-
gun and two unopened
boxes of factory ammuni-
tion to the training ses-
sion.

across the country to hear
suggestions and concerns.
Officials have met in Los
Angeles, Boston, Chicago
and Washington, D.C., with
groups, including the Amer-
ican Association of Com-
munity Colleges, other
higher education organiza-
tions, student leadership
associations, independent
college groups in Massa-
chusetts and California,
and over the next few
weeks it will meet with com-
munity colleges, business
leaders, parents, faculty
and others.

In the coming weeks, the
department will also formal-
ly ask data experts and
researchers to comment on
the proposed system
through an RFI. Early next
year, ED will host a techni-
cal symposium where
external experts can
engage in further discus-
sion and deliberate on
these issues in greater
depth. The department will
then publish a summary of
the recommendations that
were developed as a result
of the RFI and the sympo-
sium, as well as other
resources identified by
external experts participat-
ing in the symposium, on
the Department’s college
affordability website.

ED will use the feedback
when it develops proposed
college rating metrics,
which it will share in the
spring for public comment,
according to officials.

The open forums are free
and open to the public. Indi-
viduals who want to com-
ment at an open forum
should register by sending
an e-mail at least three
days prior to the forum to
collegefeedback@ed.gov
with the subject “Open
Forum Registration.” The
department will notify regis-
trants of the location and
time slot reserved for them.
