Students who satisfactorily complete the AA in Mathematics requirements with Rend
Lake will be admitted to McKendree University.

MeKendree and Rend Lake agree to inform potential transfer students of the existence of
this institutional articulation agreement and the advantages of pursuing the articulated
programs.

Sections 11 Transfer of credit

McKendree University agrees to accept a maximum of 90 semester hours of credit from
the Rend Lake graduate who secks to complete a baccalaureate degree at
