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C
oncealed carry is now
the law in Illinois, and
those wanting to earn
their concealed carry

license will soon be able to
look to Rend Lake College to
get started.

Rend Lake College has
started the application
process to become a certified
training center with the Illinois
State Police for the Firearm
Concealed Carry Act, which
was passed on July 9, 2013.
Several instructors are apply-
ing for their instructor certifi-

cations from the state, and
the training program currently
is in development.

One of the requirements to
obtain an Illinois Concealed
Carry License is a 16-hour
firearms training, including
classroom work and range
instruction. This is the pro-

gram being developed by
RLC. Dates and costs of the
classes have not yet been
finalized.

Once the participant passes
the training class, they must
also be fingerprinted and fill
out an application for a state
license, which costs $150.

The state will not begin pro-
cessing these applications
before January 5, 2014; how-
ever, the training class can be
completed beforehand.

The college will release
more information as it
becomes available in the
coming weeks.
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Rend Lake College
students needing
an extra opinion
on their class

paper or speech now
have the option to visit
the Writing Center or
Communications Lab
throughout the week for
tips and suggestions from
experienced staff.

Dean of Liberal Arts
Henry Leeck said there
has been a need for more
than just tutoring for stu-
dents on campus. The
idea evolved into a space
dedicated to the written
and spoken word.

“We identified the need
for tutoring, especially in
writing and communica-

tion, and we found that
professionals in those
areas needed to be avail-
able throughout the day
to help our students,” said
Leeck. “The Communica-
tions Lab and Writing
Center have posted hours
when students can drop
in or make an appoint-
ment to visit.”

Leeck added that stu-
dents needed more help
in writing; therefore the
Writing Center will be
open 47 hours per week.
The Communications Lab
will be open approximate-
ly 24 hours per week.
