Advanced Cardiac

28; Tuesday, Nov. 19
and Friday, Dec. 6.

On the other hand,
Pediatric Advanced
Life Support (PALS)
trains students to
respond to emergen-
cies for infants and
children. This class
meets from 9 a.m. – 5
p.m. on Tuesday, Oct.
22 and Wednesday,
Dec. 18.

Several two-day
courses will also be
offered at the Training
Center in the RLC Mar-
ketPlace: BLS Instruc-
tor, PALS Preparatory
and ACLS Preparatory.
The two day courses
last from 9 a.m. – 5
p.m. both days.

To become a BLS
(Basic Life Support)
Instructor, students
must learn about life-
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The board adopted
the final Fiscal Year

Yield: 10 servings

3 pounds boneless Boston
butt pork roast

1 (28-ounce) can whole
fire-roasted tomatoes

1 (14-ounce) can crushed
fire-roasted tomatoes

1 chipotle pepper (see
note)

1 T. adobo sauce (see
note)

1 medium-size yellow
onion, minced

2 tsp. salt
1/2 tsp. freshly ground

black pepper
1 tsp. dried oregano
2 bay leaves

For serving:
Corn or flour tortillas
Sour cream
1 bunch fresh cilantro,

chopped
Shredded Cheddar or

Monterey Jack cheese
Lime slices
Put the pork roast in a slow

cooker, then add both cans of
tomatoes.

Mince chipotle pepper and
add it and adobo sauce to
slow cooker. Add onion, salt,
pepper, oregano, and bay
leaves. Cover slow cooker
and cook on high for 4 hours
or on low for 8 hours.

Remove the roast from the
slow cooker and place it in a
shallow baking dish or on a
cutting board. Remove any
excess fat, then pull the meat
apart using two forks.

Serve the pulled pork on
tortillas with sour cream,
cilantro, cheese, and the
juice from the lime slices.

Note: Chipotle peppers are
smoked jalapeños, often sold
canned in a spicy adobo
sauce in the aisle of the

supermarket where Mexican
foods are sold. Covered and
refrigerated, the unused por-
tion of chilies and adobo will
last indefinitely.

SOUTHERN FRIED
APPLES

Yield: 6 servings
8 medium Granny Smith

apples
4 T. (1/2 stick) butter
1/2 cup firmly packed

brown sugar
1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon
1/8 tsp. grated nutmeg
Quarter and core the

apples and chop into bite-
sized pieces.

Melt the butter in a heavy
skillet over medium-low heat.
Add the brown sugar, cinna-
mon and nutmeg. Add the
apples and gently toss until
they are coated in the brown
sugar mixture. Cook for 15 to
20 minutes, stirring occasion-
ally, until tender. Serve as a
side dish.

host class sites and provide
services to the students.

Adult education programs

nationwide are aimed at the
93 million American adults
who have basic or below

R
eliant on plug-ins
like Silverlight,
Unity, and Java?
Make plans to

move on or change
browsers, because most
plug-ins will be banned
from Chrome in the next
year.

In case it wasn’t clear
before, a Google decision
has shown the writing is
on the wall for plug-ins
such as Java and Sil-
verlight that for years
have been used to extend
what browsers can do.

Starting in January
2014, Google will ban all
but the most widely used
browser plug-ins in favor
of programming methods
that use standards built
directly into the Web,
Chrome security engineer
Justin Schuh announced
in a blog post (Sept. 23).
And those plug-ins will be
barred “over the coming
year,” he said.

Most Chrome plug-ins
(not to be confused with
the lighter-weight add-on
option called extensions)

use a technology that pre-
date Google’s browser by
years: the Netscape plug-
in application program-
ming interface, or NPAPI.
Chrome, unique among
browsers, has a second
interface called Pepper
(PPAPI) that isn’t affected
by the change — and
that’s how Google con-
nects Adobe Systems’
Flash Player, by far the
most widely used plug-in.

The move is the newest
step to move beyond an
earlier era of browser
development, when Inter-
net Explorer 6 ruled the
roost and much online
innovation moved to plug-
ins such as Flash Player.
Microsoft already banned
most plug-ins from Inter-
net Explorer when run-
ning in Windows 8’s new-
er touch-focused inter-
face. “The Web has
evolved. Today’s browsers
are speedier, safer, and
more capable than their
ancestors,” Schuh said.
“Meanwhile, NPAPI’s ’90s-
era architecture has
become a leading cause
of hangs, crashes, securi-

ty incidents, and code
complexity. Because of
this, Chrome will be phas-
ing out NPAPI support
over the coming year.”

The company said it will
“temporarily whitelist”
these popular plug-ins on
Chrome to run through
NPAPI starting in January
2014: Silverlight (which
Google said was
launched by 15 percent of
Chrome users in the last
month, though not neces-
sarily used by them), Uni-
ty (launched by 9.1 per-
cent), Google Earth (9.1
percent), Java (8.9 per-
cent), Google Talk (8.7
percent), Facebook Video
(6.0 percent).

And of that list of most-
popular NPAPI plug-ins,
Java is already blocked by
default for security rea-
sons.

Microsoft chose to
enable Flash Player in
Windows 8 through an
exceptional procedure.
Google also gets some
special favors of its own,
Google’s PDF reader and
Native Client plug-ins also
use the Pepper API.

There will be a one-mile kid’s
run following the 5K at 10
a.m. for children ages 12
and younger. Centre Stage
Dance Studio of Mt.Vernon
will also be on-hand to per-
form.

“The Class of 1993 under-
stands that homecoming
weekend is a busy time for
students and parents, but we
appreciate everyone who is
working hard to raise money
in the memory of some great
classmates,” said Ward.

So far, the event has
already raised $2,200 in
sponsorships from local
businesses and individuals.
Ward said that she hopes
the event will bring out lots of
runners and more sponsor-
ships in the form of teams to
help future RLC students.

“We’re trying to cut all
costs so every sponsor
donation can go straight to
the scholarships,” she said.
“Although our window for
sponsors is closed, busi-
nesses can participate by
entering walkers and run-
ners.Teams can wear com-
pany logos during all of the
events.”

Ward added that the
$2,200 will go toward three
scholarships with the RLC
Foundation for BCHS stu-
dents.The scholarships will
be awarded for the fall 2014
academic year.

“We would love if the
recipients have a field relat-
ed to our classmates,” said
Ward. “Ann Parker studied

early childcare; Josh Odom
studied agriculture, and did
cross country in high school;
and since Tammy Shockley
passed away before she
could enter college, we
could give one to a general
education recipient.”
