S
ome interviews are done
differently than others.
Sometimes they can
happen strictly by email.

Others take place over the
phone. And some are conducted
in person, with nothing but a pen
and paper or a recorder. In this
case, after making an appoint-
ment, I walked in to Rend Lake
College President Terry Wilker-
son’s office with my iPhone and
a sheet of questions.

I expected a short, to-the-point
interview. However, what hap-
pened first wasn’t questions
being answered. Instead it was
several minutes of watching him
conduct business with Bob Car-
lock, vice president of Finance
and Administration. After listen-

ing to their conversation, and
hearing about matters they
would be dealing with through-
out the course of the day, the
interview began.

Wilkerson was dressed in a
dark-brown suit jacket, white but-
ton-down shirt, and mustard-yel-
low tie.These were paired with
dress slacks and cowboy boots.
His businessman persona
showed through and meshed
well with his seemingly mischie-
vous attitude. Within minutes of
talking to him, one can tell that
Wilkerson isn’t like other presi-
dents of community colleges or
universities.

In addition to being the presi-
dent of Rend Lake College, Wilk-
erson farms 1,000 acres with his
parents near McLeansboro. He
stays busy.The consistent
amount of large- and small-scale
decision making on budgets, pri-
oritizing positions, negotiations
with different unions, items on
agendas — and so on — make
time management a much-need-
ed function in his life, especially
when it’s time to plant beans and
corn.

Time management has
become an even more essential
quality for Wilkerson since
becoming president. He has to
travel a lot in his new position.

The typical RLC student might
expect the president of Rend
Lake to conduct a couple of
meetings in his large office and
call it a day.This couldn’t be fur-
ther from his daily schedule. In
just the last few weeks, Wilker-
son has flown to Boston and
Washington D.C. with members
of the Board of Trustees, and
traveled to Rockford for college
business. His schedule following
my appointment included a
phone conference about a grant
opportunity, an on-campus
meeting about the college’s new,
massive computer system called
the Enterprise Resource Plan-
ning system (ERP); and an off-

I
have been to several ele-
gant restaurants recently.
For years, I have been
taught by my family the cor-

rect way to dine in these
types of restaurants. All of
those times, I thought to
myself, ‘What is the big deal?
It’s just a restaurant!’

However, after participating
in a dining etiquette workshop
with the Student Transfer and
Retention Support (STARS)
program at RLC, I realize that
proper dining is necessary for
many different reasons.
Whether its to impress that
girl you want to ask out, or
present a great first-impres-
sion to either your in-laws or a
potential employer; it’s impor-
tant to eat with etiquette. Here
are some good pointers I took
away from the workshop that
you may find useful this holi-
day season.

1. Reading a newspaper or
playing with your cell phone is
not proper dining etiquette.

“When you follow proper
dining etiquette, such as not
texting or playing on your
phone when in the company
of others or talking loudly over
people, you show you are a
considerate person,” said
STARS Counselor Mollie
Humm-Bremer. “Conversely,
you may come across as self-
absorbed, obnoxious, and
rude. We are hoping this
workshop helped our students

and reminded ourselves to be
respectful of others and that
we are in control of how we
are perceived. I think so
many, including myself, get
caught up in the moment and
forget.”

2. Place a white towel at
your table, on top of your lap,
to prevent possible stains you
could get on your clothes.

3. Cut your food to bite-size
pieces before eating - usually
if it is steak or chicken.

4. If you want coffee, face
your coffee mug up on the
table to get coffee.

I learned and witnessed
several ways to practice good
dining etiquette. And I learned
how important it is to dine
properly on special occa-
sions.

“Following proper dining eti-
quette is important for several
reasons,” Humm-Bremer
added. “I believe the number
one reason is to set a good
first impression. A person only
has one chance to set a first
impression. Some of the peo-
ple we are surrounded by may
be interviewing us and many
of our adopted day-to-day
norms may be attracting neg-
ative attention.”

“The dining etiquette work-
shop was for our students,”
added STARS Counselor Amy
Cook. “As Mollie said, many
of our day to day norms may
attract negative attention
while dining, so we wanted
our students to know what

those negative attention-get-
ters were and how to handle
those types of situations.”

RLC Reference Librarian
Beth Mandrell presented the
material and did an excellent
job of explaining about the
table setting, table manners,
and knowing what to do in dif-
ferent scenarios, such as get-
ting cold food or the wrong
order.

“We would like to thank both
Beth and Culinary Arts for all
they did to help make this
workshop a success,” said
Humm-Bremer.

Cook and Humm-Bremer
said plans are to hold the

workshop again in the future.
“We thought the workshop

went very well and we also
received positive feedback
from our students,” said Cook.

Acrescendo of support
from music and edu-
cation enthusiasts in
the area made it pos-

sible for the Rend Lake Col-
lege Foundation to reach
more than twice its funding
goal of $50,000 for “The
Music Project.”

RLCF CEO Shawna Hall
made the announcement
Thursday night at the RLCF
Annual Dinner Meeting in
Mount Vernon. The project is
aimed at upgrading the RLC
music department’s facilities
and equipment. It’s initial
goal was set at $50,000.
More than $100,000 has
since been raised.

Hall spoke to the hundreds
of guests in attendance
about how grateful the stu-
dents and faculty are to
receive such generosity. She
thanked them for their com-
mitment to bettering the col-
lege and its students, saying
the project had personal sig-
nificance for her. Hall is
among those who con-
tributed money to the cam-
paign.

A video presentation, pre-
pared by Bruce Baldwin of
Baldwin Media Development,
asked viewers to “imagine a
world without music.” The
video featured students and
administrators, RLC Music
Director Sara Alstat, RLCF
Board Member and RLC
Trustee Randy Rubenacker,
and RLCF Board Member
Mary Ellen Aiken, a Benton
resident who championed the
project as its co-chair with
Hall.

“It occurred to me while I
was watching it that each
person we featured in that
video only took one take to
tell their story,” Hall said. “… I
believe the reason they all
did so well is that they are
passionate about this cam-
paign. They truly understand
what a world without music
would be like and they under-
stand that our music depart-
ment is how we bring the
community into our commu-

nity college. They don’t need
a script. They are speaking
from their hearts.

“I want to thank my cam-
paign chair, Mary Ellen
Aiken, and each and every
person who donated to this,”
Hall added. “Without Mary
Ellen and all of our donors,
we would not be able to do
this.”

Through the campaign,
supporters were asked to
meet a number of needs in
the music program, including
remodeling the practice
rooms, upgrading music
rooms, providing scholarship
funding, and purchasing
equipment like risers, lockers
and a library system.

campus meeting with the
presidents of John A. Logan
College, Shawnee Commu-
nity College, and Southeast-
ern Illinois College.That was
all being followed up by a

two-hour meeting with his
Cabinet.

Anyone could look at an
itinerary such as our presi-
dent’s and become instantly
stressed and overwhelmed.
Luckily for Rend Lake Col-
lege students and staff, Wilk-

erson views things not so
much as stressful, but much
more on terms of daily chal-
lenges. It’s not so far off from
what he experienced when
he was working here as both
the chairman of the Applied
Science and Advanced

Technology Division and a
professor of agriculture.
Every class and every group
of kids presented him a new
challenge, he said, adding
that the challenge is partly
what drew him to the seat of
president at Rend Lake.

“I’m not a big fan of mun-
dane paperwork,” he said. “I
want and need challenges. I
think that’s why I like this
position.There is something
new every day.You never
know what you’re going to
walk into.There is a lot of
thinking on your feet.”

Wilkerson said he didn’t
expect or have dreams of
ending up in this position. In
fact, he wasn’t even planning
on attending college at all!
When asked about what
changed his mind, he
replied, “Leaving your
options open. I think you
always need to have options
on the table.”

His plan seems to be
working so far. After graduat-
ing from high school in
McLeansboro, he spent two
years getting his associate
degree at Rend Lake Col-
lege, a little over a year on
his bachelor’s at Southern
Illinois University in Carbon-
dale, and an additional year
for his master’s degree from
SIUC.

And he did it all — grade
school through graduate
school — with straight A’s!
Well, he did get a B his fifth
grade year. But don’t bring
that up. Wilk’s still a little
upset about that one!
