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Continental Tire the Americas in Mount Ver-
non is guaranteeing a job interview for stu-
dents who qualify through Rend Lake Col-
lege’s new course, Manufacturing Employ-

ment Skills.
“An opportunity like this doesn’t come along very

often,” said Chris Nielsen, dean of the Applied Sci-
ence and Technology Division at RLC. “If a student
completes this course with a B, and they meet the
employment requirements for Continental Tire, they
will be given a job interview at CTA. It’s a great
chance to join a terrific team. Continental’s the
largest employer in our area and its commitment to
this demonstrates their faith in RLC as a training
partner. We are ready to deliver.”

Manufacturing Employment Skills, or MFG 1200,
is slated to start Jan. 28 on the RLC main campus
in Ina. Students will meet for a total of 48 hours
over eight weeks. The class will be held from 6 to
10 p.m., on Mondays and Wednesdays, and atten-
dance is mandatory. It is worth three college credit
hours. The cost is $288 plus the price of the text-
book, and students are required to pre-register and
pre-pay.

Rend Lake’s MFG 1200 is designed to familiarize
students with the history of the manufacturing
industry, along with the manufacturing industry in

proximity to RLC. Learners will also be expected to
demonstrate necessary workplace skills required
to be a safe, productive employee in industry. Top-
ics covered will include history and types of manu-
facturing, safety in the workplace, work ethics,
work environment, shift work and schedules, and
human resources. Successful students will exhibit
they have incorporated instruction into their day-to-
day activities. This complete course, along with
individual evaluations, could be used as an
employee screening tool.

“We’re excited about this opportunity to partner
with RLC,” said TJ McKinney, human resources
manager at Continental Tire the Americas Mt. Ver-
non. “This is a great education program and we
hope to see many students come out of this class
with high marks and eager to interview with Conti-
nental Tire. In May 2011 we announced an expan-
sion which added 444 new full time positions. Cur-
rently, we are working towards filling roughly 200 of
those remaining production positions and hope to
find many qualified candidates from the RLC pro-
gram.”

program through Rend Lake
College recently celebrated
its first graduate.

Randy Small of Carbon-
dale is the first student to
earn a certificate through
the program. Small, 58, has
taken VESTA courses for
years. Since he’s already in
the workforce — he’s the
assistant wine maker at
Blue Sky Vineyards in
Makanda — enrolling in
VESTA courses was more a
way of developing as a pro-
fessional than preparing for
a career. The certificate was
never part of the plan. But
when he learned he was
only a couple of classes
from earning the certificate,
he decided to go for it, he
said.

Small recently picked up
his Occupational Certificate
in Enology at the college.
Viticulture is grape growing
while enology is wine mak-
ing. While he was at RLC,
Small met with VESTA
Coordinator Candy Fitch-
Deitz, Vice President of

Career-Technology Instruc-
tion Lisa Payne and Presi-
dent Terry Wilkerson.

When asked what he
enjoyed most about VESTA,
Small said one thing was his
class in wine microorgan-
isms because he used what
he learned immediately on
the job. Another thing he
mentioned was going on
field trips to conferences
with students who were a lot
like him.

Fitch-Deitz said about
1,000 students nationwide
have enrolled in a VESTA
course with 166 of those
residing in Illinois. She said
342 students enrolled in
VESTA courses during 2012

and there are 17 partner
schools across the country
involved in VESTA.

“The students in VESTA
gain real-world, hands-on
experience at field sites like
vineyards and wineries all
over the place,” said Fitch-
Deitz. “Students, profession-
als in the industry and the
general public can all find
value in workshops through
VESTA that increase their
knowledge about viticulture
and enology.”

She added that two class-
es — Introduction to Viticul-
ture and Introduction to
Enology — can now be tak-
en on-campus at Rend
Lake. A teaching vineyard
was also established at the
college earlier this year.

“The new teaching vine-
yard gives our students
hands-on experience with-
out having to step off of
campus,” she said. “Our plan
is to establish a minimum of
two new rows of grapes per
year for the next four years,
so we are very excited
about that new addition.”
