Officials say campus art
addition still a year away

starting soon to

expand the Rend

Lake College art pro-
gram by adding more than
2,000 square-feet to the cur-
rent space.

The project is made possi-
ble by funding through Gover-
nor Pat Quinn’s lllinois Jobs
Now! program. The project will
create construction jobs for
the area while giving the art
department much-needed
space.

RLC Physical Plant Director
Randall Shively says, “Right
now the plans are in 25 per-
cent review and we are in the
process of taking all of the
details to 100 percent. All
drawings for specifics on what
needs to be built are being
finished up at this time.”

He added that the project is
currently on budget at
$601,700.

Shively mentioned that the
art space is currently in a tri-
angle shape, so another trian-
gle shape will be added on
the west side and will double
the size of the art program.
Other improvements will be
made to the existing space to
make it look similar to the new
area. He said advertising of
the project will be done in
March to get bids from con-
struction companies and one
will be chosen by the first of
April. After that, construction
will start in the middle of May
and the new space will be
completed by January, 2014.

With everything coming
together, art students can
expect to have plenty of new
space to demonstrate their
creativity next year.

“They are division one
and we are division two, so
they are able to get better
players,” said RLC Head
Coach Randy House.

He added that, in his
team’s defense, the War-
riors did not play well at
Lake Land in their first
matchup this season.

begs the question, “What's
the difference?”

House says it's depth.

“We are deeper this
year. We have more play-
ers,” he said.

The Warriors have two
players averaging double-
digit points per game in
power forward Noel Allen
(Guttenburg, N.J.) with
11.6 and freshman guard
Cortez Macklin (Louisville,
Ky.) with a team-high 14.7.
Macklin leads the team in
three-point shooting with
just under four a game. His
season-high so far is 28
points against Southern
Institute on Nov. 2. He put
up 27 against conference
foe Wabash Valley.

Brothers Dawson and
Bronson Verhines (Wood-
lawn) are both pitching in
around eight points a
game, as are Jeril Taylor
and Montez Buford, both of
Louisville, Ky.
