THE JOHN F. KENNEDY MURDER 

MYSTERY, PART TWO 

*When the Warren Commission held 
a press conference in 1964 to release 
their historic report, President Lyndon 
Johnson made a remark which Warren 
Commission critic Mark Lane said may 
be 1

1the finest sh�rt analysis of the War­
ren Commission Report. II 

LBJ said, 1
1 It's very heavy. 11 

And he wasn't speaking of its aes­
thetic qualities either. The document 
was 888 pages long. 

Mark Lane spoke to an audience of 
around 250 at RLC, in the Little Theater 
January 28, and he had many colorful 
remarks and important facts about the 
circumstances involving the death of 
President John F. Kennedy. 

RLC student Jim Nelson, being in­
terviewed by a WS IU newsman fo I low­
i ng the Mark Lane lecture. 

Lane was the attorney of Lee Harvey 
Oswald's mother; and he's the founder 
of the-Washington-base<=! Citizen's Com­
mission of Inquiry, a lobby group that's 
urging a �ew Congressional inve�tiga­
tion into the death of JFK. 

During his lecture, Lane-pointed out 
some key faults in the Warren Commis­
sion's conclusions. He said that "the 
Warren Commission viewed all of the ev-
idence through the p�is�n of Oswald's 
lone gui It. 11 

Lane obviously disputes most of the 
key concl�sions reached in the Warren 
Report� 

Much of the Warren Commission's 
material has been made available, al­
though there is sti 11 some classified ma-· 
terial locked away in the National Ar­
chives in Washington, D. C. 

Why is this remaining evidence still 
_suppressed, especially in light of pre­
vious revelations? 

Lane asserted that this·. suppressed

informatio� could be vital in uncovering 
President Kennedy's true killers. 

The program also included a showing 
of the famous Zapuder film, a home 
movie taken on November 22, 1963, by 
Abraham Zapuder, a Da I las dress manu­
facturer. This fi Im captures the K�nnedy 
motorcade at the moments of the murder. 

At the end of the lecture, Lane held·

a question and answer session, before 
attending a news conference in the LRC's 
Rehearse I 1 07-room • 

The program. was concluded by the 
showing of Lane's acclaimed movie, -
"Rush to Judgment. II This film, explain­
ed Mark Lane, was a brief in the de­
fense of Lee Harvey Oswa Id. 

It included dozens of witnesses and 
facts that raised· doubts and came into 
direct conflict with the Warren Report.

Community Colleges were established
in Illinois for the purpose of keeping stu-·
dents in their local communities and for
providing an education for those who
could not afford a four year institution.

Another tuition increase wil I only
defeat the whole purpose of why RLC was
established.

To many people, a sum of $4. 50 does
not sound I i.ke very much money; but
when it is multiplied by the number of
credit hours, it doesn't take very lor,,g to, 
add up.

The average cost of att_ending col-
1 ege at Lincoln Trail for the ful I time
student is approximately $40. 00 per quar­
ter (3/ 4 of a semester.) That a I so in­
c I udes the activity fee and books.

Olney Central and Wabash Valley
are all tuition free. This is quite a dif­
ference, compared to the RLC student,
who might pay anywhere from. $70. 00 to
$150. 00 per semester.

Warren, in his Dallas iail cell,.that
11my life il in danger here, do you
get what I mean • • • 11 

--- Mark Lane's claim that the "magic
bullet, 11 that was supposed to have

This program is designed to provide 
. assistance to youngsters who might bene­

fit from the companionship of a desig­
nated volunteer, says Earlene Christen­
:sen, community worker and volunteer_ 
1coordinator. 

The children to be aided will be re­
ferred through va;ious local agencies, 
as this is a community based project to 
serve all of Jefferson County. 

Basically, the children who wi II re­
ceive service from the Advocacy Pro­
gram range in age from 9 to 17 and have 
experienced some identity problems. 

- -Some have problems with school and 
others are b.ored with the lack or re­
sources anq gctivitiesln their hometown. 

. Some children may also have had trouble 
with drugs or show signs of pre-delin-
quency. 

All seem to have a lack of direction 
and would be likely to respond to i�ter­
vention by a big brother/big sister/fri­
end type person which the program calls

Estimated 
cost of these items is $2,962. The 
Board authorized the request for bids. 

The Board acted on several person­
nel matters. Karen Miller's resignation 
as Copy Machine Operator was accepted 
with regret, and Elliot Bevis was hired 
to replace her. 

Marilee Elliot was employed as a 
library assistant for a $335 monthly sal-
ary. • 

The Board heard the first reading on 
a policy matter regarding variable .tui­
tion rates for non-resident students. This 

. policy would establish guidelines with­
out having to bring every individual 
case before the Board. A second redd­
ing is necessary before the policy goes 
into effect. 

RLC will be hosting two law enforce-. 
ment programs this term. These training 
sessions will be in the area of criminal 
iustice.
