The Senate divides this fund among the athletic
department, drama, Tarn, The Pressing Times, and the Senate
itself which spends its money for dances and movies for the
students.

A minority of students
benefit from this fee while the majority of students must pay it
and receive nothing in return. Some may say that it is the

Basic Grant

Rend Lake College students
can still apply for Basic
Educational Opportunity Grants.

The cash does not
have to be repaid and is granted
in addition to other scholarships
or aid that eligible students
receive. Illinois State Scholarship
winners are still able to receive
consideration.

Enrollment

The total head count at RLC for
this semester as compared with
last semester shows an increase
from 1,279 to 1,302 for this
semester.

There are 431 freshmen and 209
sophomores students which are
full-time. Freshmen women total
220 while the freshmen men are a
little under this quota with 211.
There are 150 sophomore men
and 59 sophomore women. The
above quotas are for full-time
students only. The total number
of full-time_students is 640.

Total number of part-time
students is 89. There are 35 fresh-
men, 33 sophomores, and 21
unclassified.

Students enrolled in evening
classes add up to 573. In the 573
evening students are 338 fresh-
men, 93 sophomores, and 142
unclassified.
