Although it is not yet defi­
nite, student evaluation of all
RLC instructors certainlx looks
like a hopeful possibility this 
semester. Dean of Instruction Dr.
Kenneth LaSalle said he plans to
check with the academic council
first, but he personally feels
teacher evalu_ation is a valuable
and worthwh i I e project that shou Id
be conti oued. 

. According to Robert Graham,
dean of student services, no eval­
uations were made last semester
because of the resignation of for­
mer Dean of Instruction Dr. Philip
Ward. 

But if the evaluation is to take
place this semester, you can ex­
pect it shortly after midterm. All
RLC instructors will be evaluated 
in two of his or her classes. One
will be the instructor's own pre­
ference and the other chosen by
the department chairperson. 

If the same plan recommended
by Dr. Ward is used, the president
of Student Senate, the student
evaiuation,committee chairperson
and facu1ty president wil r select
students to present the appraise I
sheet. These students will explain
the evaluation which wi II always
take place with the instructor ab­
sent.

The evaluation sheet (which 
was com pi I ed by Dr. - W<Jrd and·
committee) consists of a -one to 
five sc�1�·- rating of aspects that.:
constitute .. g(?Od-teaching. A few'
of the questions to be considered: 
1) encouragement · of critical
thinking and involvement; 2)
availability of help·outside C1f

classroom; 3} fairness in·grading; 
and 4) comparison ·to all other
RLC instructors. Last, but not
least, are the words "Write ad­
di ti ona 1 · comments on back. 11

on one sheet. (The instructor ne­
ver sees the individual's evalu­
ation.) Copies of the compiled

department chairman, the dean, 
and the instructor involved.

Mrs. Book visits D. C.

The Red Cross Blood Mobile 
wi II be at RLC from 9:30 am' to 
2:30 pm on March 16. Blood do­
nations wi II be taken in the 
gymnasium. 

Wayne Arnold, RLC Athletic 
Coordinator, is supervising the 
Blood Mobile I Donation Day. 
Arnold hopes for a goal of 120 
pints of acceptable blood. 

In 111 i noi s, anyorie may do­
nate blood when they reach the 
age of 17 .. Any donor 66 or old-
er must have a doctor's written 
permission two weeks prior to the 
blood donation. 

The average individual has 
13 pints of blood in'their system. 
Less than a pint is donated. The 
energy loss might be compared to 
the exertion required for· a bri* 
half-mile walk. 

The Missouri-Illinois Region­
al Red Cross Blood Program is 
striving to provide the total blood 
needs within a 250-mile radius 
of St. Louis, which includes serv­
ing 167 hospitals •. 

Every five�minutes, hospitdl­
ized patients in the St. Louis area 
require blood--blood that is 
available immediately, and 
available in the corre�t blood 
types. The ava�lability of this 
blood makes the difference be­
tween life and death, and that's 
where you fit into the picture. 
Blood cannot be manufactured; 
it comes only from one human 
being who cares enough about 
another human to donate less than 
a pint of blood. That concerned 
human being is you�

Class studies lwmaze

Scott and Susan Hal I gave , 
birth to a handsome baby boy, 
Brian Hal I, on November 20, 
1976 by the Lamaze method of 
childbirth. Mr. DeWitt 1 s· Child 
Psycho logy c I ass 212 had the op­
portunity to share the Hall 1s e·x­
perience during a brief video­
taped session held February 4 in 
the audio-visual room of R LC's 
Learning Resource Center.' 

Dr. Fern and Lamaze, a French 
obstetrician, began using the 
psychoprophylactic method of 
obstetrics {better known as pre­
pared childbirth") about the mid­
dle of the 20th century. The 
method was not a new one but 
was -developed from special types 
of breathing arid muscle control 

- te�hniques used by the Ru�sians.
After deciding to use the La­

m�ze method, Sue's doctor had
to sign a form saying she cou Id
·have her baby by th is method.
This being the common procedure
used at Good Samaritan Hospital
in Mt. Vernon.

They studied ,he book "Si�
Practical �essons for Easier ·
Childbirth" and were taught the
differe;t types bf e�ercises. and
breathing techniques from Leona­
Gibbs of Good Samaritan. Their
learning sessions were held at
Mrs. Gibb's home. The sessions
were very fnformal . and usually
consisted of about six couples.

Sue elaborated on the tecfi­
niques. 11We did the exercises 
every· night for �ne month be­
fore Brian's birth. The sit-up ex­
ercises and expulsion exercises 
were for muscle control, 11 she 
explained. 11 The breathing ex-. 
ercises were to aid in reduci�g 

pain through the lifting of the 
diaphragm off the abdomen. 11 

They were told step-by-step 
exactly what was going to hap­
pen· so they'd know what stage 
they were�in and what was next 
to come-. 

Scott's job was to act os the_ 
coach. When Sue's breathing 
igot out of rhythm he helped her· 
regain the pace needed for that 
stage. Scott explained, "Stand­
ing there beside Sue helped me 
realize what she was going 
through and I had to help her any 
1way I could. 11 

They s'pent fifteen minutes in 
the delivery room and Sue-was 
able to see ,Brian immediately 
because she WG'S given no seda­
tion of any k;ind. She was up 
walking around one hour after 

the delivery. 
Both are sold on the Lamaze 

method. Sue said,1
1 It was pain­

fu I but I was prepared for it. I 
knew what to expect. 11 She fur­
ther added that she - wou Id not 
have a baby any other way.
