Two RLC instructors have
been selected to receive sum-
mer stipends from the Nation-
al Endowment for the Hum-
anities for the summer of 1973.

Ms. Eleanor Hall and Mr.
Ted Brammeier will each re-
ceive the.$2,000 award to work
in their respective field.

The purpose of the Endow-
ment fellowship and summer
stipend program for junior col-
lege teachers is to enable them
to undertake studies that will
increase their understanding of
the subjects they teach and
improve their teaching. The
fellows are selected on the
basis of their ability and pro-
mise as teachers and interpret-
ers of the humanities.

Ms. Hall, instructor of So-
ciology and Anthropology, will
use her award in three ways;
1. to process, classify and cat-
alogue artifacts found at the
RLC dig and to draw up a
report for the Illinois Archeo-
logical Survey; 2. to enroll in
classes in archeology at SIU,
both in prehistory of the south-
ern Illinois area and in archeo-
logical techniques; 3. to visit
and work on archeology dig
sites in the Cahokia and Kamp-
sville areas.

Ms. Hall is looking forward
to “increasing my own know-
ledge of the culture of this

area, to nelp me convey to
students an appreciotion of our
ancient heritage.”

Mr. Brammeier, instructor in
Rhetoric, Composition and Lit-
erture in the communications
department also teaches a mod
ern literature class in McLeans-
boro in adult educationy He
has been given release time to
work with Mr. McGhge for
the remainder of the semester.
He is also advisor for the Tarn.

Mr. Brammeier will use his
award to study at SIU in the
field of sematics and history
of the English language. His
classes will involve working
with an instructor and indepen-
dent study.

Mr. Brammeier has become
increasingly interested in this
area of communications after
working on a language sensit-
ivity session for a class he has
been taking at SIU.

When interviewed about the
award, Mr. Brammeier said,
“I am terribly excited, happy,
pleased — tremendously honor-
ed to be awarded such a grant.”
