This final escala-
tion resulted in the nationali7ation of
many industries. I offer the following
example to show the point:

In McLeansboro there are 2 garment
factories (Ore for shirts and one for dres­
es). The Army Corps of Seamstresses
(ACS) now runs them both, turning out
uniforms for the service people •

Throughout this article I've detailed
the advances of women in this important
part of America's future, but a 11 these
liberties have caused dramatic behavor­
ial changes. Lesbian activity has in­
creased 20 fold since the beginning of
the-war.

Rape is still a problem, only now the
woman is the aggressor and the victim is ,
more times than not, is young boys.

Another behavior pattern peculiar to
this period is that as the status of the Am­
erican Woman grew, so did the number of
male prostitutes.

Let's go-back to the garment factrories
in McLeansboro. There were no women
imported into the area,· but many of the
men left the. town. The resulting scar­
city of men in similiar areas of nation has
made those men who were available -
valuable!

To conclyde, I'd like to show how wom­
en were responsible for the end of the
fighting.

Even though the March 15 application
for 1974-75 Basic Grant awards has pas­
sed, awards for the past school year will
sti II be made under the conditions that
follow.

First, if you have applied before Mar. 15,
a nd you have recieved or do recieve
and you have recieved or do recieve a 

student eligibility report, it can be pro­
cessed until June, 30, 1975. Anyone
who recived a grant report should double
check the boxes in the lower left hand
corner to see if Box A was checked.

Persons who are confused about what to
do with the student eligi.bil ity report
should bring the report to schoc,I. It is
not too late to win an award even if you
recieved the report months ago.

Second, you may sti 11 have a grant cor­
rected and processed until June 30. A­
gain, double check your student eligibil­
ity report if you recieved one, even th,ough
you may not hove been e.ligible, f

o

r a
grant. Perhaps a mistake was made, and
changes can have a duplicate mailed to
you.

If you did not recieve a Basic Grant and
think you should hove, or if conditions

. have changed since you applied, you hve
until June 30, 1975, to make changes.

ACUPUNCTURE- Why Now?

The ori,�ntial art of healing known as 
acupunct'ure has been gaining recogni­
tion and popularity in this country the 
last few years. If this new approach to 
our national health crises is so good and 
effective, then why is it just now we are 
beginning to experiment with it and put 
it to practice? There's but one major an­

. swer to this question, but before I reply 
let's look at some other countries' atti­
tudes towards acupuncture. 

Naturally, China is one of the world's 
leading authorities in the education and 
practice of acupuncture. It originated 
there many years ago, and has become 
very modern and scientific today. Ot­
her oriential countries, such as Japan 
and Korea, have also excelled in this 
field. What about the Western World? 
W_ith the exception of this country, the 
the Western World isn't far behind Asia. 
For example, such countries as Engalnd, 
Germany, and France not on I y practice 
acupuncture, but have taught it in their 
healing arts schools for many years. 
France has excel led in the research of 
a particular kind of acupuncture ca lie� 
"auricular therapy" while England has 
been sending acupuncture instrn<:tors to 
us uniformed Americans for some while. 

Let's look at the predicted impact that 
acupuncture could have on this country 
if it was a 11 owed to come into the courr 
try "full swing. 11 Not only would mil­
lions' of Americans regain their health, 
but the cost of medical care would gra­
dually decrease. It sounds wonderful, 
doesn't it? Now, let's look at the so­
cal led bad side of this impact. The drug 
industry especfal ly the production of an­
estetic and steroid drugs would be greatly 
decreased and one of the countries most 
powerful and wealthy metropolitan unions 
would be hurt-financially. Yes, you 
guessed it. The answer is ·a matter of 
economics, or should I say greed? The 
union I'm referring to is organized me·­
dicine, which happens to go by a con­
venient patridtic name. They are also 
discouraging states from setting up state 
board exams in acup1:,ncture, which 
would give licenses to qualified physi·­
cians to practice this specialty. This 

· discouragement is onfy allowing too many
unqualified people to practice it. Does
this union sound as if it is in the publi e's
interest?

Open your eyes to what· this union is·
doing. They're denyihg you, the Amer­
ican public, your rights to good health
only for their own financial protection.
Research the virtues of acupuncture for
yourself, and then voice your opinion.
Get .the point??? ·

The 
sound engineer (I imagine he recieved· 
other titles after it was all over) was ov­
erheard to say that he had never heard 
the group before. 

The second half was cleaned up a little 
and proved to be the best part of the con­
cert. The distortion level was reduced 
slightly so as to determine the melodic 
parts that needed to be emphasized. 

If this group doesn't get discouraged and 
keeps at it they could very likely be re­
cording this year. So, if you have a 
chance to hear them, by a 11 means take 
advantage of the opportunity. I would 
I ike to hear them play at RLC if at all 
possible.
