On Thursday, April 22, the Mining 
222 Class took a tour of the Old Ben 21 
Preparation Plant in Sesser. 

The field trip was arranged by J. L. 
Musgrave, instru·ctor of the RLC mining 
class, and the trip also ins:;luded Dr. 
Barbara Luchsinger, chairman of the 
Communication Dept. Musgrave and Dr. 
Luchsinger are the faculty sponsors for 
the AIME Chapter at RLC. (AIME is the 
American Institute of Mining Engineers.) 

The Old Ben Coal' Mining Corpor­
ation open�d tbeir #21 mine operations 
in 1960. Their coal is used for metal­
lurgical purposes.that is, primarily for 
stee I mi 11 purposes. 

The mine is 660 feet deep. 
The preparation plant is for both 

large and ultra fine coals. Ultrq fine 
coal uses magnetite for alteration· of the 
specific gravity of solids. 

The prop plant machinery consists of 
crushers, breakers, sizing screens, froth 
floatation cells, magnetic separations, 
cyclones, centrifugal dryers, and many 
conveyors and conveyor belts-. 

The floatation cells incorporate air 
into water causing air bubbles to stick 
to the coal, and causes it to float. The 
heavier solids sink and are removed as 
impurities. 

Cyclones put coal and impurities 
such as rocks, into a swirling motion •. 
Due to the heavier specific gravity of 
the rocks, they are e i ec ted from the

bottom of the cone. The coal goes to 
a vortex finder and comes out as clean 
coal. 

The centrifugal dryers spin the coal 
in concentric circles and extracts much 
of the water from the coal. 

Other machinery inc I udes sieve bend 
screens. These are dewatering devices 
and take water and very fine particles
from the coal. 

A thickener is used to extract im-

A seven cell iig· is a washbox, and 
takes heavy impurities out of the water 
and coal mixture. 

The mine can stack 50,000 tons of 
coal when the washer is not operating. 
The blending bins hold 600 tons of coal� 

We also saw and had explained to
us the main coal hoist. It is manufact-

- ured by Nordburg C0111pany, and is a ·
D.C. powered hoist, having a top speed
of about 1500 · feet per minute, rope
speed.

The cycle time for each ten ton coat 
skip is about 50 seconds pe·r trip·.

Like many modern institutions, base­
ball is in a period of turmoil and up­
heaval. According to one old time boll- � 
player, however, America "can't exist 
without this national pastime •. Without 
a doubt, while many basic pdnciples 
have remained intact, baseball has un­
dergone many changes. 11 

One of the few people with the au­
thority to analyze these changes in a 
former major league player and manager, 
Ray Blades. Playing ball in the Army _ 
during World War I, Blades returned to 
Mt. Vernon after trye war and reossumed 
his duties at the venerable Car Shops. 

Playing on the company team, 
Blades' "discovery" come when: the car 
Shop team "luckily" defeated the St. 
Louis Cardinals in an exhibition game. 
Signing a contract with the Cardinals 
in 1919, Blades made an impressive rise 
to the major leagues in two and one half 
years. 

Blades, who ployed for the Cardinals 
unti I 1931, garriired thre� coveted World 
Series rings - one presented to him by? 
young colonel tlamed Lindburgh. After 
his playing days, Blades went on to 
manage the Cardinals, Cubs, and Reds. 
Hi·s 11l.ucky 11 career spanned a period of 
thirty-seven years; truly making him an · 
authority on the subject of baseball. 

One of the things Blades marvels at 
in modern baseball is the improvement 
in equipment. According to Blades, 
the improvement is widest in gf-o.ves. 
The smoll cowhide mits used in his day 
look more like the fur-lined gloves used

.lri ,Blades' day, if a team hdd to 
travel to another city, the. players had 
a day off to recuperate from the trip. 
(This day off __ would be spent relaxing, 
or if one were a Babe Ruth

or Pepper 
Mortin, drinking and.''messing around".) 

In modern bosebol I, however, the 
situation is much different. If the next 
game is to be played in another city, 
the team may"not land in that city until 
four. o'clock in the morning. Over 
the course of a given month schedule, 
this grueling travel can extradt a heavy 
toll. 

The problem of monagingballplayers, 
perennial task for the· best of men, is 
another area in which there has been a 
great change since Bl�des' playing days. 
Blades' managing philosophy of treating 
each man equally, regardless of ability 
has been II thrown out at the plate" by� 
modern managers. These modern man­
agers have little .if any choic·e about 
coddling and babying these "superstars". 

Because of their enormous income, 
players have more outside interests, and 
as a_ result don't adhere t� the old ·adage.· 
that playing bal I is the players' "only 
iob11

• The managers, because fans flock 
to se� these superstars, feel obi igated to 
play troublemakers, regardless of their 
off-the-field antics. 

Despite the changes and upheavals 
in baseball, including· improvement in 
equipment, relentless travel schedules, 
and breakdowns in manager player.-re­
lationships, the game of baseball has 
endured. The game wi 11 continue to 
survive if for no other reason that the· 
ehthusiasm and. love generated for the· 
game by its former player and managers. 
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
