He has a B. A. from ·Eastern Michigan University, two 
masters: a,n M. A. in Education and one in History, 
both from Eastern Michigan. His Ph. D. was earned in 
the field of Higher Education a,nd Administration from 
Michigan State Un1iversity.

As dean of the college, I would 
like to personally welcome you 
to Rend Lake College. You re­
present a segment of the mil· 
lions of students who will be at­
tending college this fall for the 
first time. 

Many of you are familiar with 
the programs offered at Rend 
Lake College and have definite 
educational goals in mind. Oth­
ers of you may not be as sure 
of your future and may ask as 
to the purposes of a community 
college and what one might ex­
pect from this institution. Let 
me tell you briefly about YOUR 
college. 

, Rend Lake College is one of 
47 public two-year institutions of 
higher learning in Illinois. The 
objectives of Rend Lake College 
are listed below. Each student 
should acquire -

1. An. understanding of the
basic principles of the so· 
ciety of which he is a part, 
of the privileges that the so­
ciety offers him, and of his 
obligations to the society. 

2. A sufficient command of
his language to convey his
thoughts to others and to in­
terpret spoken and written
thou,hts of others.

3. Acquisition of skills and
knowledge which will lead
to employment, to further
training. or to up grading
of his capabilities.

4. S u f f i c i e n t computation
skill to meet his daily
needs.

5. An understanding of broad
principles of science which
affect bis daily life.

6. A sufficient understanding
of the principles of health
to enable him to maintain
a bealtby mind in a healthy
body.

7. A sufficient development of
his aesthetic senses to ap­
preciate the beautiful in
whatever form he encount-·
ers it.

8. A development of a person­
al system of moral and eth­
ical values ..

9. An understanding of the
value of time and the bene-

fits that accrue from wise 
usage thereof. 

10. An appreciation of the
values which lead to whole·
some family life.

:With these objectives in mind, 
the functions of the college are 
also stated as -

1. To provide university-paral­
lel instruction for students
wishing to pursue cUITicula
requiring professional train­
ing beyond the associate de­
gree level.

2. To p r o v i d e occupational
training for direct entry
into the labor market.

3. To provide opportunities for
adult and continuing educa::­
tion.

4. To provide community serv·
ice through faculty a n d
facilities.

5; To provide an opportunity 
for gr-0wtli and develop­
ment / for those students 
w h o s e educational back· 
ground does not qualify 
them for immediate entry 
into other curricula. 

6. To provide an opportunity 
ifor personal, educational, 
,Allld vocation·al counseling. 

Achieving these goals is no 
easy task, but Rend Lake Col­
lege is committed to help each 
student realize his maximum 
potential. 

Rend Lake College is commit­
ted to provide an environment 
conducive to learning. RLC has 
4 permanment buildings at pre- · 
sent - the Academic Building, 
the Science Building, the Gym­
nasium, and the Oasis. In late 
1973, 5 additional buildings are 
to be completed. These will in­
clude a Student Center, the Ad· 
ministration Building, the Learn­
ing Resource Building, the Vo­
cational-Technical Building, and 
another Oasis. 

Rend Lake College is commit­
ted to provide quality teaching. 
RLC has a very capable and de­
dicated faculty and staff, deep­
ly intere.,ted in teaching-teach­
ing students to think critically, 
systematically, and with dis­
crimination about material in 
question - but, more important, 
teaching students . to build one 
learning experience on another 
so as to be able to continue their 
learning independently of any 
classroom or teacher.

No college can 
be complete without you - the 
·student. RLC is composed of in­
dividual students, groups of stu­
dents, working together to form
our institution.

Some students prefer to make
a contribution with their acade­
mic role. Others may choose to
contribute by their involvement
in student government, news­
paper, yearbook, clubs, ath­
letics, cheerleading, or drama.
