New Food Service Arrives

Alongwith an increased enrollment,
there comes more hungry peopleto feed.

That is exactly the situation at RLC
this year. The organizationwhich han-
dles this task for RLC is American Food
Management, Inc.

The food service is open from 7'a.m.
until 2 p.m. each school day.

In addition to its daily hours, the
servicealso caters for dinners and ban-
quets at the college.

.Mike Conroy, who is the manager
of the cafeteria, is from Kansas City,
Missouri. He approximated that seven
hundred people on the average are served
daily.

Conroy mentioned that suggestions
from the students would be welcome.

The RLC concessionaire, American
Food Management, Inc., operates in
fourteen colleges in several different
states. The central offices are located
in Marshall, Missouri.
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The RLC branch employs 8 people
while the overall company employment
is somewhere around 500 people.

The company runs the food service
for RLC. The college owns the kitchen
equipment and the dining area accom-
modations. According to the contract
withRLC, American Food Management,
Inc., must pay the college 12% of gross
receipts from all sales.

Some students have wondered why
RLC doesn't handle the service itself.
Skip Witunski, RLC Business Manager,
said, "The college just doesn't have the
expertise in food service to run the caf-
eteria. "He stated that the goal of the
college was to serve the students a rea-
sonable meal.

A student who went through the kitch-
en commented, "The kitchen was immac-
ulate."

‘Last year's food service operater, Lee
Schroeder, decided to leaveRLC andgo ~
into the catering service full time.
