Last year the RLC cafeteria employed 
18 students throughout" the year. Th is year 
there are none. 

Accardi ng to Leroy Schroeder, owner 
of Schroeder's Food Service, student sched-
u1es and low productivity due to scheduling 
has caused_ the absence of student help. 

RLC owns the cafeteria facilities, leasin� 
them to Schroeder, who outbid several com- · 
peti tors for the right to operate here. 

Schroeder, who does most al I of the daily 
cooking, and five full time employees pre­
pare the daily meals at -RLC. This is no easy 
task nor is it always profitable, according to'"' 
Schroeder. The catering company showed a 
loss of $13,000 last year with most of that 
loss coming here on campus. 

The high cost of food has been the main · 
trouble for Schroeder. The shifting of the 
price market makes it difficult to keep food 
prices ·stable. 

Schroeder tries to buy food locally, but 
buys wherever he gets the best price. 

The catering company serves private 
parties and social events in the RLC 
cafeteria.

Plants need extra attention during 
the winter months. And your favorite 
healthy plant may soon wither and die 

. without the proper care. 

Outdoor . flowering plants can be 
brought inside for many weeks of bloom­
ing. A week spent outdoors, before the 
first frost, in a partly shaded area will 
help prevent shock. Begonias, impatiens, 
coleus, petunias, geraniums and mari­
golds are able to make the transition. 

Vegetables can be grown indoors 
too. Parsley, chives and herbs such as 
thyme, rosemary and oregano make suc­
cessful indoor plants. 
· Before bringing in, check carefully

for bugs and cut back plants that have
become spindly. Snip off dead or dy­
ing leaves and repot any plants that
have outgrown their original pots. A
mass of roots twining around the soil in­
dicates that i_t is time to shift the plant
to a pot one size larger. Trim the roots
down to about half their length and

Different plants require varying 
amounts of I ight. Contrary to.some 
thought, dir.ect sun I ight is not always 
best. Leafbur11or paling of foliage 
may occur. No matter what exposure 
plants are given, they should be turned 
occasionally because they tend to lean 
toward the light. 

A good air supply is basic to plants. 
No plant should be in a draft, however. 
Most tolerate temperatures ranging from 
60 degrees to 75 degrees·. 

The easiest way to provide the cor­
rect humidity is to group plants together 
on a tr�y filled with pebbles. Water · 
should be kept below the top of the peb-
bles. Another way to increase the· hu·­
midity is to keep pans of water near ra­
diators or in corners of rooms. - To sup­
plement these devices, use mist spray­
ers or atomizers on your house pl�nts 
regularly.
