'kWhat's the best way to - come to 
RLC? From some areas of RLC's district, 
the choice of car routes is obvious or 
limited. 

But from some towns, you have a 
variety of choices, and students' opin­
ions on which is the best way to go var-
ies greatly. 

So, we measured the mi I eages of the 
four maior car routes ·from Mt. Vernon, 
measured from the RLC Underpass to the 
Mt. Vernon Square. Here are the offi­
cial EPA (Ellis Performance Approximates) 
results: 

1. Via County tine Road & Rt. 37
14 miles

2. Via North Road, through Ina & ·
Rt. 37 - 14 miles

3. Via North Road, Interstate 57,
Interstate 64, & Rt. 37 - 16. 1
miles ,

4. Via North Road, Interstate 57, &
U.S. 460 - 17. 1 miles

On_ a strict mileage basis, routes *1 
and *2 are the shortest. Routes 113 and 

· If 4 are two and three miles longer, and·
over two years of travelling to- RLC, ·you
could save quite a bit of gasoline money.
- --Now, as ·-ra·r as-tne -quid,est way to
come, that depends on how fast you
drive. Route #1 has only one stop sign;

#2 has two stop signs plus going through

Dear Edi tor, ... 

Many people are asking the question 
"Why override Governor Walker'-s edu­
cation vetoes? Let's take a minute and 
look - at historical -antecedents. The le- · 
gal principle is well established that' 
the State, not the Federal or Local 
Government, is vested with the plenary 
control over educational policy. The 
maintenance and financing of public 
schools is, in legal theory, a matter of 
state and not local concern. In other 
words, the state finds its right to tax, to 
maintain o system of public schools in 
its obligation to nurture intelligent cit­
izens and to promote the soc i a I order 
and peace of society. -A state' comrflon­
ly expresse� its edu�ationol policy through 
legislation enacted by its state legisla-
ture. In fact, both the .state lottery and 
state income tax were passed on the a­
vowed pro;-,,ise--that these tax monies 
would help our childrens' educational 
needs.

From these beginnings, after a long 
struggle incfuding a law suit filed by 
your writer, requiring the state .to as­
sume its primary responsibifity to fi­
nance the public schools, the legisla­
ture in 1973 adopted a r�source-equal­
izer school aid formula, which was care­
fully worked out after long hearings and 
after much debate. The essence of the 
formula was to brin�the state's share of 
school funding up to at least 50% fund­
ing in four years. This is the third year 
of that agr�ement. Th4r legislature has 
honored its promise for these last three 
years. 

The fo�t is school districts al I over 
the state understood the planning of the 

1975-1976 school year based .on these 
laws as wel I as the Governor's budget 
submitted in March which inc I uded fund­
ing in accordance with these agreements. 
In July, wel I after the state school dis­
tricts- had by law developed their plan­
ned budgets· based upon the state aid 

· formula, the Governor arbitrarily de­
cidea to reduce state appropriations
across the board and reduced the ap­
propriations for the public schools by
$140,000,900. These cuts were made
with no consideration of priorities or pro­
mises mode to our children's education.

School districts state-wide then
found themselves already· into the new
fiscal year, having met the requirements

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Proficiency Tests Available

Want to earn up to 32 hours (;redi t 
without taking courses? 

According to Dean 'Ward, any stu­
dent who feels he has the ability to pass 
a course he isn't and hasn't been en­
rol led in can attempt to do so by taking 
a proficiency test. 

This test is a part of RLC's Place­
ment and Proficiency Credit palicy. 
The policy, first enacted in 1972, was 
remodified lost April to e,"cpand the cre­
dit hours. 

To begin the proficiency procedure, 
a proficiency application must be ob-. 
tai.ned from the Director of Admissions. 
This application should be taken to and 
approved by the student's instructor and 
the dean of the department. Each de­
partment has different guide! ines for ac­
ceptance. 

After approval of the appl'ication is 
completed and certified, the proffciency 
test itself is next. Each department has 
either it's own examination or the na­
tionwide CLEP (College Level Examina­
tion Program) test. The exam cannot be 
taken more than once for a course, and 
a $5 fee is charged for each exam given. 

Grodi ng on· the proficiency· test is 
done through I etter grades or a pass­
fai I option, according to individual 
wishes. If the test is passed, full cre­
dit for the course is given and entered 
on the permanent record. However,

graded below a "C" or "fail" grades do 
not achieve credit and no entry is made 
on the permanent record. 

Though RLC's proficiency policy hos 
been taken advantage of by relatively 
few students, it is open to a 11 students 
wishing to try;

Many, if not al I, who attend RLC 
use the· Learning Resource Center. 
Wheth�r for research work, pleasure, or 
just a quiet place to study, it is a con­
venience desirable to .al I. , 

The disappearance of books, howev­
er, is a major disadvantage. It not only 
costs the school money but deprives the 
student of learning.materials.: . ·· 

Of all the books' taken, 55 deal with 
nursing. There are 11 reference books · 
missing which cannot be replaced, leav­
ing a gap in their series. Thirty-seven 
history books are missing, several books 

on law and business, and many read for 
entertainment: witchcraft, fiction, mu­
sic and art, and sports. 

Today, the average cost to replace 
one book is a little over $14, making 
the total replacement cost for al I the 
books about $3,864. 

An instructor may request a replace­
ment for a 'particular title, adding the 
cost to his budget, but even then he has 
no guarantee that it can be purchased 
since books go out-of-print so fast.·

be obtained from Mrs. Imogene Book in 

the LRC, and if you have any of these 
books or know who does, or if you've 
seen one lying around, just deposit it in 
the book return located in the LRC.

Hove you received any mai I with 
small, round, bright colored stickers on 
it? Do you know why they are on your 
mail? 

Jack Stubb lefi e Id, Sesser postmaster, 
explained the purpose of the stickers and 
how they are helpfu I to postal workers. 

There are five different colored stick­
ers, each one having a letter or number 
on it. One sticker is placed on the top 
piece of mail in the stack. The color 
and number or letter indicate where this 
stack of mai I is to be s�nt. 

The orange 11 5 11 is for state mail. All
the letters ore grouped together accord­
ing to the state to which they are to be 
sent, and a sticker is placed on the top 
letter. 

The green 11311 is for sectional mai I. 
The example given was moi I with the first 
three numbers of the zip code being the 
same, such as 628. 

The yellow 11 C11 goes on city mail 
Chicago, for instance, has several zip 
codes. The stock is sent to Chicago 
where it is broken down into the differ­
ent zip codes and a red sticker is placed 
on each stock. 

The red II D11 is for direct moi I. The 
entire zip code is. the same, such as 
62864.

· The best for voice recording that is

generally less expensive than the top 
H ne are BASF, Scotch, Memorex, and 
the lower line of TDK. 

You are pr�bly surprised at how I

rate Memorex, bu·t it is a moderately a­
brasive tape and for the same money you 
can purchase a better quality tape, 
which .I E?ads us into the top line which 
rs Maxell and TDK. This type of tape 
is usually used for musical recordings 
and usually I ists from $3 to $5. 90 as a 
90 minute tape. 

One thing I should justify in ·rating 
these .tapes is t:iat your recorder may 
sound better with tapes different from 
those I have mentioned, and- I can only 
stress ·personal experimentation as the 
answer. 

If you wish to look further for infor­
mation regarding cassette recording tape, 
I would recommend reading Stereo Re­
view and Hi Fi Magazin�.
