1 the most popular secretary ·of 
agriculture in the nation's his­
tory?

· Even if the farmers would·
think of Butz as a roe i st, appar­
ently it wouldn't really matter. 
What does matter is that Butz was 
a man who did his job and did it 
well. 

Only a few Illinois farmers 
were glad to hear of Butz' s resi g­
nati on. Regrets and criticism were 
vehement! y expressed when he 
made the announcement. The 
American Farm Bureau Federation 
went as far as to urge Ford to re-

possible to find a secretary of ag­
riculture who can be as popular 
with the farmers as Butz had been. 
Acting Secretary of Agriculture 
John Knebel tends to be viewed 
more as a lawyer than a farm· ex­
pert. And he will certain�y have 
a difficult time matching the rap­
port Butz had with the farmers. 

Because of Watergate, sex 
scandals and the discovery of 
fraudulent agencies, the public 
opin.ion of government officials 
is down very fow. In this period 
of pessimism, it seems unfair to

resign all because of what he said
to John Dean and Pat Boone in a
pr'ivate conversation.

The Republicans' lack of 
support for the secretary seemed 
to cause some resentment from the 
farmers for all Republican candi­
dates. 

Thus Butz' s resignation may 
have actually caused· President 

Ford to lose votes, especially in 
the Midwest where he needed and 
could hove gotten the farmer's 
votes with Butz's influence.

The weight of the ma-
chine is 4,600,000 pounds, and
the drag bucket can excavate 62
cubic yards with eacn bite.

Also on this trip the mining 
students-were shown the 120 ton 
capacity haulage trucks, the p�e­
paration plant, repair and main­
tenence shops, and chemistry lab.
