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PLANS IN H IGH GEAR FOR REND LAKE COLLEGE: 
The Rend Lake College Board 

plans to acquire the 350 acre 
Byford Jones farm south of 
Ina. next to highway 57. The 
college board has asked Dr. 
James Snyder to seek approval 
of the site from the state board 
for junior colleges. 

The area college board met 
met in Mt. Vernon, October 17, 
and decided to take option on 
the Jones fai·m which lies on the 
north side of the Jefferson­
Franklin county line road, a 
short distance from the shore 
of Rend Lake. Under this option, 
which must be exercised within 
one year, the college will pay 
$550 per acre for the farm, plus 
$50,000 for improvements. 

Board President, Dr. Curtis 
Parker, explained that the pur, 
chase price includes one half of 
the mineral rights to the pro• 
perty. The other half will be 
bought from the Chicago owner, 
who once owned the fa.nu, for a 
price of $10,000. 

. "The financial planning, I
believe, represents good soW1<I 
judgment, and I do want tq 
use the talents and abilities oi 
the students, faculty - every� 
one - to inform the public a

l get the facts before 1Jhe publi 
in terms of our needs and als 
in terms of what a wonderf 
thing this new campus develop¥ 
ment will mean to the total 
geographical area." Thus Dr./ 
James Snyder, administrative\ 
president of Rend Lake College!, 
explained t);le practicality of th� 
November 18 Referendum, ancl 
expressed the need of full cam� 
pus involvement to insure pas� 
ing of the bonds. 

Dr. Snyder reported furthe, 
that Rend Lake College i• 
tentatively anticipating throug� 
federal, state, and local source� 
approximately four and a quat, 
ter million dollars for the first 
phase of construction on the, 
new campus. 

The ultimate plan is for tht: 

President Parker explained 
that the college plans to retain 
264 acres of the 350 acre farm. 
Eighty-six of the 350 acres will 
be sold to the Army Corps of 
Engineers for control of the 
Rend Lake shoreline. Another 
ti·act of land will be added to 
the 264 acres so that the campus 
will total 300 acres in all.

The state will provide $2� 
230,000 at the outset of conic 
struction. However, to receiv• 
these funds, local sources will 
have to match the state mone� 
with $3,000,000.

vember 18 Referendum.

Jones farm, under the option, 
is within 20 to 25 per cent of 
appraisals," Parker said. 

The boal'd also discussed 
plans for the November 18 ele­
ction on a $3,100,000 bond issue 
t.o provide local funds for a 
$9.5 m1llion college campus. 

It was announced that th� 
bond resolution will be ready 
soon and that a special board 
meeting will be called to act on 
the resolution. 

In The meantime Dr. Parker 

i .·, 

has re-called the original 50 
member Rend Lake College 
steering committee to serve in 
the bond issue election cam­
paign. This steering committee 
performed an outstanding ser­
vice in carrying the story of 
Rend Lake College to the peo­
ple prior to the election at 
which the college was created. 

The Rend Laite College board 
is in complete agreement and 
the architects concur, that the 
Jones farm will be an ideal 

site for the area junior college. 
The site will serve Jefferson, 
Franklin, White, Hamilton, 
Wayne and Perry counties. The 
st:a,te of Illinois plans a park 
just west of the campus site. 
Water is available from two pro­
ducing wells and that piped 
system will be available later 
from the Rend Lake Inter-city, 
Water System. The site is with­
in two miles of the geographical 
and population centers of the 
district. 

The whole nation's attention 
has turned toward elections 
this year, and Rend Lake Col­
lege is no exception. On Wed· 
nesday, September 28, twelve 
aspiring politicians made their 
campaign speeches to the stu• 
den body, before the Student 
Senate election was held on 
Friday, September 30.
