Joseph Scrivner, Joseph McClure and 

Charles Given of Mt. Vernon and Rich 
Herrin of Benton are the candidates for the 
RLC Board of Trustees. Given is the only 
non-incwnbent in the race for the three 
vacancies on the board.

Herrin, a teacher, coach and athletic 
director at Benton High School and 
Scrivner, a self-employed businessman, 
have both served one term each on the 
board. McClure has served one full and 
one partial term on the board.
