With a jump in tuition this. 
veer of $3. 00, many students are 
complaining and questroninQ the 
actions of the administration and 
�he Board of Trustees in increas­
ing educational costs. 

One such area of controversy 
is the allocation and use of the 
student activity fee. · 

The Stud�nt Senate is entrusted 
Nith the dispensing of student fees 
ro al I acti vi ti es and yearly submits 
:J budget to the Board for approval, 
in which they include the amount 
:,f funding each organizational­
:1ctivity will be allocated. The 
Board has the right to increase or 
decrease pny appropriation.· 

For example, the Student Sen­
::Jte proposed funding all athletic 
organizations $7000 for the cur­
rent school year, excluding sal­
aries. The Board in reviewing the 
:1ppropriation decided to fund the 
program with $24,65 4.
