Throughout history mankind. 
has been afflicted by illnesses or 
diseases from which there is no 
hope of recovery. Yet one scien­
tific discovery after another has 
enabled doctors to prolong the 
lives of those they cannot cure. 

This hopeless prolonging of 
lives involves complex machin­
. ery and great financial costs. It
is often an enormous burden to 
the family. But most important­
ly, it can cause a person with no 
hope of recovery to suffer great 
pain. 

The question is "should these 
people be allowed to die." Some 
people feel that that would be 
murder. However, I feel that 
there is a moral difference 
between murder and allowing to 
die. When you stop the ex­
traordinary effort, it is the 
d�sease that kills, not the with­
drawals. My opinion is that when 
a person is suffering great pain 
and has no hope of improvem·ent 
he has the moral right to end his 
life. A 1976 Gallup Poll shows -
that 60 per cent of Americans 
agree with my view. 

Some Americans ask the 
question, "Who has the right to 
decide when one is allowed to · 
die." I feel that if treatment is to 
be terminated there are four 
parties whose consent should be 
obtained. These parties are the 
patient, the family, the 
physician, and the hospital's 
ethics committee. However, in . 
most cases the patient is unable 
to-give his or her consent due to 
their physical state. Therefore, I 
feel that if the patient has 
previously signed a living will i� 
should be considered legally 
binding. 

My opinion is that the right to 
die is as important as the right to 
live. Therefore, I feel that a law 
should be passed legalizing 
voluntary euthanasia when these 
four consents have been ob­
tained.

Suppose you were terminally 
ill, without hope for survival but 
was being kept alive by ma­
chines, should you be permitted 
to die with dignity? 

Euthanasia is the killing, 
either voluntary or com­
pulsorily ,.of those suffering from 
incurable disease, old age or 
serious physical handicap. 

At least 15 states are now de­
bating whether to entitle their 
citizens to death with dignity. 
Among these is Illinois, but none 
of the states' legislatures have 
passed the law. 

Before passing this law many 
issues should be consid�red. 

The dominant Judeo. Christian 
view is that God gave us life and 
He should be the one to take it 
away. No man has the right to 
take an innocent life; any person 
who would consent to it, would 
have to live with that for the rest 
of his life. 

How can it be determined 
whether the patient has given his 
true consent. One day a ·life may 
be unbearable but the next day it 
may not be as bad. 

Legalizing euthanasia would 
undermine the confidence be­
tween patient and doctor. A doc­
tor should save lives, not end 
them. By prolonging life, a cure 
for a particular disease may be 
found. It is also good to remem­
ber that doctors are human and 
can make mistakes when diag­
nosing. 

This law would enable selfish 
people to terminate handicapped 
and elderly persons' lives. Most 
sick grandparents feel as if they 
are a burden to their family any­
way, but this law would let them 
consider a new option. 

It is hard to decide which 
would be worse; suffering along 
with a loved one or being a dying 
person that is considered dead 
when actually still alive. 

State aid should be available 
for people who need it to prolong 
life. Euthanasia denies all hope. 
It suggests that there will not be 
any progress in medicine. G1ving 
up is not the answer -to the ex­
pense or the agony. 

Remember miracles never 
cease!

But it is his critically ac­
claimed albums such as 
"Greeting's From Asbury Park, 
N .J.;" "The Wild.; The Innocent 
and The E Street Shuffle;" the 
classic "Born To Run ; " and his 
long-awaited "Darkness on the 
Edge of Town" that have earned 
him the respect of album­
oriented FM radio listeners. 

Springsteen came from a 
rough, working-dass life. He and 
his lamily lived· with his grand­
parents, his father worked at a 
variety of odd jobs and life was 
often a struggle. When 
Springsteen picked up his first 
guitar at age 13, there was no 
turning back. The late Elvis 
Presley made a lasting im­
pression on Bruce-an im­
pression that is still evident 
today, especially in his twisting, 
leaping and rarely stationery 
stage presence. 

After a few years of playing 
clubs in Ne� Jersey and Nor­
thern California, .he signed a 
recording contract with 
Columbia Records. Widespread 
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recognition was long in coming, 
though. By the time "Born To 
Run" was released, he had 
already suffered through the 
stigma of having two highly­
praised but low-selling albums. 

"Born To Run" reversed that 
trend, however, and became one 
of the top-selling albums of 1975. 
While the follow-up to that 
classic LP, "Darkness on the 
Edge of Town," was delayed 
more than two years because of 
legal entanglements, it soared to 
popularity once it hit the charts. 

Many believe the only thing 
better than listening to 
Springsteen on record is · seeing 
him in concert. His per- · 
formances are so awe-inspiring 
that even the ., most bitingly 
critical rock music reviewers of 
today come away utterly 
speechless from a Bruce 
Springsteen concert.
