The present RLC I. D. card was mad� 
to ful fi JI on on-campus requirement. The 
I. D. card indicates that the person is-ci
student at RLC "and is entitled to all the
priviledges pertaining thereto." The
person1 s name and social security num­
ber are included on the I. D.

T oday4 s student has more than an on­
campus need for ,the I. D. · Off-campus 
activrties such as· writipg or cashing 
checks and getting discounts to concerts 
require two or more. satisfactory I. D. 
cards. 

I propose that the RLC I. D. should 
contain a picture plus characteristic data. 
to aid in identifying the individual. 

The portrait I. D. proves the person1 s 
identity in one glance.· Because a pic­
ture cannot be " forged" , the owner �s the 
only one who can use this I. D. In ad­
dition, this. card cannot be 11loaned to 
friends" . The picture will not permit a 
finder of a lost card to use this I. D. 

Other on-campus advantages can al-. 
· so be named. Portrait cards speed reg­

istration. According to B. J. Witunski,
RLC business manager, portrait cards

· would be used to keep unwanted visitors
off campus.

Lily Tomlin has been ·busy since 
_ Laugh-In, the show thot gained her a 

solid following, went off the air. She 
has don� TV specials, recorded a new 
record, 11 Modern Scream, 1 1 portrayed a

gospel singer in t e movie, as v1 e,. 
and recently appeared in concert at the 
Ambassador Theater in St. Louis. 

The night of the concert, the Am_­
bassador doors· didn 1 t open until 7:30 •. 
When they flung open, a rush of people 
quizzically eyed a video camera focused 
on them. Not unti I people were seated 
and the house lights lowered was the my­
stery solved. 

On stage, an 11
1 by 14' rear projec­

tion screen held shots of the crowd in­
terspersed with a tape of Tomlin in a 
dressing room. 

Li I y pampered and prepared as the 
crowd caught an intimate look at the 
"g\amorous" side of stardom. It was an 
ingenious introduction: Li\y shaving her 
\egs, ro\\ing on deodorant, plucking 
brows---between sips of beer. 

It definitely set the mood for a cas­
ual and relaxed ni�ht of Tomlin humor. 

Video tape played a ma ;or role in 
Tomlin's performance. Flashes of he_r 
other characters appeared, among them 
on interviewer (Lily in disguise) from a 
movie magazine' seeking start Ii ng rev­
elations and juicy gossip. The in""".con­
cert Lily and the taped one combined, 
with the interviewer ready to twist 'any 
spoken work into a sensation piece for 
her readers. 

A video character that was a favor­
ite with the audience was Mrs. Beasley, 
who does product testimonials on TV. 
She went through a car wash (with out 
the car) to test the proven merits of a 
commercial hairspray. She was.sprayed, 

. scrubbed and even waxed but her hair re­
mained perfect. 

At other times the screen held a 
close-up of the performing Tomlin, not 

. only a nice visual effect but almost a 
necessity for people in the upper bal­
cony. 

That night, the air was charged with 
proof that Tomlin is more than comedi­
enne - she is an actress - transcending 
the pressure of getting laughs. Her hum­
or is not aggressive or strained. Tomlin 
truisms shed a new perspective on sub­
jects. 

With her liquid.movements and gen­
. ius for voice and facial expressions, she 
is a chameleon championing the variant. 

The character Edi th Ann does indeed 
tell the 11truth 11 to the chagrin of some 
udults. The precocious 5-!, year old is 

not one to· balk at sharing her discover­
ies and insights (whether you want to 
hear·them or not.) 11 Sometimes, II Edith 
says, 11 I sit on the bathtub �rai_n when I 
let the water out. I think it feels inter­
esting! 11 

Lily Tomlin is a success because she 
holds a deep respect for the characters 
she protrays. They buck the system with­
out even meaning to. Their sincerity is 
disarming enough to break down the walls 
the world has put around itself. 

A new character. Tomlin conceived, 
is likely to boost the morale of the Grey 
Panthers as well as a shot of Geritol. 
Sister Boogie, is an evangelist type who 
11preaches cheap thrills for the older 
people. II Sister says, 11 Boogie is being 
77 - with a pack on your back, your 
teeth in a jar, and those teeth are sm i 1-
i ng ! II 

Sister also gives advice: 11A loyal 
follower writes from a nursing home say­
ing she w�nts to get it on with her boy-

Paced by a 69 per cent increase in 

;ts occupational programs, Rend Lake 
College recorded a 19 per cent enrol 1-
ment increase this fol I, Admissions Di­
rector James Yates has reported. 

The 19 per cent increase came in 
total semester hours, on which the 
school's state aid is primarily based. 
Last fol I students enrql led at Rend Lake 
took 14, 174 hours� this year they are 
taking 16,844. 

In actual "head count" the enrol 1-
nient increase was even greater. This 
fall l, 923 students are ·taking at least 

· qne covrs�, ,at Rend Lake, compared to
l, 499 a ye·ar ago. The average number·.

t of -se�ester hours taken by each student 
has dropped from 9. 5 to 8. 8 within the 
past year. 

The college's fost-growing occupa­
tional program �irew from '4,421 hours 
last fall to'?,473 this year, a 69 per 
cent increase.; · The occupational pro­
gram now accounts for al most as many 
hours as the baccalaureate program,
which produced 7,974 hours last year 
and 7,737 this-year. 

RLC is undertaking a major expan-
