Dr. and Ms. Doherty think 
"peace and the good life is in 
Southern Illinois." They feel, 
"this is a wonderful piace to 
raise children and the scenery 
and weather here are as good 
as there is in the country." 

Dr. Doherty received his un­
dergraduate degree magna cum
laude in business administra­
tion. After service in the army 
he returned to school and re­
ceived his Ph. D. in social 
science education in 1970 from 
Ball State University. 

O'Hare Field was the sub­
ject of Dr. Doherty's doctoral 
dissertation. The 1971 Nov.I 

Dec. issue of Discover Illinois 
published a part of his disserta­
tion. 

Dr. Doherty's teaching career 
has been spent teaching 
in two high schools and in four 
colleges: Northern Illinois, 
Ball State, Harper College, 
and now Rend Lake College. 

Dr. Doherty said a teacher 
should, "allow others to learn 
- inspire them.'' Hi� hopes for
his classes ,vould be to involve
more people in discussions.

�cormg on tne form goes from a 5, for super­ior acmevement to l, for every poor. ' 1  hree versions of the same basic form will be used as the new teacher evaluation begins this semester. Une form will be filled out by the department chairman or the dean, based upon classroom visitation. A second will be a self evaluation filled out by each teacher.

listed on the othe·r two forms, with one

If you wa,nt a voice in 
teacher eva'•uation, this :s your chance. 
Write what you feel is good or bad; ex­
press yourself! If you see something 
wrong, say it. 

lt is assumed that teachers will have an op­. portunity to benefit from eva.luations and im­.prove their teaching in specific areas where t11ey are weak. 
H a teacher is failing at a. part of his job and you don't write in that "express yourself" blank, then don't gripe about poor teachers at Rend Lake, like. I have been doing. This is our chance to make. RLC a better school. 
Student evaluations of teachers are not in­tended to persecute a teache . but to help the teacher. Students are mature enough to use eval­uation for constructive criticism.

Imagine yourself in the depths of the ocean in an "interspace ship" with a multi-colored de­cor. Different? According to Charles Skorcz, RLC student, it is a different experience being 
a part of the crew on a navy submarine. In order to get into the submariner division, Charles said you rnu�t go through physical and psychological tests. One physical test was a free 
ascent from 100 feet of water which is a great feat for the lungs to withstand. Charles went through ten weeks of basic training. Following the basic, he was expased to one year of under­water life "just to see if you can really make it." the basic, he was exposed to one year of under­,,vater life "just to see if you can really make it." Charles made it, so he finished. out two years with the submariner division. Charles' main job on . the ship, which mea­sured 354 feet 4!/z inches long and 28 feet· 
across, was as an electronic technician. On this job he listened for outside noises and identified what they were and where they were coming from. Some are simply unidentifiable and ter­rifying. With sincere concern, Charles remark­ed, . "We know less about the ocean than . we do about the moon." Although Charles had a main job, he had to learn everybody else's job. The captain -comes -- - through a1·rd-·-takes eacn ·member-individually­and asks specific questions about the parts of the submarine. He said that you had to know the answers or you didn't stay around long. "The submarinf is not really considered a 
naval vessel. It's more like an interspace ship. It's different because you're totally isolaJed from the rest of the Navy. You're an inlividual," Charles stated. Charles found submarine life hard to adjust to, as most others did. Studying takes up a good part of the time. There's no distinction bet,,;een 

officers and enlisted men. However, the captain does have a dominart, position. Everybody gets along and there can't be friction because "you just have to get along - you're living together." There are a total of 85 men of the ship, but there are six people who keep it going. We've all heard of castles and mansions hav-
