Warrors Drop 3 Road Ga es

Lose to Danville,
Southeast Mo.,
Florrisant Valley

Playing without the services
of high-scoring guard Bill Kirk,
the Mt. Vernon Community Col-
lege Warriors dropped their
third consecutive road game on
December 15 to Florrisant Val-
ley, 91-75 at McClure High
School in St. Louis.

The loss dropped the War-
riors to three wins and three
losses and ended a seven game
losing streak for Florrisant
Valley.

Kirk, who injured his ribs in
the game with Belleville, re-
injured them in a game with
Southeast Missouri State De-
cember 13. According to doc-
tors, Kirk may be out of action
for from four to six weeks.

The Warriors made a close
game of it early and trailed by
only six points, 47-41, at half-
time. In the second half, Flor-
risant Valley pulled away from
the quickly-tiring Warriors in

Vercil Withrow followed close-
ly with 19 and 13 points,
respectively.
