RLC goes lights out in national competition

ights are going out around
campus lately. No, it's not
because they didn’t pay the
bill. From April 6 to April 26,
Rend Lake College is taking part
in a special “Compete to Reduce”
competition sponsored by Cam-
pus Conservation Nationals
(CCN) which, according to
www.competetoreduce.org, is the
largest electricity and water reduc-
tion competition for colleges and
universities in the world.
According to RLC Sustainability
Professional Tyson Ellis, RLC is
joining forces with 175 other col-
leges and universities across
North America to reduce the col-
lective carbon footprint. Ellis men-

tioned that RLC is specifically
competing against John A. Logan,
Heartland, and Lewis & Clark
Community College to see which
institution can lower its power
usage percentages the most by
April 26.

The goal of this contest, at this
point, is to promote awareness of
energy consumption that many
take for granted.

“A lot of us aren’t aware exactly
how much waste we produce in
our lives, whether it is energy or
water,” Ellis stated, noting that the
first step toward change is aware-
ness.

“Turn Off April” and “You can save
the universe.” RLC recently took a

They operate on a timed
switch. Ellis mentioned that any-
one on campus wishing to take
part can assist in this endeavor via
many simple means, such as
printing on both sides of a sheet of
paper instead of only one while
working on homework at the LRC
or elsewhere on campus, and
unplugging any unnecessary elec-
tronic devices.

Other simple ways to help out
include making sure all classroom
computers that are not in use
remain turned off, and making
sure all lights are switched off
when the last person exits a room.
Also, only using the automatic
door buttons if they are absolutely

required is a good way to save
RLC some energy.

According to Ellis, at the end of
this contest, the RLC departments
that have shown the most initiative
and which have helped save the
most energy by “powering down”
at the end of the day will qualify for
a special congratulatory dinner to
be held at a date to be specified.

CCN will announce the results
and give out their prizes on Friday,
May 8. Among the prizes being
given out is a high-tech electricity
and water monitoring dashboard,
sponsored by Lucid, which will
provide an interactive and engag-
ing way to bring data to the cam-
pus.

As mentioned in a previous
press release, the energy used

each day will be monitored and
checked by actual RLC students
who visit the Physical Plant to
meet Maintenance Technician
Charles Massie, the man respon-
sible for gathering up all the data.
The CCN has been helping col-
leges organize this competition
since the pilot year of 2010. On
the case studies page of the CCN
website there are testimonials
from colleges such as Berea Col-
lege in Kentucky which used this
competition to lower their energy
usage by more than 11 percent,
as well as Appalachian State Uni-
versity in North Carolina which

Formosus’ excommunica-
tion for, among other
things, deserting his dio-
cese without papal permis-
sion, despoiling the clois-
ters in Rome and conspir-
ing with “certain iniquitous
men and women for the
destruction of the papal
see.” The excommunication
was lifted in 878, but For-
mosus had to agree never
to return to Rome or exer-
cise his priestly functions.
This would seem to be a
career-killer, but in 883,
Pope Marinus | restored
the disgraced cardinal to
his diocese. Finally, in 891,
Formosus’ rehabilitation
was complete, when he
was unanimously elected
to succeed Pope Stephen
V.
