unwanted prescription drugs
April 26 in Mt. Vernon

end Lake College
is partnering with
the Drug Enforce-
ment Administra-

tion (DEA) to collect
unwanted, unused, or
expired prescription
drugs from 10 a.m. -2
p.m. Saturday, April 26 at
the RLC MarketPlace in
Mt. Vernon. The DEA
only accepts pills and
patches, not liquids, nee-
dles, or sharps.

The service is free and
anonymous with no
questions asked. Last
year, over 647,000
pounds of prescription
drugs were turned into
the DEA, totaling more
than 3.4 million pounds
collected at 4,114 sites
since it began Take Back
events.

Sustainability Profes-
sional Tyson Ellis said
this is the second collec-
tion RLC has organized
with the goal of keeping
the environment clean
and safe from prescrip-
tion drug chemicals.

“Rend Lake hosted a
prescription drug take
back last year on the Ina
campus,” he said. “We're

hoping to be able to
reach out to more people
who need to get rid of
their unwanted prescrip-
tions before they cause
harm to our environment.
RLC is excited to be
offering something like
this to the public.”

The DEA states the
events address a vital
public safety and health
issue. Medicines that lan-
guish in home cabinets
are highly susceptible to
diversion, misuse, and
abuse. Rates of prescrip-
tion drug abuse in the
U.S. are alarmingly high,
as are the number of
accidental poisonings
and overdoses due to
these drugs. Studies
show that a majority of
abused prescription
drugs are obtained from
family and friends, includ-
ing from the home medi-
cine cabinet.

In addition, Americans
are now advised that
their usual methods for
disposing of unused
medicines — flushing
them down the toilet or
throwing them in the

Source Drinking Water

The source of drinking water (both tap water and bottled) includes rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs,
and groundwater wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally-occur-
ring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of ani-
mals or from human activity.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contami-
nants. The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a hedlth risk. More information about con-
taminants and potential health effects can be obtained by calling the EPA's Safe Drinking Water Hotline at (800) 426-4791.

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural
livestock operations and wildlife.

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which may be naturally occurring or result from urban storm water runoff, indus-
trial, or domestic waste water discharges, oil and gas production, mining or farming.

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and residential
uses. Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industria process-
es and petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.

Redioactive contaminants, which can be naturally-occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and mining activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA prescribes regulations which limit the amount of certain chemicalsin water
provided by public water systems. FDA regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water which must provide the same
protection for public health.

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-compromised per-
sons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS
or other immune system disorders, some elderly and infants can be particularly at risk from infections.
