certificate for

Information

Technology and
Criminal Justice students
at Rend Lake College will
begin enrolling this fall.
Cyber Forensics is a 24-
credit hour occupational
certificate through the
Applied Science and
Technology Division that
prepares students to
work in the criminal jus-
tice field dealing with
cybercrime.

The new curriculum
blends the areas of com-
puter technician with
criminal investigator. Stu-
dents will be taught the
legal and technical limits
of a forensic search of a
digital system. State-of-
the-art software enables
students to retrieve infor-
mation from personal
computers, cell phones,
tablets, and many other
kinds of electronic
devices.

Prerequisites for the
certificate will be offered
this summer for those
looking to enroll in the
fall. The two courses,
Introduction to Comput-
ers (CSCI 1101) and

Hardware and Operating
Systems (CNS 1212), will
help get Criminal Justice
students and Information
Technology students on
the same page.

“Intro to Computers is a
class that's already in
existence, and nearly
everyone on campus has
to take it,” said Chris
Nielsen, Dean of Applied
Science. “Hardware and
Operating Systems is

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Golf Team boasts big-time successes

ood things come in
small packages.
Most would seem to
agree with that. The
Rend Lake College Sports
Hall of Fame will add its
endorsement of that age-old
saying when it welcomes the
2004-05 Lady Warriors Golf
Team during its 15th Induc-
tion Ceremony Saturday,
April 26, on the Ina campus.

A veteran team that ran
away with the program’s
fourth Region XXIV crown in
Six years in record-setting
fashion and then finished a
best-to-date fourth in the
National Junior College Ath-
letic Association (NJCAA)
Championships will share the
stage with a Charter Member
of the RLC Women'’s Golf
Team, the only two-time
Region Medalist in at least 15
years, Bobbie Jo Bivens
(1999-2001).

The RLC Sports Hall of
Fame Banquet transforms
into Ladies Day at 5:30 p.m.
in the Pat Kern Private Dining
Room of the Student Center.
The public is invited (reserva-
tions required).

Bivens and a strong sup-
porting class finished sixth in
the NJCAA Finals their first
spring in 2000, seventh the
next. They qualified both sea-
sons after winning Region
XXV titles.

A new family of Lady War-
riors, also coached by Cindy
Corn, dreamed big again in
2004-05 after Rend Lake
College claimed a third
Region XXIV title and fin-

ished a best-yet fifth-in-the-
nation the previous spring.
Four returning players were
all key contributors then and
hoped to improve on their
freshman achievements.

Not too tall of an order,
apparently, for 5-foot-2 1/2
Third-Team All-American
Danielle Kaufman, 5-3 Casey
Biddinger, 5-4 Nicole Adams,
5-4 newcomer Surita Ris-
seeuw and, certainly not, for
5-9 Ashley Hemann and 5-6
Meredith Mosel.

Corn & Family, including its
traveling troupe of parents
and other family members at
almost every event for two
years, took care of business
Fall 2004 by setting a Region
record by 17 strokes and
routing runner-up John A.
Logan by 46 with 324-
321-645 credentials.

South African Freshman
Risseeuw (Pretoria) and
Kaufman (Nashville) were 1-
2 at 77-80-157 and 80-
79-159, respectively, fol-
lowed by All-Region hon-
orees Biddinger (Lafayette,
IN / McCutcheon High
School) in fourth at 82-
84-166 and Mosel (DeSoto /
Carbondale Community H.S.)
in fifth at 85-82-167, with
Hemann (Highland) sixth at
88-80-168.

That spring, the deter-
mined Midwestern con-
tenders moved up a notch to
No. 4 in the nation thanks in
part to a 315-shot second
round which equaled the
day’s best by frontrunner,
host and eventual champion
Daytona Beach (FL) Com-
munity College. Risseeuw

tied for fifth but was relegated
to Second-Team All-America
status due to a scorecard
playoff with her 77-74-80-
81-312.

Hemann improved one
spot in a year's time, from
19th to 18th, and was named
to the All-Tournament Team
with a 91-81-81-80-333 (the
same total as in Spring
2004). Kaufman, 12th overall
as her team'’s top finisher as
a freshman at 328 but under-
mined as a sophomore by a
serious leg injury, and
Adams, who earned a top-
five position with her play dur-
ing the spring, tied for 20th
individually with rounds of 81-
84-87-83-335 and 87-76-86-
86-335. Biddinger's 95-86-
86-82—349 put her 30th and
counted toward the team
score two days.

Two-time defending champ
Daytona Beach won with its
1,249, ahead of traditional
powers McLennan Commu-
nity College (TX) at 1,282
and Redlands C.C. (OK) at
1,289, with the Rend Lakers

end Lake College
Women'’s Golf Coach
Cindy Corn has

learned a lot in her
14 years at the helm, even
though her Lady Warriors
captured Region XXIV
Championships each of the
program’s first two seasons
and finished sixth and sev-
enth at the national level.
She would be the first to
admit it.

One of her early lessons
was to appreciate a two-time
Region XXIV Medalist more;
more than she did at the
time, that is. When Bobbie Jo
Bivens enters the Rend Lake
College Sports Hall of Fame
Saturday, April 26, she will
have no bigger supporter
than Corn.

“I'm not sure | appreciated
her feat of winning back-to-
back Region championships
as much as | should have at
the time,” admitted Corn. “But
to think, 15 years later, no
one else has ever repeated.
It makes you realize how
special her accomplishment
was.”

The defending medalist
who repeated, leading her
team to victory on both occa-
sions, will be joined by play-
ers who followed in her giant
footsteps — the 2004-05
Women'’s Golf Team, which
improved the program’s
National Junior College Ath-
letic Association (NJCAA)
profile by placing an all-time
best fourth in the Spring
2005 Finals.

The Induction Ceremony
for the two Women'’s Golf
entries comprising the 15th
RLC Sports Hall of Fame
Class is scheduled for 5:30
p.m. on-campus in the Pat
Kern Private Dining Room of
the Student Center. The pub-
lic is invited, with reserva-
tions.

Bivens was a standout
from 1999-2001. Coach
Cindy Corn remembers one
of the program'’s first-year
recruits as “fiery,’ someone
“who always had a look of
determination on her face,’
“definitely a competitor.” The
record book would define
this Hall-of-Famer as a “win-
ner” “She wanted to win,
that's for sure,” agreed Corn,
and she did.

The Petersburg Porta High
School product — the
daughter of a Professional
Golfers Association (PGA)
Club Pro — remains the only
two-time Region XXIV
Medalist in the 15 years
since Rend Lake College
began competing. She was
her team’s top player in four
of five tournaments leading
up to the come-from-behind
Region crown as a freshman
and three of five that spring.

As a sophomore, she cap-
tured the 21-team lllinois
Wesleyan Classic against
four-year rivals with her 76-
72-148 and then repeated
Region XXIV honors by low-
ering her scorecard at The
Rail Golf Course in Spring-
field by six strokes with a
steady 80-84—164 as the
defending champion Lady
Warriors prevailed by one
stroke in a contentious finals
rerun over John A. Logan.

Bivens and a strong sup-
porting class finished sixth in
the National Junior College
Athletic Association (NJCAA)
National Championships
their first spring in 2000, sev-
enth the next. Among her
teammates both seasons
was 2008 RLC Sports Hall
Inductee Elizabeth Kasey.

These days, it is Bobbie Jo
Decker, née Bivens. Now liv-
ing in Murphysboro, the for-
mer Lady Warrior dubbed
“Piglet” within her RLC golf-
ing clan is married to Matt
Decker, a coach and country

club manager, and the moth-
er of three young children.

The four-time Most Valu-
able Player capped her prep
career by placing fifth in the
Illinois High School Associa-
tion State Finals, then made
her Rend Lake College
debut with an impressive
fifth-place effort at the Uni-
versity of Southern Indiana
Screaming Eagle Classic,
where the lone Juco guests
among 12 entries were run-
ners-up in the program’s first-
ever tournament. No other
team could match RLC’s
showing with three individu-
als in the Top 10.

In the four-team RLC Mary
M. O’'Neal Classic, Bivens
claimed medalist honors at
Rend Lake Golf Course with
her 81-77-158, 15 strokes
ahead of second-place Can-
dice “Roo” Vogt, with “Tigger”
Kasey another shot back.
Despite her dominance out
front and the 1-2-3 sweep by
teammates, the Lady War-
riors needed it all to eke out
a 702-703 victory over rival
Logan.

Freshman classmates
Bivens and Vogt then com-
bined forces for second in
the just-for-fun, five-team
John A. Logan Match Cup.

On Day Two, in wind, rain
and cold, Bivens and her
upstart team rallied from six
down to capture a first
Region XXIV championship
by eight strokes and a berth
in the NJCAA Champi-
onships the following May.
The medalist flirted with dis-
aster before pulling out a 91-
79-170 triumph.

Leading up to the grand
finale that freshman season,
Bivens tied for second indi-
vidually at the 15-team Bel-
larmine (KY) Spring Classic
when the team was third
against four-year foes and
was second as RLC blew
away four opponents by 35

shots in the McKendree Invi-
tational.

Corn recalled one tourna-
ment Bivens was leading. A
rival coach, following his No.
1 golfer in the same pairing,
would begin eating a bag of
chips each time the frontrun-
ner was putting.

“You don't think a lot about
it, but the coach was making
a lot of noise. And he was
doing it on purpose hoping it
would bother her,” said Corn.
“Will you tell him to stop it!™
she demanded of her coach.
Bobbie Jo was fired up. She
thought he was trying to get
in her head. He was, but it
didn’t work. It just made her
play that much better”

Unfortunately for Bivens,
her game and the National
Tournament course in
Shawnee, OK, were not a
good fit. The player was long
off the tee but hit it high as
well; the windy Oklahoma
layout was better suited for
the lower-the-better driver.

Kasey gained Second-
Team All-America laurels
with her 88-81-89-80-338,

checking in at 336-315-333-
326-1,310.

RLC Lady Warrior squads
placed fifth in the NJCAA
Finals five of the next six sea-
sons and have settled for
seventh once and ninth once
since Spring 2005 but have
never duplicated the No. 4
showing against an all-
encompassing competitive
field which favors programs in
warmet, year-round climates
offering more full-ride athletic
grants-in-aid and recruiting
multiple foreign competitors.

RLC Women'’s Golf team
2004-05

The 2004-05 contingent
lost one and gained one dur-
ing the split season. Sopho-
more Courtney Doughty
(Benton) returned in the fall
before graduating early
thanks to high school dual
credits. She was “replaced” in
the spring by former RLC All-
American Elizabeth Kasey,
who served as an Assistant
Coach to Corn prior to her
induction into the RLC Sports
Hall of Fame in 2008.

The 2004-05 gang had
plenty of experience winning.
In addition to duplicating

the back-to-back Region
XXIV titles by Bivens & Co.,
the Lady Warriors in Fall ‘04
defended their championship
in the seven-team McK-
endree Invitational, setting
18- and 36-hole team
records at 319-313-632, and
won the Southern lllinois Uni-
versity-Edwardsville Invite
with a 342-340-682, headed
by playoff-winning medalists
Hemann (156 at McKendree)
and Risseeuw (167 at SIUE).

Risseeuw also won the 14-
team Southern Indiana
Screaming Eagle Classic
with a one-under tournament
record 74-71-145 and was
third in a 20-team field of
four-year programs at lllinois
Wesleyan. The superstitious
Risseeuw could not have
done so, she would be the

first to admit, without the golf
glove she always wore.

“That first team was pretty
close-knit,” Corn recalled, “but
this team may have been
even more so. Almost all of
their families came to every
tournament, which is rare. |
think we knew we had some-
thing special going. We won
some tournaments and then
won the Region big. They
were fun to coach, too,
because we had so much tal-
ent on that team.”

There was no jealousy
when Risseeuw — who was
one of the most talented
Lady Warriors of all time —
joined the veterans. She
came highly recommended
to Corn by Mia van Rooyen,
a fellow South African com-
petitor who was Third-Team
All-America for RLC the year
before, one stroke and two
spots behind Kaufman, as
well as Region XXIV runner-
up behind Kaufman.

“| think everyone knew how
much better the team was
going to be with her in the
lineup. Plus, everybody loves
competition; they took turns
stepping up. Everyone was
very close. Any time you are
competitive and you are win-
ning, it's fun. They really sup-
ported each other,” said
Corn.

Region XXIV winners, RLC
2004-05

Kaufman and Biddinger
both carded holes-in-one as
freshmen. Both were under
the most unique of circum-
stances.

Kaufman became only the
second player to record an
ace in the NJCAA Finals.
She fired her first hole-in-one
on the par-3, 131-yard 13th
hole at Halifax Plantation Golf
Club during the Second
Round in Ormond Beach, FL
and powered Rend Lake Col-

state governments, the
Secret Service, and many
local law enforcement
agencies.

Source of Drinking Water

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells. As water travels over the sur-
face of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally-occurring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pickup substances resulting from the
presence of animals or from human activity.

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock operations and wildlife.

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally-occurring or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges,
oil and gas production, mining, or farming.

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and residentia uses.

Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial processes and petroleum production, and can
also come from gas stations, urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.
