Medical Laboratory
Technician — Five stu-
dents from RLC are select-
ed every year for the Med-
ical Laboratory Technician

(MLT) program. All general
education courses for the
two-year Associate in
Applied Science (AAS)
degree are held on the RLC
campuses, and the MLT
courses are held at the
SICCM facility in Herrin.

MLTs are typically
employed in the clinical lab-
oratories of hospitals, clin-
ics, physician’s offices, and
other health care facilities.
They perform testing on
blood and bodily fluids
under the supervision of a
medical technologist or
pathologist in a number of
areas, such as hematology,
chemistry, blood bank, uri-
nalysis, serology, coagula-
tion, and microbiology.
MLTs also do maintenance
on equipment and instru-
ments, apply basic scientif-
ic principles to laboratory
techniques and procedures,
and recognize factors that
affect procedures and relat-
ed laboratory findings to
common disease process-
es.

In addition to classwork,
students in the MLT pro-
gram also complete clinical
rotations during the second
year of study.
