Over a com-
bat-filled period of about 10
years he went on four differ-
ent tours of duty, racked up
the aforementioned service
record, all the while trying
balance a family life as a
husband and a father. On
the battlefield his fellow sol-
diers simply referred to him
as “The Legend”.

Unlike Murphy though, he
does not get to play himself
in the movie for reasons
we’ll get to later.

set out to make an anti-war
film, although there is one
to be found for those who
are looking. He also did not
set out to make a promo-
tional video for the U.S.
Armed Forces, although
those looking for that will
find it as well. A veteran of
the long-forgotten Korean
War, Eastwood is especially
suited to the task of telling a
soldier’s story, which he
does in a straightforward
and earnest manner.

There are many powerful
scenes in “American
Sniper”. My pick for the best
one is the scene where Kyle
is talking to his then nine
months pregnant wife on a
cell phone when their call is
interrupted by an enemy
ambush. We see here 21st-
century warfare in both the
civilian and military side per-
fectly, and horrifically,
depicted. His wife screams
helplessly into the great
unknown, represented by
the shaking telephone in her
hands, hearing only the
scattered gunshots, explo-
sions, and occasional
screams of agony coming
back over the line. On the
other end her husband and
his team of Navy Seals and
Marines engage in an all-
out firefight with a team of
Iragi insurgents lead by a
man known simply as “The
Butcher” and an Iragi sniper
who is every bit the legend
to his side that Kyle is to his.

“American Sniper’is a
fine “war movie” for those
interested in such a thing,

Instead we get glimpses
into the tortured pysche of
Kyle in other ways, such as
during a car ride home from
the funeral of a fallen com-
rade. Two weeks before
being killed in action, said
friend had written a letter
questioning the merit and
purpose of the war he was
currently engaged in. It was
“‘that latter” that killed him,
says Kyle to his wife.
Bradley Cooper impress-
es me a little more in every
movie | see him in, and this
is beyond question his best
work. He gained nearly 50
pounds of muscle, and
resembles every part of the
rough and tumble Texan
that Kyle was in real life. His
performance carries this
movie to great heights, turn-
ing this into one of the best
of the post 9/11 generation
of war movies including
some very good recent films
such as “The Hurt Locker”,
“Zero Dark Thirty”, and
“Lone Survivor’. Sienna
Miller is also very good in
the often thankless role of
distanced, nagging wife,
who gets to weep and cry a
lot to move the plot forward.

Chris Kyle saved many
lives as a result of the lives
he had to take. This was
what he latched onto, and
what many who revere him
as a hero will take away as
well, and there is definitely
legitimacy to that viewpoint.
When he finally returned
home for good, the only
thing that made him feel
human again was being able
to help his fellow soldiers by
counseling and mentoring
them, often times in the
same art of shooting that
brought him so much
acclaim. Tragically, this is
what he died doing. A sad
irony that closed the book on
America’s deadliest sniper.

The two-day Con-
cealed Carry training

courses are set for 8
a.m. —4:30 p.m. on the
following Saturdays and
Sundays this spring and
summer: Jan. 31-Feb. 1,
Feb. 28-March 1, March
28-29, April 25-26, May
23-24, June 20-21, and
July 18-19. All of the
classes will be held in
the Coal Mine Training
Center, Room 107A, on
the Ina campus and the

RLC Shooting Range.
On day one, attendees
will learn about topics in
firearm safety, principles
of marksmanship, load-
ing and unloading, and
safety and cleaning from
instructors Ron Meek,
RLC Criminal Justice
Associate Professor; and
Jeff Bullard, Detective
Captain of the Mt. Ver-
non Police Department.

Firearms are not allowed
during day one of the
training course.

The second day will
focus on weapon han-
dling and state and fed-
eral laws relating to
firearms. Participants
should bring their firearm
to Sunday’s class with
two boxes of unopened
factory ammunition to be
inspected by course

instructors.

To qualify for licensure,
attendees will participate
in a live fire qualification
of 30 rounds at five, sev-
en, and 10 yards and
must achieve 70 percent
accuracy. A qualifying
shot consists of a shot
placed inside the seven
ring of a B-27 target.
Attendees must be at
least 21 years old.

Also required for licen-
sure is a valid FOID card
and driver’s license. The
cost of the two-day
course is $150 for Illinois
residents and $250 for
out-of-state attendees.

Warriors qualified this
