In addition, students
must be at least 16 years of
age before completion of the
course.

The program is designed
to teach students how to pro-
vide a number of healthcare
needs to patients in a variety
of settings, including hospi-
tals, long term care facilities,
and nursing homes. CNAs
work under the supervision
of a registered nurse or other
nursing professionals. Upon
completion of the RLC pro-
gram, students will be eligi-
ble to apply for the state
CNA registry examination.
