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Rend Lake College has
been awarded, for the sec-
ond year in a row, the title
of Military Friendly School
by Victory Media, a veter-
an-owned business and
publisher of G.I. Jobs. The
award is a result of a sur-
vey of over 12,000
schools, of which RLC
ranks in the top 15 per-
cent.

RLC and the other 1,867
colleges, universities and
trade schools on this
year’s list exhibit leading
practices in the recruit-
ment and retention of stu-
dents with military experi-
ence. Fifty percent of the
surveys focused on mili-
tary support on campus
and academic credibility.

“The faculty and staff at
RLC are proud to be listed
among the best Military
Friendly Schools this year,”
said RLC President Terry
Wilkerson. “Veterans and
service members are a
distinctive group of stu-
dents and we work every
day toward helping them
become successful stu-

dents at Rend Lake Col-
lege.”

As a part of one initiative
to help veterans and ser-
vice members, RLC began
registering veterans and
service members today for
Spring 2014 classes. This
priority registration contin-
ues from 8 a.m. to 4:30
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Big changes lie ahead
for students looking into

The Title III Pathways to
Success in Health Careers
Grants were announced
last week by the U. S.

RLC will receive the first
grant payment this fiscal
year in the amount of
$449,960 to begin making
big changes in the Allied
Health Division.

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Editor’s note: Brick color
subject to change.

It’s the first building a
student is likely to set foot
in when starting an educa-
tion at Rend Lake College.
The Dr. Allen Y. Baker
Administration Building has
been the launching point
for thousands of dreams,
careers, and assorted life-
long journeys for nearly a
half century. Now, the RLC
Foundation is preparing a
capital campaign that aims
to pave the way for thou-
sands more. Literally.

A new walkway will be
created that will lead to the
Baker Administration Build-
ing. It will be paved with
commemorative bricks
paid for by supporters of
RLC. This is far more than
just a brick walkway pro-
ject. The Foundation Board
is backing the venture by
matching each dollar of
support. Proceeds will cre-
ate a “Pathway to Success”
Scholarship Endowment.
According to RLCF CEO
Shawna Manion, the

endowment is expected to
be the Foundation’s
largest.

The entryway project
goes by the name of “Path-
way to Success” — a title
that echoes the credo of
Rend Lake College itself
with “Our Students’ Suc-
cess is Our Own Success.”
Manion told the Clocktower
Chronicle that the title
“embodies what we want
for all of our students.”

The walkway, along with
other facade renovations
for the Baker building, is
estimated to cost
$250,000. It is intended to
create a more inviting
atmosphere for prospective
students and stamp the
facility with a greater over-
all aesthetic identity.

Manion said there will be
three different “pathways”
from which donors can
choose.

“We have three levels of
bricks, or giving levels, for
this project,” she said.
“There is a 12-inch by 12-
inch brick that can feature
an engraved logo for

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Clocktower Chronicle,
February 2014 — For the
third time, Rend Lake Col-
lege has been recognized
on the Aspen Institute’s list
of the top community col-
leges in the nation for its
student success rates.

The Aspen Institute Col-
lege Excellence Program on
Friday named its 150 top
community colleges, chal-
lenging them to compete for
a $1 million fund through the
2015 Aspen Prize for Com-
munity College Excellence.
The institute’s mission is to
improve colleges’ under-
standing and capacity to
teach and graduate stu-
dents by sharing and build-
ing on best practices found
at community colleges
across the nation. The goal
especially targets the grow-
ing population of low-
income and minority stu-
dents on American campus-
es.

This year marks the third
time RLC has made the
Aspen list since the compe-
tition began in 2011. The
Aspen Prize for Community
College Excellence is
awarded every two years.

“We’re proud to be on the
Aspen list again,” said RLC
President Terry Wilkerson.
“We’ve consistently been on
this list, and I think that’s a
testament to the solid work
of our faculty and staff, who
every day help our students
keep focused on making for-
ward progress.”

According to the Aspen
Institute website, the prize is
“the nation’s signature
recognition of high achieve-
ment and performance
among America’s communi-
ty colleges and recognizes
institutions for exceptional
student outcomes in four
areas: student learning, cer-
tificate and degree comple-
tion, employment and earn-
ings, and high levels of
access and success for
minority and low-income
students.”

The Aspen Institute, the
Bank of America Charitable
Foundation, the Joyce Foun-
dation, and the Lumina
Foundation are partners
supporting the prize.

Josh Wyner, Aspen Insti-
tute College Excellence Pro-
gram Executive Director,
said what the funding part-
ners realize is that commu-
nity colleges are not getting
the attention they deserve.

“We need to make sure
that we recognize that these
are institutions that serve 7
million degree-seeking stu-
dents, and that we are not
going to meet our goals for
social mobility or economic
growth unless these institu-
tions are recognized for the
excellent work that many of
them are doing,” Wyner said.

RLC’s three-year gradua-
tion and retention rate – 70
percent – far exceeds the
national average of 39.8
percent for all community
and technical colleges,
according to information
provided by the Aspen Insti-
tute.

“It is rewarding to see the
impact of RLC’s continuous
effort to serve and support
students,” said Chris Kuber-
ski, Vice President of Acad-
emic Instruction at RLC.
“While the national recogni-
tion is welcome, we hope it
will be recognized locally
that Rend Lake College
offers a quality education
and the support services
that students need to be
successful.”

Other Illinois community
colleges that made the list
include: City Colleges of
Chicago – Kennedy-King
College and Wilbur Wright
College; Elgin Community
College; Illinois Eastern
Community Colleges –
Olney Central College and
Wabash Valley College
(Mount Carmel); Kishwau-
kee College (Malta);
McHenry County College
(Crystal Lake); and Morton
College (Cicero).

The Aspen Institute will
announce 10 finalists this
fall, with the winner being
announced in early 2015.

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Beginning May 5, stu-
dents can enroll in Rend
Lake College’s new dis-
tance-delivered associate
degree program, which
makes local higher educa-
tion more accessible than
ever.

Classes begin Aug. 18 in
this Associate in Science
Degree program, which has
a business focus. The pro-
gram is made up mainly of
online classes, allowing stu-
dents to complete work at
their convenience. The
remainder of the classes will
be delivered in a hybrid for-
mat, consisting of online
coursework with a small
number of face-to-face
meetings announced in
advance.

The roll-out of this new
offering is an effort to make
a college education more
accessible to the residents
of the Rend Lake College
district, particularly those
who may have difficulty
attending college in the tra-
ditional face-to-face setting.
This distance-delivered for-
mat allows most class work
to be completed at the stu-
dent’s convenience, making
it well suited to working
adults, stay-at-home par-
ents and more.

The Higher Learning
Commission of the North
Central Association of Col-
leges and Schools, the
organization which accredits
colleges and universities in
this region, has given its
approval to allow RLC to
offer this degree. College
officials will continue work-

ing to polish this new offer-
ing and to investigate addi-
tional distance-delivery
options in the future.

Chris Kuberski, Vice Pres-
ident of Academic Instruc-
tion at RLC, said, “Rend
Lake College is continuous-
ly seeking ways to improve
the educational opportuni-
ties for the residents of our
district. Offering an online
degree is yet another way
for us to provide a quality
education in a convenient
and affordable format.”

“Distance delivery is an
option that is needed in our
community,” said RLC Presi-
dent Terry Wilkerson. “The
simple fact is that people
have tighter schedules
today, and it’s difficult for
many people who want a
college education to attend
classes on a set schedule at
a brick-and-mortar location.
The goal of this program is
to enable more people to
pursue a college degree.”

Registration for the online
degree begins May 5. Those
enrolling in this distance-
delivered program will pay
in-district tuition regardless
of residency. The curriculum
includes several general
education core classes in
subjects such as English,
mathematics, computer sci-
ence, psychology and
health, in addition to various
business classes.

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Rend Lake College will
soon be enhancing security
features across campus
with the help of $102,738
from the Illinois School
Security Grant Program and
the Illinois Emergency Man-
agement Agency (IEMA).

Announcements were
made Tuesday of grants
totaling $25 million in funds
to public K-12 and commu-
nity colleges across the
state. Jo Ann Dick, Coordi-
nator of Special Projects at
RLC, said the college will
use the money to install
locks on the inside of doors
and to place more security
cameras across campus.

“The main things we
wanted were door locks for
inside doors on all build-
ings, in classrooms, offices,
and restrooms,” said Dick.
“We’re also upgrading our
security system with new
cameras inside some build-
ings and some exterior
ones too.”

Damon Sims, Assistant
Chief of Security, said there
will be 127 new locks
installed on campus, in
addition to 29 new cameras.
The security server also will
be replaced with grant mon-
ey to improve picture quality
and reviewing abilities, and
key card entry will be added
to some buildings for faculty

and staff. Another safety
upgrade RLC officials are
considering completing
without grant funds are
security blinds in more
classrooms to block the
view from an outside hall-
way.

“Once we get the agree-
ment from IEMA, we can
start on these projects,” said
Sims. “We’re expecting
everything to come through
May 16, so we’ll get started
on it soon.”

The grant funds will be
spent updating several
buildings on campus,
including the Academic
Building, Administration
Building, Advanced Tech-
nology Building, Applied
Science Center, Science
Building, Coal Mine Training
Center, Learning Resource
Center, Theatre, and Voca-
tional Building.

Chief of Police Gary
McGill added, “These secu-
rity features will help keep
our students safer locked
inside a classroom from the
outside in case something
were to happen. The pro-
gram is about keeping stu-
dents a little bit safer, and
that’s our goal too.”

The project at RLC is just
one of 1,312 projects at 448
schools and college cam-
puses in Illinois. The pur-
pose of the grant program
was to establish a starting
point security system at
every school in the state.

“Nothing is more impor-
tant in Illinois than keeping
our schools safe,” Governor
Pat Quinn said during the
grant announcements Tues-
day. “These projects will
strengthen security at main
entry points, providing
school personnel with criti-
cal moments to alert law
enforcement, activate plans
to protect students and
save lives.”

IEMA received applica-
tions totaling more than $54
million from 623 school dis-
tricts and campuses, or
about 2,200 projects.

“Our top priority for fund-
ing was to help schools
establish a baseline securi-
ty capability through such
measures as reinforced
doors, shatter-resistant
glass and physical locks at
primary public entrances,”
said IEMA Director
Jonathon Monken. “These
are the types of security
enhancements experts say
can buy valuable time for
schools to implement emer-
gency plans.”

educational prospects for
RLC students.

Annually, per approval
by the USDE, RLC will
receive approximately
$449,000 annually, for a
total of $2,249,833 over
five years. By the end of
the grant period, RLC
expects to see an
increase in the number of
Health Studies degrees
and certificates awarded,
as well as an increase in
overall enrollment and
enrollment-based revenue.

“The Allied Health Divi-
sion is extremely excited
to be awarded such a
grant from the U. S.
Department of Education,
and we look forward to uti-
lizing it to help our stu-
dents in a number of
ways,” said Robert. “We
are looking into starting
some new programs, pur-
chasing equipment and
starting an Allied Health
Student Success Center
to help our students be
successful in their field of
choice. Personally, I’m
looking forward to working
with the Rend Lake Col-
lege staff to prepare our
students for life after grad-
uation in a number of
healthcare occupations.”

Other plans include the
establishment of a new
Anatomy & Physiology
(A&P) lab and revision of
A&P I and II curricula,
revisions to the Practical
Nursing program curricula
to incorporate educational
simulation and web-based
interactive instructional
modules, development a
new Health Studies advis-
ing and tutoring systems,
and the establishment of a
new Health Studies Suc-
cess Center.

“Rend Lake College is
one of only 39 schools
across the nation to
receive a part of the $20.1

million grant from the U.S.
Department of Education,
and the only one in Illi-
nois,” said RLC President
Terry Wilkerson. “The
grant will help us improve
on our health studies pro-
grams, including the addi-
tion of two programs, and
the support our staff can
give to our students. On
behalf of the college, fac-
ulty and staff, I want to
thank the Department of
Education for believing in
Rend Lake College and
our students by helping us
expand our educational
options and become one
of the best higher educa-
tion institutions in health-
care.”

Information from the
USDE states that the
healthcare and social
assistance sector will cre-
ate 149,000 new jobs in
Illinois alone by 2018,
effectively ranking Illinois
as one of the top five
states in the nation with
the greatest shortage of
healthcare professionals.
More than a third of RLC
students, or 35 percent,
identify completion of
health studies as an edu-
cational goal, and enroll-
ment in these programs
has increased 22 percent
since the 2009-10 acade-
mic year.

U. S. Secretary of Edu-
cation Arne Duncan stated
due to these job increas-
es, both in Illinois and
across the country, grants
such as the Pathways to
Success in Health Careers
will allow students more
options for careers post-
graduation.

“Everyone deserves
access to high-quality
learning opportunities,
from preschool to middle
school and all the way
through college,” said

Duncan. “In order to
achieve President Oba-
ma’s goal to lead the
world in college graduates
by 2020, we must work to
ensure that everyone has
a chance to enroll and
complete postsecondary
education. These grants
will boost the capacity and
quality of programs
offered by higher educa-
tion institutions that serve
low-income students as
they work to increase
completion rates and bet-
ter prepare their students
for success in college,
careers and lifetime aspi-
rations.”

SIP helps postsec-
ondary schools expand
their capacity to serve
low-income students by
providing funds to improve
and strengthen their acad-
emic quality, institutional
management and fiscal
stability, as well as build a
framework to help stu-
dents complete college.

staff.

Dean of Liberal Arts
Henry Leeck said there
has been a need for more
than just tutoring for stu-
dents on campus. The idea
evolved into a space dedi-
cated to the written and
spoken word.

“We identified the need
for tutoring, especially in
writing and communica-
tion, and we found that
professionals in those
areas needed to be avail-
able throughout the day to
help our students,” said
Leeck. “The Communica-
tions Lab and Writing Cen-
ter have posted hours
when students can drop in
or make an appointment to
visit.”

Leeck added that stu-
dents needed more help in
writing; therefore the Writ-
ing Center will be open 47
hours per week. The Com-
munications Lab will be
open approximately 24

hours per week.
“Students can now come

in no matter what stage
they’re on, from brain-
storming on what they
want to write about
through the editing
process,” said Leeck.
“While editing isn’t the
main focus of the Writing
Center, it can be done.
The real goal is to be a
part of the writing process
with the student.”

Two staff members,
Kelsey Landis and Bill
Robinson, will be available
in the Writing Center each
week. Robinson is an
adjunct English instructor
at RLC and Landis is fin-
ishing a Master’s Degree
in English from DePaul
University.

As for the Communica-
tions Lab, Leeck said the
focus will be on helping
students through the
process of individual or
group presentations.

“It can be any part of
that process as well, from
choosing a topic and out-
lining the speech to the
final tweaks and presenta-
tion itself,” he said.

RLC adjunct Speech
and Business Instructor
Dana Uhls will be working
in the Communications
Lab this semester.

$2,500. There are also two
plain-text bricks that come
in an 8-by-8 brick for
$1,000 and a 4-by-8 stan-
dard brick for $500. We
also have payment plans
available for all three bricks
through online, annual, and
payroll deductions. We
intend for this project to be
feasible for everyone who
wants to be involved,” said
Manion.

According to Manion, the
Pathway to Success project
has been in the works
since the fall of 2013, and
the current hope is to see it
completed by this fall. It
was officially approved by
the RLC Foundation and
the RLC Board of Trustees
at their February meetings.
The project encompasses
supporters at RLC — such
as faculty and staff mem-

bers, and members of both
boards — as well as Major
Donors from the communi-
ty.

“We want for this project
to be exclusively for people
who have shown their sup-
port of our mission, which
is our students’ success,”
Manion added. “We really
want to stress the fact that
the people who are getting
involved in this project are
making an incredible
impact. They’re not just
buying a piece of our histo-
ry that they can have their
name, favorite quote, or
business logo on. They’re
creating scholarships for
our students. Each of those
brick prices will be matched
and a scholarship is an
amazing way to impact a
student’s life at RLC.”

So why the Baker build-
ing?

“It is our hope that the Dr.

Allen Y. Baker Administra-
tion Building will become a
visually powerful entrance
to our college. After all, with
departments like Academic
Advisement, Financial Aid
and Student Records locat-
ed inside, it is the starting
point for new students. We
plan to take this area with
the highest traffic rate and
make it a symbol of sup-
port and appreciation for
our students. We believe
that every student walks
that pathway, whether
they’re registering for class-
es, paying a bill, meeting
with Financial Aid, or get-
ting transcripts,” said Man-
ion.

“Our vision is for the
Pathway to be something
people stop and admire - a
commemoration to those
whose names and mes-
sages have been etched in
support of an educational
future. We imagine stu-
dents seeing employers
that they plan to work for,
or a professor that they
loved in class, or a commu-
nity leader that they’ve

grown to respect. We hope
that they see those inscrip-
tions and understand that
our community is behind
them and their pursuit of
higher education.”

Manion stated that the
RLC Foundation has a long
and rich history of financing
beneficial projects and rais-
ing the standard at RLC.
Examples include the Walls
of Honor in the center of
campus, the Walls of Fame
outside Waugh Gymnasi-
um, the RLCF Children’s
Center, the RLC Murphy-
Wall Pinckneyville Campus,
the RLC Clocktower, along
with renovations to the the-
atre and music programs.
Expectations for the Path-
ways to Success project
could not be higher.

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Concealed carry is now
the law in Illinois, and
those wanting to earn their
concealed carry license will
soon be able to look to
Rend Lake College to get
started.

Rend Lake College has
started the application
process to become a certi-
fied training center with
the Illinois State Police for
the Firearm Concealed Car-
ry Act, which was passed on
July 9, 2013. Several instruc-
tors are applying for their
instructor certifications
from the state, and the
training program currently
is in development.

One of the requirements
to obtain an Illinois Con-
cealed Carry License is a
16-hour firearms training,
including classroom work
and range instruction. This
is the program being devel-
oped by RLC. Dates and
costs of the classes have not
yet been finalized.

Once the participant
passes the training class,
they must also be finger-
printed and fill out an
application for a state
license, which costs $150.
The state will not begin pro-
cessing these applications
before January 5, 2014; how-
ever, the training class can
be completed beforehand.

The college will release
more information as it
becomes available in the
coming weeks.

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If you had told Trish Reed
during her years in Southern
Illinois that she would one day
live in the big city as the presi-
dent of a company, she might
not have believed you. Now,
after more than two decades
with Navistar, Inc. in northern
Illinois, Reed has risen
through the ranks and is the
President and General Man-
ager of UpTime Parts, LLC.

Reed has been named the
Rend Lake College Founda-
tion Alumnus of the Year for
2013. She will receive her
award during the Foundation
Annual Dinner on Dec. 5.

The Scheller native grew up
with four brothers and sisters
in a typical Southern Illinois
small town. She attended
school in Waltonville before
coming to Rend Lake College
in the fall of 1985. She earned
an Associate of Science
Degree in 1987 from RLC
before moving on to earn a
Bachelor of Science Degree
in Finance and minor in Eco-
nomics from Southern Illinois
University.

She has spent 24 years
working for Navistar, Inc., a
leading manufacturer of com-
mercial trucks, buses, defense
vehicles and engines. For the
first 20 years she worked with
Navistar Financial Corp., a
Navistar affiliate that provides
financing to help dealers and
customers purchase Navistar
products. She then became
president of UpTime Parts, an
aftermarket parts supplier for
light-duty trucks.

In her four years in this role,
she has successfully reinvigo-
rated a culture of teamwork
and performance that has
resulted in improved customer
satisfaction, nearly double-dig-
it growth in sales and a 90
percent increase in profitabili-
ty.

Before moving on to these
successes, Reed was like oth-
er small-town athletes and

played basketball for the Lady
Warriors as a forward, a lega-
cy carried on since her grade
school years.

“When I think about my time
at Rend Lake, I look back and
see what a key influence it
was for me,” said Reed.“I was
initially accepted at Bradley in
Peoria, but then Coach Jim
Waugh reached out to me
and that helped me pay for my
first two years in college.
Between school and basket-
ball, I learned a very important
life lesson: a good team is one
that works well together.”

Coming from a small
school, Reed said she
received a lot of playing time
on the court for the Spartans,
but that changed when she
took the floor for the Lady
Warriors.

“There were a lot of adjust-
ments I had to make, but
regardless of my role, it was
important that we were all one
team,” said Reed.“I’ve taken
that lesson to every job I’ve
had. I didn’t appreciate it as
much at the time, and I don’t
know if I would’ve learned it at
all if not for Coach Waugh and
Rend Lake College.”

Reed also calls to mind sev-
eral instructors who had a
hand in influencing her future.

“There were other instruc-
tors at Rend Lake that put me
on a great path. My speech
teacher was one. I dreaded
speaking and I was not look-
ing forward to his class,” said
Reed.“By the time our class
was over I thought, ‘I really
love speaking’. Now I make
presentations in front of 500
people and I feel comfortable.
My math instructors were
great too.They were some
major influences on my career
in finance.”

After graduating from SIU,
Reed said her goal was to
move to central Illinois and
pursue a career at a bank or
financial company. She said
the idea came from seeing
her sister working at a bank in
Sesser; however, but some-
thing bigger was on the

horizon.
“I started interviewing in the

Springfield area, one of which
was Navistar. I really had no
idea who Navistar was at the
time,” she said. “I interviewed
for a trainee position, and they
wanted me to go to Chicago
for the interview. I was reluc-
tant, but I did, and Navistar
Financial offered me the job
the same day I interviewed.
My gut thought, ‘this is the
place to be’and it’s been a
great 24-year career.”

While working at Navistar
Financial, Reed did everything
from collections and credit
underwriting to sales, and
worked her way up through 11
different positions.

Four years ago, she made
the jump to the parts division
and hasn’t looked back since.

“Basically, I run a small divi-
sion that Navistar owns called
UpTime Parts,” said Reed.“I
oversee all operations: sales,
customer service, procure-
ment of parts.We work with
aftermarket and specialty
vehicles, like UPS, who is our
largest customer. Four years
is the longest I’ve been in one
position, but that’s the great
thing about Navistar.They
keep us challenged and they
continue to throw opportuni-
ties at us.”

If there’s one thing Reed
took away from Rend Lake

College, she said it’s the value
of teamwork, which she now
utilizes at Navistar in a num-
ber of leadership and mentor-
ing programs. She has been a
mentor to many Navistar
employees, and has helped
coach and develop numerous
colleagues to advance their
careers.

“I would say, for me and my
background in sports, I’ve
been very involved in team
aspects my whole life. Being a
part of that and knowing how
well teams work together in
achieving results is important
to my position,” she said. “I’ve
taken on management and
leadership positions and it’s
the same every time: how well
is the team working together?
Some of the things I learned
was you’ve got to have a com-
mon goal, strong morale and
great spirit.You’ve got to cele-
brate the wins and successes,
and people are more open to
feedback in the spirit of being
better tomorrow.You need a
variety of people of different
backgrounds and experiences
who all value working together
with a common vision and
goals.”

Additionally, both inside and
outside of the workplace,
Reed spends her time focus-
ing on health and fitness. At
home, she finds ways to be
active outside, and at work,
she has served as a sponsor
for Vital Lives, a Navistar well-
ness initiative.

She is also involved in the
National Multiple Sclerosis
(MS) Society.

“I work a lot of hours, but
health and fitness are very

important to me. I’m usually at
the gym or doing things out-
side like yard work or roller
blading,” said Reed.“I’m also
passionately involved in the
MS Society, and I do a lot of
fund raising. I’m a part of a
team that walks every year in
honor of someone very spe-
cial to me who was diagnosed
with MS in 2003.We’re called
D’s Dream Team. Next year
we’re planning on having a
golf outing as a fundraiser for
her.”

As the team captain of D’s
Dream Team, she has helped
raise more than $29,000 for
the National MS Society. She
has also raised more than
$7,500 for Chicago-area AIDS
charities with two 500-mile
bike rides.

In the workplace, she has
served as an advisor to the
Navistar Financial Diversity
Council and as a certified
Valuing Differences facilitator.
She is also an active Junior
Achievement volunteer in
DuPage County.

Reed’s extended family and
many close friends still reside
in Southern Illinois, and she is
a frequent visitor. She recently
became involved at Rend
Lake College with an endow-
ment through the RLC Foun-
dation.

In addition to the Alumnus
of the Year award, several pro-
grams and teams will be high-
lighted at the Annual Dinner,
including the 2012 Men’s Bas-
ketball National Champi-
onship team, the Allied Health
Division and the Mining Tech-
nology program.These new
features will illustrate changes,

improvements and teamwork
between the College and
Foundation in recent years.

The theme for the dinner
this year is teamwork, said
Foundation CEO Shawna
Manion, and the evening’s
events will focus on honoring
and awarding those at RLC
who exemplify that theme.

“We always have strong
community support at our
annual dinner, and this year
we’re changing it up a bit to
help encompass a broader
range of programs for the
audience,” said Manion. “Our
theme for the evening is cen-
tered on being a team, and
we’re aiming to show that
everyone at RLC plays for the
same team, and we all have
the same goal. Our trustees,
our Foundation Directors, our
administration, faculty, our
staff, we’re all here for one
reason, and that is our stu-
dents.”

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First-Year Experience
(FYE), Rend Lake College’s
new orientation course, has
been named the Higher
Learning Commission’s (HLC)
Quality Initiative Project for
2014. Program leaders will
attend the Share Fair during
the HLC annual conference,
which is held in Chicago in
April, where they will have a
booth to talk with attendees
about the project.

The Higher Learning Com-
mission is the organization
which accredits Rend Lake
College.The First-Year Expe-
rience program will be used
as an action project which will
play a part in maintaining
RLC’s accreditation. Over
time, this and other projects
will be used to demonstrate
the college’s ability to continu-
ously improve its quality.

FYE Coordinator Hillary
Halsey said the program start-
ed with the need to revamp
the then-online orientation

process for incoming fresh-
men at RLC. Now the course
is a face-to-face setup and is
designed to build stronger
connections between stu-
dents and the faculty and
staff.

“I have a lot of ideas for the
future as far as projects and
course topics, and I see the
program growing in the next
few years,” said Halsey. “We
are getting a lot of feedback
from our students, and we’re
adapting to what they’re ask-
ing for and need. I feel very
honored and excited that the
FYE program was chosen to
be the HLC Quality Initiative
Project.”

Course goals include help-
ing students engage on cam-
pus, learn organization skills,
prepare to meet professional
standards for behavior, and
understand and successfully
navigate the college culture.

Already, the course has
covered many specific topics
this semester, including
myRLC, Warriormail, Black-

board, campus and library
resources, differences
between high school and col-
lege, expectations from
instructors, time manage-
ment, study skills, programs
and degrees at RLC, calculat-
ing GPA, academic plans,
financial aid, and transfer ser-
vices. Halsey said students
will wrap up the semester with
a service learning project.

“We are going to be dis-
cussing why it’s important to
read to children and doing a
children’s book drive,” she
said. “Studies have shown
that a student’s reading level
in third grade can determine
whether they will access col-
lege or not.We will be hosting
a children’s book drive and
donating the books to local
preschools.”

FYE was chosen to be one
of 16 participants for the
Share Fair next month.
