Davis started pushing for this publi-
cation way back in 1999, she said. The
first edition was released in 2012. Since
then, the college has published four
more editions. She is hoping for another
fantastic year.

This year plans are being put in
place to hold a contest for film entries.
There is even the possibility of a cash
award, according to Davis. She says
they want to do something along the

lines of a short film festival. This is
exciting news for the college. More
details will likely be released closer to
the submission deadline on Jan. 29. All
film questions and film submissions
should be directed to Rob Little.

Davis is excited for all the new art
that will reach the pages of her publi-
cation this year. But, as an English pro-
fessor, she admittedly wants more writ-
ers to submit work and let others know
about their talent.

“We always get plenty of artists …
mostly from the art department,” said
Davis. “We are always needing more
writers.”

There are several different writing
categories available, some popular
areas being fiction, non-fiction and
poetry. There is no limit to the number
of submissions a person can make, but
the committee will only be able to
choose so many, due to space in the
magazine. Submissions that don’t get
published can be resubmitted for fol-
lowing editions.

There are ways students can
improve their chances. According to the
submission guidelines on the RLC web-
site at www.rlc.edu/liberal-arts, a few
ways to attain a higher possibility of
acceptance include:

• follow all guidelines for submitting, 
• proofread and edit wisely, and, of

course, 
• be original.

The deadline, as of right now, is
Jan. 29. Get started at
www.rlc.edu/lake.

According to the website, the pur-
pose of “Lake” is to appreciate art in
all of its forms.

tures of Santa Claus,” hits the stage
Nov. 5.

Order tickets now for the live per-
formances, which debut at 7 p.m.
Thursday, Nov. 5 and additional show
times at 7 p.m. Nov. 6-7 and 2 p.m.
Nov. 8. Tickets cost $12 each and can
be purchased by contacting the Box
Office at 618-437-5321, Ext. 1467,
from 8 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. Mondays
through Thursdays or from 8 a.m. – 4
p.m. Fridays. Tickets can also be pur-
chased on campus during the same
times in the North Oasis, Room 134.
Visa, MasterCard, and Discover are
accepted. Tickets will be available at
the Theatre on show night if they are
not sold out.

The play is an adaptation of the
original children’s novel of the same
name published in 1902 by L. Frank
Baum, who is better-remembered as
the author of “The Wonderful Wizard
of Oz.” Tracey Webb, RLC Theatre Pro-
fessor and fall play director, said the

show will be family-friendly and lively
as actors portray the infancy, adoles-
cence, and motivation that led to the
present-day fictional character.

Helping Webb behind the scenes
this semester is Shelby Patterson of
Waltonville who will serve as the Stage
Manager. Patterson is a self-pro-
claimed “veteran of the RLC theatre”
who has worked as a stage manager,
actor, props master, makeup artist,
sound board operator, and many other
roles both at RLC and around Southern
Illinois.

“I started out in theatre in 2013,
when I joined the on-campus Thespi-
ans group and got involved with ‘Flum-
moxed Fairy Tales’ for the first time,
serving as an actor and production
assistant,” said Patterson. “Since then,
I have stage-managed for RLC and
Southern Illinois University Carbondale.
I went to a high school with no the-
atre, so I had no idea about theatre
until I got to RLC and met Tracey. It
was then that I discovered what I want
to do for the rest of my life.”

Patterson said this year’s produc-
tion is already shaping up to be a
great one. With only days left for
rehearsals, she said the cast and crew
are getting pumped to provide a one-

of-a-kind performance.
“Theatre is such a wonderful gift.

You get to create magic for an audi-
ence night after night,” said Patterson.
“I’m excited about the audience’s
reaction to the show. It’s not just the
run-of-the-mill Santa Claus show. One
of the best feelings for a stage man-
ager is seeing the audience give each
performance a standing ovation. Even
being backstage, there is no better
thrill than hearing the show got a
standing ovation. The cast and crew
have put so much work into this show
already and I know it will pay off.”

Two leading actors in the play are
Leland Ferguson of Mt. Vernon and
Lauren Schaubert of Salem who will
play King and Queen Awgwa respec-
tively. In the story, the awgwa are
antagonists who battle against a
young Santa Claus, who at the time is
creating toys for children while living
in Laughing Valley.

Both Ferguson and Schaubert are
actors returning to the RLC stage,
though this is their first role as a main
cast member. Ferguson said this play
is going to be a must-see.

‘The Life and Adventures of Santa

“The Life and Adventures of
Santa Claus” – opening
Nov. 5 at the Rend Lake

College Theatre.
The play, produced by the RLC

Theatre on the Ina campus, is a
hilarious comedy, and fun for the
entire family, according to Director
Tracey Webb. She says it’s
“absolutely delightful,” with fairies,
elves, reindeer – “whimsical charac-
ters who enriched Santa's life as he
grew up and discovered his true
calling.” She also mentioned that
there is a lot of music and dance in
this show, as well as colorful cos-
tumes, and even an adventurous
chase scene.

According to Webb, the play is
essentially the “origin story” for
Santa Claus. Ever wonder why he
chose reindeer, goes down chim-
neys, or why he makes toys for chil-
dren? Webb says it’s all answered

in “The Life and Adventures of San-
ta Claus.”

The play was written in 2001 by
Pat Cook. It’s an adaptation of the
children’s novel of the same name
released in 1902 by L. Frank Baum
— the author of “The Wonderful
Wizard of Oz.”

Webb said it is important she
“get back to the wholesomeness of
what a play can be, and how beau-
tiful children's eyes are when they
star t sparkling when they see
something they like on stage.”

She was drawn to the script’s
fairies, nymphs, and host of other
supernatural characters, who grew
up with Santa in the forest and who
were raised without any traditional
human vices.

“No jealousy. No greed. No
anger.” Webb said. “He’s just a hap-
py guy. I always liked the Wizard of
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Christmas magic is in ‘The Life
and Adventures of Santa Claus’

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Oz and the creatures that L. Frank
Baum came up with. When I found out
that he'd written a novel called ‘The
Life and Adventures of Santa Claus,’ I
figured it was probably going to be
pretty good. Then I read it. It's magi-
cal!

“When I found this play version that
was sticking to all these facts that
were in the book, I was like, ‘Yeah,
we've got to do this.’”

Webb, who has directed 42 main
stage shows at RLC and 10 years of
her “Flummoxed Fairy Tales,” said she
wanted to do a play that went against
the grain of today’s money-driven “Kar-
dashian-paced” culture, as she put it.

“This is a very cool story, full of fan-
ciful characters and a great adventure
plot. It’s much more modern than you’d
expect from an old story, and I know
the adults will enjoy it just as much as
the children. It's a storyline they can
follow pretty fast.”

For those who aren't familiar with
theatre, Webb encouraged them to give
it a try. She compares a live play to
watching television in 3D. There’s also
a funny narrator who, along with a
Wooden Imp character, breaks down
the fourth wall in the play by occasion-
ally addressing the audience.

According to Webb, the play will last
about an hour and a half and will have
a 10 minute intermission. She said that,
since there are just four showings for
this and since it will be one weekend
only, those who want tickets need to
act quickly.

Performances are scheduled for 7
p.m. Thursday, Nov. 5, through Satur-
day, Nov. 7; and 2 p.m. Sunday, Nov. 8,
all in the RLC Theatre. Tickets to the
play cost $12 and can be attained by
calling the RLC Box Office at (618)
437-5321, Ext.

“I am very excited for this play
because it is my first major role. I have
been in several of Tracey’s plays
throughout the years, most notably in
‘Coney Island of Dr. Moreau’ when I
played the show dog, and in ‘Flum-
moxed Fairy Tales’ when I played the
wolf,” said Ferguson. “I want to thank
anyone planning to attend and hope
they enjoy the play.”

For Schaubert, the role as an antago-
nist is the most thrilling part of “The
Life and Adventures of Santa Claus.” In
the past, her roles have been happy,
secondary characters, like Venus in “The
Hunchback of Notre Dame” and the
Fairy Queen in “Flummoxed Fairy Tales.”

“I am most excited about the fact
that I don’t have to plaster a smile on
my face the entire show, and I can look
angry and scream as mean as I want,”

said Schaubert. “But it’s a very family-
friendly show with child-like humor in it.
It will be a fantastic place to bring all of
the kids you know.” The script, written
by Pat Cook, focuses on how Santa
Claus became who he is, including why
he started making and delivering toys to
children, why he uses reindeer to trans-
port the toys, why the chimney became

his point of entry into many of the
homes, and much more.

Filled with delightful creatures such
as reindeer, fairies, knooks, ryls, and
wood nymphs, children and adults alike
will love the fanciful story. Not only does
the play reveal why Santa does what he
does, it also reveals that in his youth, he
had to face the scary awgwas, crea-

tures who liked to upset children and
play nasty tricks on the village youths.

In addition to Ferguson, Patterson,
and Schaubert, there are 35 actors, all
of whom are expected to help build the
set in addition to learning lines and
dances.

There are also several crew members
and volunteers helping with the play
including Tara Bell (Johnston City)
doing makeup, Kyle Brooks (Herrin) as

the costume designer, Patrick Burke
(Mt. Vernon) as the light board operator,
Shawna Cardwell (Benton) as backstage
help, Jonathon Dauby (Springerton) as
backstage help, Cazy Garrett (Benton)
as props assistant and videographer,
Anthony Mitchell (Benton) as lighting
designer, Juliana Piercy (Belle Rive) as
a spotlight operator, Dala Wingo (Bon-
nie) as a spotlight operator, and Yuting
Zhang (Dahlgren) doing makeup.

Start the new year with a new
career. Enrollment is now
open for Rend Lake College’s
Cosmetology program at Stu-

dio RLC in Mt. Vernon and classes
start Monday, Jan. 25.

The one-year Cosmetology certifi-
cate program is designed to prepare
students for positions in a salon or
their own business. The curriculum at
Studio RLC highlights real-world
experience with lessons in the latest
styles, trends, and techniques, and
special focus on shampooing, cutting,
coloring, and styling. Upon gradua-
tion, students can sit for the Illinois
Cosmetologist licensure exam.

Daphne Mitchell, Studio RLC
director, said the Cosmetology pro-
gram is more than just learning

about trends and styling. One essen-
tial portion of the program covers
business and professional practices
to help students start their career
after graduation.

“The cosmetology industry is
unique in that it allows graduates to
work full-time or part-time in a chain
salon or independently — really
however and wherever they want. We
have many students who graduate
and open their own shop,” said
Mitchell. “Studio RLC’s Cosmetology
program gives our graduates more
than just the knowledge to pass the
licensure exam, it gives them skills in
professionalism that they take with
them for the rest of their career.”

According to the U.S. Department
of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics,

there are approximately 663,300 jobs
for cosmetologists across the coun-
try, a number that is expected to
reach nearly 750,000 by 2022. Infor-
mation from the BLS also states that
nearly half of cosmetologists were
self-employed in 2012.

Classes are scheduled for 8:30
a.m. – 4:30 p.m. Monday through Fri-
day and from 8:30 a.m.
