S
afety and protection
were the highlights
of a breakout ses-
sion last week, host-

ed by two Rend Lake Col-
lege Concealed Carry
instructors at the 21st Annu-
al Kids, Courts, and Schools
Conference at the Rend
Lake Resort in Whittington.
The session highlighted the
RLC class objectives for
interested patrons.

Ron Meek, RLC Criminal
Justice professor, and
Detective Captain Jeff
Bullard of the Mt. Vernon
Police Department briefly
covered everything about
the Concealed Carry class-
es at RLC, including gun
safety, state laws, and ques-
tions from the audience.

Meek explained that, on
day one, attendees will
learn about a range of top-
ics, including firearm safety,
principles of marksmanship,
loading and unloading, and
safety and cleaning in a
classroom setting. Day two,
he said, is reserved for the
live fire qualification on the
RLC Range.

“It’s a huge responsibility
when you undertake the
Concealed Carry certificate
and decide to carry a gun,”

said Meek. “We require our
students to take 16 hours of
training, because we want
everyone to have the train-
ing they need and learn
something. We’ve stuck to
that decision and I don’t
regret it one bit.”

Participants are asked to
leave firearms at home for
the first day of the class, as
it is comprised of classroom
work and lecture only. They
will be informed about
weapon handling on the
range for the second day of
class.

To qualify for licensure,
attendees will participate in
a live fire qualification of 30
rounds at five, seven, and
10 yards, and must achieve
70 percent accuracy. A qual-
ifying shot consists of a shot
placed inside the seven ring
of a B-27 target. Attendees
should bring their firearm to
Sunday’s class with two
boxes of unopened factory
ammunition to be inspected
by course instructors.You
must be at least 21 years
old to qualify. Also required
for licensure is a valid FOID
card and driver’s license.

Bullard added, “Rend
Lake College has the repu-

F
or the third time,
Rend Lake Col-
lege’s Coal Mine
Training Center is

receiving a Brookwood-
Sago Mine Safety Grant
to increase training
options for coal miners
and firefighters every-
where. The grant of
$92,247 is the largest of
the three RLC has
received in recent years,
including a $73,000 grant
in 2012 and a $50,000
grant in 2009.

The RLC project, titled
“Mine Emergency, Pre-
vention and Prepared-
ness Project,” will restruc-
ture and expand on cur-
rent mine training curricu-
lum and create a new

teaching environment
using weather-tight sea
containers. These two
additions will challenge
miners and rescue teams
with skills including
patient extraction,
advanced firefighting
skills, rope rescue, smoke
exploration, and confined
space training.

Chris Nielsen, RLC
dean of Applied Science,
said this grant will help
relieve some of the finan-
cial burden from the par-
ticipants and companies
who participate in the
one- and two-day training
sessions.

“We currently do fire
training for the industry,

with several sessions
each week, and this grant
will benefit the miners start-
ing by paying for instructor
costs.Without the grant,
the coal companies pay the
entire cost of instruction,
facilities, and equipment
use,” said Nielsen.

Additionally, the grant will
help RLC expand on the
coal firefighting training
center by adding a multi-
level mine facility north of
the current fire tunnel at
the Coal Mine Training
Center.

“This year’s award will
also allow us to expand our
training center so that we
can train fire brigades and
pay for the cost of instruc-
tion,” said Nielsen. “We will
produce new firefighting
curriculum and host a mine
skills rescue contest and a
Mine Emergency Response
Drill during the year.”

The new curriculum will
include lecture in a class-
room as well as realistic,
hands-on practice in three
different laboratory environ-
ments. In addition to the
new environment, partici-
pants will use the current
mock-mine and mine res-

cue and fire training tunnel.
There are currently 22

active mines in the 14 Illi-
nois counties surrounding
RLC.Those mines collec-
tively employ close to
3,800 miners, and in 2013,
produced slightly over 52
million tons of coal. RLC
also draws miners and fire-
fighters from across the
country to train in the state-
of-the-art facility. Ron
Rains, the lead firefighting
instructor at RLC, said the
grant will only increase the
success of the RLC pro-
gram.

“This grant will not only
benefit our coal mine fire-
fighting training, but it will
also be a great asset to our
structural firefighting cur-
riculum,” said Rains. “Once
this is complete, we will
have the total package for
training coal miners, as
well as firefighters.”

The Brookwood-Sago
grant is being supported by
the U.S. Department of
Labor, Mine Safety and
Health Administration. For
