Previously, stu-
dents had to wait until
mid-semester to access
their money, when the
remaining balances are
released.

Rachel Sveda of the
campus financial aid
department stated that,
during the last academic
year, 112 SCT money
cards were sold to stu-
dents. She added that the
department is working

hard to spread the word
across campus and con-
tinue increasing the num-
ber of cards sold this
year.

According to Sherri
Bassen with SCT, 23
cards were sold to stu-
dents just this past
month. Bassen stated that

the service provided more
than 300 rides for stu-
dents in the month of
August alone – most trav-
eling to and from Franklin
County.

As awareness of this
service gets around, it is
believed it will continue to
grow. College can be
stressful enough for stu-
dents, but thanks to this
service, transportation
doesn’t have to be one of
those stresses.
