FY 2015 budget adopt-
ed, tax levy determined —
The board adopted the final
Fiscal Year 2015 budget,
which was provided in ten-
tative form at the August
board meeting. A public
hearing on the budget was
held at 6 p.m., prior to the
regular board meeting.
There were no comments
from the public. In a related
action, the board accepted
the 2014 tax levy (payable
2015). The levy represents
a slight increase — 1.39
percent — over last year.
The Corporate and Special
Purpose levy went from
$3,003,038 last year to
$3,083,318 this year, a
increase of 2.67 percent.
The Debt Service levy
dropped from $1,820,902
last year to $1,807,794 this
year, a decrease of 0.72
percent. The total of the two
levies rose slightly, from
$4,823,940 last year to
$4,891,112, an increase of
1.39 percent. Because the
total of the proposed Cor-
porate and Special Pur-
pose and Debt Service
levies is not greater than
105 percent of last year’s
levy, no Truth in Taxation
hearing is required.

Bevis Construction to
replace campus side-
walks — The low bid of
$24,300 from Bevis Con-
struction Inc. of Mt. Ver-
non was accepted for
replacement of concrete
sidewalks throughout
campus.

Two PHS projects sub-
mitted to ICCB — The
board granted permission
to submit Protection,
Health and Safety project
applications to the Illinois
Community College Board
for HVAC replacement in
the North Oasis and roof
replacement of the The-
atre and art building.

New courses
approved, sent to ICCB
— The board approved
five new courses and
authorized their submis-
sion to the Illinois Com-
munity College Board for
action. Among the new
courses are Basic Hand-
gun Training, Advanced
Handgun Training and
Low-Light Handgun Train-
ing. Also approved were
Principles of Taxidermy
and Selected Topics in
Automotive Technology.

— The board appointed
Tyler O’Daniel as Director
of the Recreational Cen-
ter effective Sept. 16.

ducational institu-
tions throughout
the United States
will spend the

week honoring the
National Adult Education
and Literacy Week cam-
paign to promote the
importance of literacy.

This week-long cam-

paign, which started Mon-
day and will last until Fri-
day, gives adult education
programs throughout the
county the exposure to
make changes in the lives
of residents in each of
their communities.

In Illinois alone, 1.3 mil-
lion residents do not have
a high school diploma,
2.73 million residents
speak a language other

than English as a primary
language in their home
and more than 386,000
immigrants are currently
residing within the state.

More than 90 programs
funded by the Illinois
Community College Board
are using the attention
obtained throughout the
week to battle adult illiter-
acy and to encourage
those adult residents to
attempt to earn their
Graduate Equivalency
Diploma (GED).

There are approximately
96,000 students enrolled
in adult education and lit-
eracy programs annually
and more than 16,800 of
those students end up
passing the GED exam.

At Rend Lake College in
Ina, the program was hon-
ored last week due to
scheduling conflicts.

Coordinator of Adult
Education and Family Lit-
eracy Vickie Golliher
explained that due to a
number of staff members

committed to attending an
out-of-state conference,
the program decided to
observe the campaign a
week early.

Golliher stated that the
program held a workshop
in collaboration with the
University of Illinois
Extension Center in Mt.
Vernon, which focused on
health and nutrition and
how both affect learning.

“We are collaborating
with [the Extension Cen-
ter] to do more throughout
the year to touch on dif-
ferent health type issues,”
said Golliher.
