
Signed, sealed and delivered 
New RLC fountain to be dedicated at noon Wednesday 

A new fountain created re­
cently on the campus of Rend 
Lake College, commemorating 
the 30th anniversary of the com­
prehensive, Ina-based institu­
tion, will be dedicated during 
special ceremonies at noon 
Wednesday, October 1. The 
public is invited. 

The fountain on the front 
lawn of the Learning Resource 
Center is dominated in the cen­
ter by a three-foot, molded 
bronze replica of the official 
college seal. Brick-and-con­
crete benches are part of the 
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Academic Council:

RLC serving district population better than most 
Only three community col­

lege districts among the 40 
statewide - only two of those 
single-campus units - serve a 
greater proportion of their in­
district residents than does 
Rend Lake College, both in 
terms of headcount and full­
time equivalency. 

According to the most re­
cent survey of data and charac­
teristics provided by the Illi­
nois Community College 
Board, Rend Lake College was 
filling an educational need for 
49 .11 students enrolled in in­
structional credit curricula for 
every 1,000 population within 

its eight-county district. 
That translates into the 

equivalent of 25.15 full-time 
students per 1,000 population. 

Illinois Eastern Colleges, a 
multi-campus district com­
prised of Frontier College in 
Fairfield, Lincoln Trail College

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Free seminar October 16 for RLC students, staff 

Six area financial institutions are 
teaming up with Rend Lake College 
Community Services and State Trea­
surer Judy Baar Topinka to sponsor 
the "Bank at School" program for 
community college students and 
other local residents. 

Reservations are now being ac­
cepted for the free, two-hour "Bank 
at School" seminar Thursday, Octo­
ber 16, which starts at noon on the Ina 
campus in the RLC Theatre. 

In announcing the expanded pro­
gram, Topinka indicated "the oppor­
tunity to offer a college-level curricu­
lum on financial matters is critical to 
building a solid foundation for our 
state." She is expected to be at Rend 
Lake College on October 16 to help 
kick off the statewide program. 

Co-sponsors include Bank of Illi­
nois in Mt. Vernon, Central Bank, 
Citizens Bank, First National Bank of 
Mt. Vernon,Mercantile Bank and The 
Peoples National Bank. 

"In a nutshell, the program teams 
community colleges with local banks 
to conduct 'financial literacy' semi­
nars that address proven financial 
techniques and skills to establish and 
repair credit, reduce debt more 
quickly and take control of one's fi­
nances. The seminars are full of nuts-

and-bolts information that adults 
need to handle their finances wisely, 
ranging from routine financial affairs 
to student loans," explained Lynn 
Tolle Burger, Director for Occupa­
tional Education with the Illinois 
Community College Board. 

All pre-registrants will receive an 
official credit report so they can see 
what is published about their own 
credit, according to RLC Community 
Services Coordinator Dave Daven­
port. The first 100 enrolling also will 
receive a certificate for a free Rend 
Lake College hat from the college 
bookstore. 

Pre-registration is not required, 
although it is necessary for anyone 
wishing to receive a free copy of their 
credit rating or hoping for a hat. 

Pilot programs at two other com­
munity colleges were well-attended 
and earned very positive reviews, the 
ICCB indicated. 

"Students at both Olney Central 
CollegeandHaroldWashingtonCol­
lege in Chicago praised the program. 
They applauded the way complicated 
financial information was presented 
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in an easy-to-understand seminar," 
added Topinka. 

The simple BAS concept previ­
ously reached more than 75,000 el­
ementary students throughout the 
state. "We have found elementary 
schools are not the only level where 
individuals are in need of these skills," 
Topinka said. 

"There are many people who lack 
the basic financial skills needed to 
have a successful life. This program 
speaks to those needs and provides 
basic information that will be used in 
the students' daily lives and for fu­
ture planning."

Dave Davenport accepts 
post with Egyptian Health 

Dave Davenport's days as Community Services Coordi­
nator for Rend Lake College are numbered. 

Davenport has accepted a new position as Director of 
Human Resources with the Egyptian Public Health Service, 
located in Eldorado. He submitted his letter of resignation 
Monday. 

His last day with RLC will be Friday, October 24. 
Davenport, who has worked in various capacities for the 

college since 1990, will be starting a training program for a 
company which serves 2 1 /2 counties and employs 150 
people. He will be one of four top-level administrators. 

"It is a great opportunity for me, although I'm certainly 
going to miss everyone at Rend Lake College," said Daven­
port, whose master's is in Human Resource Development.

It is 
considered the piece de resistance of those items do­
nated thus far and is presently on display by the 
receptionist's area in the Administration Building, 
along with a black-and-white print of her Pontiac 
Silver Streak 8, which also will be available. 

Rend Lake College's many award-winning art stu­
dents, past and present, will be represented in the 
show/ auction, as well as several original pieces as 
well as prints by nationally recognized RLC Art Pro­
fessor Sarah Capps and Associate Professor Therese 
D. Howard, the mastermind of the student festivities
along with Rend Lake College product Linda
Krutsinger.

Prospective bidders will have an opportunity to 
preview all of the artists' masterpieces between 9 a.m. 
and noon inside the Student Center the day of the 
event. At the same time, demonstrating artists will be 
busy elsewhere around campus showing off their 
specialties and creating more works for sale. 

Rob Little, EnglishAssociate Professor, will handle 
auctioneering duties for the second year in a row. 

Sponsoring RLC Art League members also are 
planning games and activities for children, including 
face painting. A "magic card" tournament will be 
held in the North Oasis, and an intramural softball 
tournament is slated to start at 10 a.m. Little (Ext. 263) 
is the contact person for the card tourney, Cindy Corn 
(Ext. 226) is in charge of softball pairings. 

Part-time Instructor and RLC Choir Director Julie 
Wilkerson will provide musical entertainment. Her 
repertoire includes vocal, piano, guitar, banjo, trum­
pet and the mandolin. Among her credits: perfor­
mances at the Clinton/Gore Inauguration, the Ken­
tucky Opry Show and the 1992 Illinois State Society 
Inaugural Ball.

MOREAsour ).>).> RLC serves district 
in Robinson, Olney Central College 
and Wabash Valley College in Mt. 
Carmel, rank No. 1 in headcount, 
based on 1997 estimateddistrictpopu­
lations. Illinois Eastern serves 54.20 
headcount per 1,000 population. 

A close second in headcount is the 
third-largest community college, Tri­
ton College, located in the Chicago 
suburb of River Grove. Triton serves 
53.92 credit students per 1,000. 

Third, slightly ahead of RLC, is 
the 49.19 headcount of Southeastern 
Illinois College in Harrisburg. John 
A. Logan College in Carterville ranks
fifth at 39.84.

Southeastern Illinois and Illinois 
Eastern are 1-2 in full-time equiva­
lency (FTE) at30.71 and29.09,respec­
tively, followed by Logan at 25.64, 

Rend Lake College and Tritonat24.38. 
The proportion figures are espe­

cially impressive for Rend Lake Col­
lege considering its district is one of 
the larger ones in Illinois (1,850 square 
miles, 13th),meaning manyRLC stu­
dents are having to drive farther than 
most students in other districts in 
order to benefit from an education. 

Rend Lake College draws from a 
population base of approximately 
87,800. It takes in the major part of 
Franklin, Jefferson, Hamilton and 
Perry counties and lesser portions of 
Wayne and White. Very small por­
tions of Washington and Williamson 
are included. Theaverageage ofRLC 
is now 33, with 44%of those students 
full-timeand56%part-time,52%male 
and 48% female.

Fountain dedication 
overall landscaping surrounding the 
fountain. 

It was donated in memory of 
former Franklin County educator and 
farmer Frank W. Kern, by his son, 
Rend Lake College President Mark S. 
Kem,andhiswidow, W.JuanitaKern. 
They have made contributions and 
pledges to the RLC Foundation to 
cover most of the construction costs. 
A sign acknowledging the dedica­
tion will be placed on the fountain. 

Two alums and a retired instruc­
tor are expected to joinPresidentKem 
in making brief remarks. They in­
cludeArchitectural Technology prod­
uct Ross Jolm Wakefield, who de­
signed the seal, and his mentor, Jim 
McGhee, along with a member of the 
freshman class in 1967, Mt. Vernon 
Horace Mann Grade School Principal 
Ed Brashear, a native of Wayne City. 

Wakefield's rendering of a lamp 
of learning and compass (represent­
ing vocational programs), imposed 
over an outline of the body of water 
from which the college gets its name, 
was judged best in a contest among 
architecture students. Ironically, the 
runner-up design was submitted by 
Rick Marlow, a current Rend Lake 
College associate professor in Archi­
tectural Technology. 

The fountain concept was de­
signed by another former student and 
current instructor, Art Professor Sa­
rah Capps. Itwasoriginally intended 
to be done in time for a 30th anniver­
sary celebration during 1996-97 but 
was not completed until recently. 

"I have always liked the seal, be­
cause I really think it depicts what 
Rend LakeCollegeis all about," Presi­
dent Kem told a student reporter for 
the RLC Times.

The late Mr. Kern, for whom the 
project will be dedicated, was an area 
educator for 22 years. He taught at 
both Ewing High School and Moore's 
Grade School before finishing his ca­
reer as principal at Thompsonville. 

A reception at the Student Center 
will follow dedication ceremonies.

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RLC participant in statewide IAI program 
Rend Lake College is a participant 

in a statewide initiative to facilitate 
the transfer of students among Illi­
nois colleges and universities. This 
major effort among public, private, 
two-year, four-year, associate and 
baccalaureate degree-granting insti­
tutions is called the Illinois Articula­
tion Initiative (IAI). 

The IAI was officially launched in 
January of 1993 by the Illinois Com­
munity College Board, the Illinois 
Board of Higher Education and the 
Transfer Coordinators of Illinois Col­
leges and Universities to improve the 
transfer process for college students 
who enter college at one institution 
but finish their degree at another. 

In the past, courses were articu­
lated, or accepted for transfer, be­
tween each community college and 
university on an individual institu­
tion basis. Therefore, a course ac­
cepted in transfer by one institution 
might not be accepted in transfer by 
another. Students who changed their 
transfer plans could end up losing 
credits and having to repeat 
coursework. 

To improve the transfer process, 
the IAI first convened panels of fac­
ulty representing all institutions 
throughout the state to develop a list 
of courses in math, oral and written 
communications, social and behav­
ioral sciences, physical and life sci­
ences, fine arts and humanities which 
form the General Education Core

Curriculum. Students who take this 
"package" of coursework are assured 
their credits will satisfy the general 
education requirements at the insti­
tution to which they transfer. 

Next, panels of faculty were con­
vened to identify courses in various 
majors, such as engineering, music, 
business and agriculture, which are 
appropriate for students to take in 
their freshman and sophomore years. 
This group of courses rounds out the 
requirements for the first two years 
of college and enables students to 
transfer as juniors. 

A database is being compiled for 
the IAI that contains all of the state-

wide articulated courses at each par­
ticipating institution. Students who 
plan to transfer at some point during 
their college career can access this 
information through the World Wide 
Web at http://www.iTransfer.org. 
This information should prove to be 
invaluable to parents, high school and 
college counselors, as well as to stu­
dents. 

The Illinois Articulation Initiative 
is one of the most comprehensive 
initiatives nationwide and, as a par­
ticipant, Rend Lake College is help­
ing college students make informed 
decisions and complete their degrees 
with a minimum of time and expense.

Enter 'Dreamscapes' world 
Individuals viewing the paintings 

on exhibit at Rend Lake College 
through Friday, October 3, will enter 
the world of "Dreamscapes," where 
the real and unreal fill the canvas 
equally. 

It is the fascinating world of artist 
Mark Brosmer. The subjects, he says, 
"are convoluted images of a world 
transformed by environmental and 
spiritual apocalypse, but muted by 
the beauty of nature and humanity to 
form a vision of timeless wonder. 

Unfortunately, theexhibithas been 
available to Rend Lake College only 
since September 23 and will be com­
ing down much sooner than most. 
Those taking advantage of the oppor­
tunity to enjoy his works may do so 
this week between 8 a.m. and 9 p.m. 
Monday through Thursday and 8 
a.m.-4 p.m. Friday in the LRC.

Brosmer, according to RLC Art
Professor Sarah Capps, is an artist 
whose work consciously reflects the 
elements of earth, air and water. The 
simplicity of each of his works is ex­
pressed with clarity, but at the same 
time " encourages the mind to explore 

beautiful and entertaining visual 
puzzles." 

In his painting, "Composure," for 
example, a segment of landscape 
viewed from above takes on the per­
sona of a benign and dignified Being. 
"Limits of Logic" uses the symbol of 
a great giant paper bag placed amid a 
green forest to hold grey clouds of 
transient existence. 

In yet another, a wave-tossed sea­
scape is held aloft in the palm of an 
enormous upraised hand. "These 
poetic illusions stretch the imagina­
tion and welcome contemplation," 
commented the artist. 

"The places I've created in my 
paintings are representative of our 
earth as we know it, yet more distant 
than we would care to imagine. My 
work lives in a silent environment 
where time fails to exist, where focus 
is shared between symbols and their 
surrounding areas." 

Brosmer received his BF A from 
Wabash College, but the majority of 
his solo exhibits and group showings 
in recent years has taken place in 
California, in particular Los Angeles.

RLC Invite this weekend includes Tyler, TX 

LINCOLN - Rend Lake College 
warmed up for a defense of its own 
RLC Invitational this weekend and 
the imposing challenge of first-time 
guest and four-time NJ CAA Division 
IINational Golf Champion Tyler (TX) 
Junior College by winning the 36-
hole Lincoln Invitational Thursday 
and Friday at Elks Country Club. 

Freshman Trent Hudgens (West 
Frankfort) lost a three-hole, sudden­
death playoff for medalist honors to 
Prairie State's Tony Zarlengo, but his 
second-round 70 led the Warriors to 
the come-from-behind victory over 
another defending national champ. 

Division III kingpin College of 
DuPage, which had beaten RLC in 
their two previous meetings this fall, 
was never able to quite keep pace and 
finished second, five strokes back, at 
602-607. Host Lincoln, which led
Region XXIV rival Rend Lake Col­
lege after Thursday's 18, 301-305,
faded on Friday and settled for third
in the 15-team field at 608, well ahead
of Black Hawk in fourth at 613 and
John A. Logan and Parkland next at
617 each.

"That's two in a row," Coach Dave 
Smith alluded to a team title the week 
before in the Illinois Central Invita­
tional, and three this fall, counting an 
earlier crown earned at the John A. 
Logan Invite. In the four events the 
Rend Lakers did not win, they fin­
ished second. 

"They are corning around, a piece 
at a time." 

This was Hudgens' time, even 
though he bogeyed the 36th hole to 
slip back into a tie with Zarlengo. 
After shooting 77-68-145, three-time 
fall medalist Zarlengo matched bo­
geys and pars with Hudgens (75-70-
145) before hittingoverthe par-5 third
hole, chip back to within four feet and
sinking the putt for a birdie.

It was Hudgens' fourth meet in 
the last five in which he has been one 

of the team's top three scorers, in­
cluding a tie for honors at Logan and 
runner-up spot at Illinois Central. A 
three-footer refused to drop on the 
second playoff hole. "That's the way 
it goes some times. He's young," 
Smith offered an explanation. 

Chad Penman (Brazil, IN, 
Northview), playing in the No. 1 po­
sition for Smith & Co., supported his 
classmatewitha76-74-150, just ahead 
of sophomore Dave Bornack (Itasca) 
with 75-77-152. Following a bout 
with strep throat, DuPage Classic 
medalist Bornack is rounding into 
shape with his third straight top-three 
finish for the Warriors. 

Soph Mike Carr (Freeport) and 
freshman ChrisRamey(Paducah, KY, 
Tilghman) both fired 156s with 80-76 
and 79-77, respectively. 

Playing as individuals, and thus 
not contributing to the four-player 
totals either day, were RLC sopho­
more Nate Shiver (Collinsville) at 76-
77-153; Jerrod Capps (Kampsville/
Hardin-Calhoun) at 78-78-156, and
freshman Brandon Bullard (Mt.
Vernon) at 78-82-160.

A couple of other familiar foes 
claimed the 3-4 spots in the overall 
medalist chase. Lincoln's Todd 
Hancock carded 72-74-146 for third, 
DuPage's Guy Sciortino was fourth 
at 76-71-147 and Justin Long of Lin­
colnshot74-74-148forthefinalmedal 
position.

The prestige of the Rend Lake 
College Invitational will climb con­
siderably this week with the appear­
ance of a Tyler squad that has domi­
nated NJCAA Division II ranks in 
recent years. 

The Texans were defending 
champs already when they rallied 
after the first two days to defeat run­
ner-up Rend Lake College, making 
its national debut as a team, in the 
spring of 1995. They won again as 
expected in 1996, withRLCslippinga 
notch to third, and were surprise win­
ners again last year over favored 
Shelton State and fifth-place RLC. 

More recently, Tyler was a strong 
third to a pair of Division I power­
houses, Brevard (NC) and Central 
Alabama, with Shelton State finish­
ing 15 strokes behind. 

Tyler will be challenged by two 
teams from both Rend Lake College 
and John A. Logan, as well as repre­
sentatives from Lincoln, Danville 
Area, Illinois Central, Parkland, John 
Wood, Lincoln Trail, Southeastern 
Illinois and Lewis and Clark. 

The annual event will be staged 
over 36 holes Friday and Saturday at 
Rend Lake Golf Course in 
Whittington. 

Just as the Lincoln tournament 
served as a warm-up to this, the RLC 
Invite will be the final tune-up for the 
all-important Region XXIV Tourna­
ment at The Rail Golf Course in 
Springfield October 10-11. The re­
gional winner advances as a team to 
the NJCAA Championships next 
spring in North Carolina. 

Smith's Warriors have won each 
of the last three RLC Invitationals en 
route to Region:XXIV Championships 
and their national berths. 



Penman lifts RLC to Illinois Central crown 
MORTON - In a matter of 24 

hours, the Rend Lake College golf 
squad went from one of its worst 
starts in recent memory to one of its 
two best finishes of the fall campaign. 
The Warriors have freshman Chad 
Penman to thank for their attitude 
adjustment. 

The Rend Lakers moved from fifth 
to first on Sunday, making up an 
eight-shot deficit on the final 18 to 
claim the first lliinois Central Invita­
tional at Pine Lakes Golf Course as 
Penman accounted for all but one of 
those strokes. 

"We were in fifth after that first 
day, but I think they decided it was 
probably better to go ahead and win 
the thing rather than have to live with 
me. I don't do fifth well," admitted 
Coach Dave Smith, whose teams have 
finished in the top five in the nation 
each of the last three seasons. 

Penman & Friends recorded four­
player rounds of 304 and 296 under 
breezy conditions over the par-71 lay­
out to finish at 600. Teams they over­
came in the process following 
Saturday's stumbling getaway were 
early frontrunner and eventual run­
ner-up Black Hawk at 296-305-601; 
third-place nemesis Indian Hills (IA) 
at 299-303-602; fourth-place John A. 
Logan at 302-306-608, and Parkland, 
which slipped to seventh at 302-311-
613. Lincoln and the host Illinois
Central "A " troops were fifth and
sixth, respectively, at306-304-610 and
309-303-612.

And even that doesn't begin to tell
the whole story. 

Rend Lake College actually seized 
control with several holes to go Sun­
day before retreating once more. On 
No. 18, two of the first three RLC 
players to finish had bogeys, while the 
third double-bogeyed the same hole. 

With victory hanging in the bal­
ance, No. 2 Mike Carr knocked his 
approach within two feet of the cup 
and birdied the par-4 hole. Penman, 
playingintheNo.1 position,knocked 
in a IO-footer for his birdie and the 

team title. 
"The 296 is a good score on that 

course," Smith commented. "If we 
shoot 296-296, I'm happy. But that 
304 was just terrible. We're young, 
and we keep making a lot of mental 
mistakes on the golf course. 

"But good, bad or indifferent, it's 
a win. I'm just glad to get one, whether 
it is by a stroke or 100." 

It was the second championship 
for the 1997-98 Warriors, who picked 
up thecrowntwoweeks earlieratthe 
Jolm A. Logan Invitational, and the 
second time Penman has paced his 
team in six fall meets. Amazingly, six 
different Warriors (counting a tie) had 
led the team before Penman repeated. 

Prairie State sophomore Tony 
Zarlengo followed up his Rock Val­
ley Invite win the previous week with 
medalist honors again. Zarlengo got 
off to a fast start with the event's best 
round and held on, 68-74-142. Close 
behind were some more familiar 
names - Highland "36 " frontrunner 
Adam Babb of Indian Hills was sec­
ond at 71-72-143; Todd Hancock of 
Lincoln was third for the second tour­
nament in a row (scorecard playoff) 
at 73-71-144, Brad Kunz of John A. 
Loganwasnextat 69-75-144andPen­
man was alone in fifth. 

Penman, ofBrazil (IN) Northview, 
"made a lot of putts. That's his 

strength," Smith said. "He was one­
under through four holes, two-under 
before bogeying No. 12 and then he 
birdied 18." 

Teammates contributing to the 

victory, in addition to the veteran 
Carr (Freeport) at 76-77-153, were 
freshman Trent Hudgens (West 
Frankfort), 74-76-150; soph Dave 
Bornack (Itasca), medalist in 
Monday's DuPage Classic, 78-7 4-152, 
and Chris Ramey (Paducah 
Tilghman). 

Downstate rival Logan did not do 
as good a job supporting Kunz. He 
was followed by Travis Hogan (78-
74) and Brian Hendrian (76-76), both
at 152, Brad Dunker at 79-81-160 and
Bill Holthaus at 82-84-166.

The only other Lady Warrior who 
can boast a winning record is fresh­
man Amy Harris (Salem), 4-2 in actual 
matches played at No. 6 singles, yet 
other team members have picked their 
spots to contribute key wins, espe­
cially in back-to-back verdicts over 
Lewis and Clark and Olney Central. 

Freshman Tiffany Monroe 
(Effingham St. Anthony) moved in 
from the start at No. 1 singles, strug­
gling at times against the likes of 
Springfield ace Carla Jimenez of Bo­
livia bu t winning a 6-1, 7-6decisionin 
the triumph over Olney Central. Ex­
cept for her meeting with Jimenez, an 
"untouchable" in the eyes of Metzger, 

Monroe has fared better in the second 
set than she did in the first against 
four other rivals. 

Sophomore veteran Gina Goddard 
(Mt. Vernon) is only 2-4 thus far and 
hoping to turns things around at No. 
2 singles. As a freshman in the same 
position, Goddard posted a 7-3 record 
and advanced to the Region XXIV 
finals. 

Freshman Libby Puricelli (Salem) 
was winless her first five outings at 
the collegiate level before gaining re­
venge in her last match, 6-4, 6-4, over 
the same McKendree opponent who 
had wiped Puricelli out in the season 
opener, 6-1, 6-1. 

"Gina has played well; she has 
just lost some tough matches," 
Metzger commented. "Both Tiffany 
and Libby are capable of winning 
more than they have, if they play like 
they can. Their inexperience at this 
level has shown at times." 

Goddard's slate includes a three­
set loss and wins over Lewis and 
Clark and Belleville Area. 

Harris has been a pleasant sur­
prise at No. 6. She is 0-2 in the first 
and last matches versus four-year foe 
McKendree College, 4-0 (not count­
ing the forfeit) against two-year foes 
she is likely to see in the upcoming 
regional. 

Sharing the No. 5 position have 
been freshman Patty Reaves 
(DuQuoin), who won her first two 
against Springfield and Lewis and 
Clark before falling twice since, and 
sophomore veteran Joan Weisel 
(Tamaroa), a McKendree victim in 
the opener and a three-set loser in her 
only other match. Reaves will not be 
available for the regional due to prior 
commitments,however; Weisel, who 
was thrown to the wolves at No. 1 a 
year ago and responded admirably 
under difficult circumstances, will get 
the call the rest of the way. 

Rend Lake College has won two of 
three doubles matches twice, at Nos. 
1 and 2 in the opener at McKendree 
and in the win at Olney, at Nos. 2-3. 

GoddardreturnedatNo.1 doubles 
but unexpectedly lost her partner 
from last season due to academics. 
She and Monroe won two of their 
first three together, but have lost the 
last three. 

Hamilton, as one might expect, 
has been steady at No. 2 doubles, 
splitting two early season matches 
alongside Weisel and going 3-1 in 
recent encounters with Reaves, in­
cluding the last three in a row. 

The Salem duo of Puricelli and 
Harris are 2-4 at No. 3 doubles, with 
wins over Springfield and Olney Cen­
tral. 

"There is not a dominant team (in 
Region XXIV), I don't believe, al­
though no one can play with 
Springfield's No. 1 player," Metzger 
said. "I have heard they are adding a 
second Bolivian player.

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President Signs Legislation Creating 
Hope Scholarship Tax Credit 

Community college trustees are represented as President Clinton signs the balanced budget and 

Ta,xpayer Relief Act of 1997. 

On August 5, President Clin­
ton signed into law the first 
balanc ed budget in more 
than a generation, including 
$40 billion in tax cuts as part 
of the related Taxpayer Relief 
Act to assist more Americans 
in attending college and pur­
suing lifelong learning. With 
congressional leaders and 
others assembled on the 
South Lawn of the White 
House, the President also 
fulfilled his commitment to 
enact a Hope Scholarship 
Tax Credit to make commu­
n ity colleges accessible to 
millions of individuals. Rep­
resenting community college 
trustees across the nation, 
ACCT staff members Ray 
Taylor and Noah Brown were 
among the invited guests 
witnessing the bill signing. 

In addition to raising the 
maximum Pell Grant award 
to $3,000, the budget and tax 
legislation signed by the Pres­
ident creates a cornucopia of 
new programs to help indi­
viduals and families save and 
pay for college. Included in 
the new tax package: 
TA Hope Scholarship Tax 

Credit worth up to $1,500 
per year for the first two 
years of college; 

TA Lifelong Learning Tax 
Credit worth up to $1,000 
per year (increasing to up 
to $2,000 in 2003) for the 
third and fourth years of 
college and beyond; 

T An extension of the income 
exclusion for employer­
provided undergraduate 
educational assistance 
through ;,.;lay 31, 2000; and 

T Restoration of the interest 
deduction for student 
loans eliminated in 1986. 
F irst proposed more than 

a year ago, the Hope Scholar­
ship Tax Credit is now a real­
ity for millions of students. 
Before pick ing up the more 
than two dozen pens used to 
sign the budget and tax bills, 
President Clinton pointed to 
the importance of the educa­
tion provisions, saying, "It 
opens the doors of college to 
a new generation , with the 
largest investment in higher 
education since the GI Bill. It 
makes it possible for the 13th 
and 14th years of education 
to become as un iversal as 
high school is today."

Included ;n the measure 

are several prov;sfons that wW benefit 

communffy college students: 

Hope Scholarship Tax Credit 

A dollar for dollar tax credit against actual taxes 
owed for the first two years of postsecondary 
education. Taxpayers may claim 100 percent of up 

to the first $1,000 spent in "out-of-pocket" tuition 
and fees (not books), and 50 percent of up to the 
second $1,000 in tuition and fees, for a total credit 
of up to $1,500. This is a per-student credit; 
families with two children in a community college 
would be eligible to claim up to two $1,500 credits, 
or if a husband and wife are both attending a 
community college, each can claim up to a 
$1,500 credit. 

Student must be at least half-time for a portion of 
the taxable year. 

The credit is phased out for single taxpayers with 
adjusted gross incomes between $40,000 and 
$50,000 and for individuals filing joint returns, 
between $80,000 to $100,000. 

The credit is not available to students who have 
been convicted of a felony drug offense. 

Students who pre-pay tuition this December for the 

spring semester may claim a credit next year. 

For married couples, the credit is only available if 
the couple files their tax return jointly. 

The credit is available to legal resident aliens. 

Lifetime Learning Tax Credit 

A dollar for dollar tax credit against actual taxes 
owed for the third and fourth years of postsecondary 
education, and beyond (including graduate and 
professional study). Each tax year, 20 percent of 
tuition and fees up to $5,000 per taxpayer is 
allowed, for a maximum credit of $1,000. The limit 
increases to $10,000 in 2003, for a maximum of 
$2,000. Students cannot claim both a Hope Scholar­
ship and Lifetime Learning Credit. The credit is 
available per taxpayer, not per student. 

The credit is phased out for single taxpayers with 
adjusted gross income between $40,000 and 
$50,000 and for individuals filing joint returns, 
$80,000 to $100,000. 

The credit is not available to students who have 
been convicted of a felony drug offense. 

Students who pre-pay tuition this December for the 
spring semester may claim a credit next year. 

For married couples, the credit is only available if 
the couple files their tax return jointly. 

The credit is available to legal resident aliens. 

Deduction of Interest Paid on Student Loans 

Eliminated in 1986, this provision, now restored, 
permits individuals to deduct the interest paid on 
student loans from taxable income each tax year. 
The limits on the amounts that can be deducted are 
phased in from $1,000 in 1998, to $2,500 in 2001. 

Section 127 /Employee Educational Assistance 

Enacted in 1978, individuals can continue to 
exclude from their taxable income up to $5,250 in 
employer-provided educational assistance for 
undergraduate study through May 31, 2000.

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DR. JAMES M. SNYDER 

Founding President dies 
Dr. James M. Snyder, the 

founding President of Rend 
Lake College from 1967-75, 
died Monday, October 20, in 
Tempe, AZ, his retirement 
horn.e. 

Dr. Snyder, 83, was deeply 
involved in the grass-roots 
movement of community col­
leges throughout an illustrious 
career in education. 

He began his postsecondary 
studies at Sinclair (OH) Junior 
College and later returned to 
that institution as vice-presi­
dent. In between,he earned his 
Ed.D. Degree from the Univer­
sity of Cincinnati. 

Prior to his tenure at the Ina­
based community college, Dr. 
Snyder served as the first presi­
dent of Daytona Beach (FL) Jun­
ior College and as president of 
Muskegon (MI) Community 
College and Maricopa County 
(AZ) Junior College District. 

According to the obituary in 
the Phoenix-based Arizona 
Republic, Dr. Snyder was born 
in Brookville, OH, and was a 
World War II Navy veteran. 
He also was a member of the 
Rotary Phoenix 100 . 

. Survivors include his wife, 
Kay S.; son Jim; sister Martha 
Wooden; six grandchildren 
and seven great-grandchildren. 
Another son preceded him in 
death. 

No services were held. 
"Jim Snyder was a specialist 

in building college campuses. 
He truly loved to do that," re­
called Mark S. Kern. 

"He was the ideal president 
for that time of the college. He 
probably was the most instru­
mental person in terms of the 
physical establishment of the 
cam pus, including the selection 
of the architects, the campus 
design and location. That was 
his specialty." 

During his time at the three­
campus Arizona institution, he 
was instrumental in planning 
and revising new campuses. 
He also was a member of a 64-
man group of educators who 
took an airborne tour of several 
junior and senior colleges 
throughout the United States; 
the tour was jointly sponsored 
by Stanford University and the 
Ford Foundation. 

Dr. Snyder was selected as 
the first Rend Lake College 
president in May, 1967, and 
assumed those duties July 1.

After announcing in Febru­
ary, 1975, his plans to retire 
later that same year in mid­
August, Dr. Snyder penned the 
following message in his An­
nual Report to the Board of

"I have developed a philoso­
phy over the years which can be 
summarized by a few words: 
'Anything worth doing is worth 
doing well.' A shorttime spent on 
campus, I believe, will provide 
considerable evidence that this 
philosophy is accepted and prac­
ticed quite consistently by most of 
the personnel of Rend Lake Col­
lege." 

Dr. Snyder went on to share 
other reflections on his eight-year 
stay at Rend Lake College prior to 
retiring ... 

"I am extremely proud of the 
many achievements that we have 
made together during this period 
of time. 

"One outstanding achievement 
is the fact that even though we 
were the twenty-first community 
college district to be approved in 
the state, we are the first of 49 
public community college cam­
puses to have our total facilities 
completed in accordance with the 
original master plan as required 
by the state level approving agen­
cies. 

"In addition to being the first to 
have our total campus completed, 
the facilities are such that visitors 
to the campus invariably marvel 
about the aesthetic qualities, sim­
plicity and practicality of design. 
All classrooms are fully carpeted; 
practically all windows have drap­
eries, and the color coordination 
throughout the campus is unbe­
lievable. Further, the cost of our 
facilities are among the lowest of 
any in the state. 

"Personally, I am convinced 
that there is a strong, positive cor­
relation between the environment 
which is created and the learning 

that takes place. I am also con­
vinced that there is a strong, posi­
tive correlation between the envi­
ronment which is created and the 
manner in which people take care 
of those facilities. Then, too, I am 
convinced that there is a strong, 
positive correlation between the 
environment that is created and 
the general attitude or relation­
ship among people who use those 
facilities. 

"Again, I believe a short time 
spent on campus will provide con­
siderable evidence in regard to 
the validity of these three suppo­
sitions. 

"The very best of facilities, how­
ever, are of very little value unless 
we have good instruction. In this 
respect, too, I am extremely proud. 
With very few exceptions, I be­
lieve that we have a truly out­
standing, sincere and dedicated 
faculty. 

"The great majority of our in­
structional personnel are genu-

inely dedicated to teaching. This 
means they are not only extremely 
competent in their respective sub­
ject matter areas, but they are 
equally concerned with the hu­
man element in dealing with their 
students. The rapport between 
the learners and the instructors is 
tremendous. The same fine rap­
port exists among practically all 
personnel on campus. 

"We have the finest group of 
secretarial, clerical, maintenance, 
custodial, administrative and gen­
eral support personnel that I have 
ever known anywhere. This trait 
is truly outstanding and in my 
opinion is probably the one factor 
that has contributed most to mak­
ing Rend Lake College the truly 
great institution of higher educa­
tion that we have today. 

"The citizens of Rend Lake 
College District can justifiably be 
proud of the overwhelming ma­
jority of our personnel at Rend 
Lake College ... "
