In the article “Colleges With the
Best 6-Year and 3-Year Graduation Rates in
2010,” the Chronicle compared public two-year
colleges across the country with at least 500
freshmen entering in the fall of 2007. It tracked
these students to find out how many earn their
degree within 150 percent of the normal time it
takes to do so.

President Terry Wilkerson said he is
proud to see RLC representing
lllinois on a list of the best col-
leges across the country. He also
said there is still much work to be
done.

“We need to continue to strive
to improve on this,” said Wilker-
son. “The fact that 50 percent
makes us fifth in the nation is not acceptabile.
That’s not good enough. We are going to keep our
focus on our students and their success, and work
hard to help them accomplish what they come
here to do”

“The college is privileged to
be the setting where so
many representatives from
the public and private sector
come together to learn
about the status of lllinois’
workforce and economy, and
plan measures for growth.

Centralia Mayor Tom Ash-
by is the current chairman of
the IWIB and has been a
member for more than a
decade.

Several in attendance
spoke at the event, including
students Shawn Campbell,
Nik Jennings and Rob
Whisenhunt, who showed
his short film.

“It went really well,” Davis
said. “We had probably 25 to
30 people there, including
several of those who were
chosen to be in the issue. |
think they all had a good
time. | think it was really
encouraging for them to see
how appreciative others are
of their work. They auto-
graphed copies of the publi-
cation. It was a lot of fun”

From participating in
meetings to volunteering to
read and judge, and produc-
ing and printing to folding
and promoting; Davis said
there are so many individu-
als who had a hand in
launching “Lake” that she
was afraid she might forget
someone if she tried to
name them all.

“Administration has been
very supportive,” she said.
“And of course Buster
[Leeck] has been very help-
ful. It was, literally, a cam-
pus-wide effort.”

those who would like to sub-
mit, but can’t make that
deadline, another chance
will come along in the

spring. The guidelines and

other information is posted
on the Liberal Arts page on
the RLC website.
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Opportunity, with Director
David Vaught and his staff at
the table, and the lllinois
Department of Labor, with
Director Joe Costigan and
his staff participating.

“We are a board that
develops training programs
to strengthen the state of llli-
nois’ workforce system and
economic development,”
Ashby explained. “We have
many different partnerships
in the public and private sec-
tors”

One IWIB program Ashby
mentioned is the lllinois Criti-
cal Skill Shortages Initiative
designed to align region
workforce strategies with
economic development to
provide qualified workers for
critical skill shortage occupa-
tions. Key sectors being tar-
geted are healthcare, manu-
facturing, and transporta-
tion/warehousing/logistics.
Ashby said agriculture is
also being added to the ini-
tiative.

He said the program
strives to identify good-pay-
ing occupations that suffer
skill shortages, look into the
causes that lead to these
shortages, and redirect
existing resources to
address those issues.

“One thing we've been
working on is reintroducing
vocational aspects into the
regular curriculum at grade
schools, high schools and
community colleges,” Ashby
said. “... We don’t have a
shortage of jobs in lllinois.

We have a shortage of
skilled workers. ... We want
to use the data we have to
place training in the right
areas — where it’s needed. ...
Community colleges make
sure workers learn the prop-
er skills required by business
and industry. Continental
Tire and Rend Lake College

are a perfect example of
that.”

Several in attendance
spoke at the event, including
students Shawn Campbell,
Nik Jennings and Rob
Whisenhunt, who showed
his short film.

“It went really well,” Davis
said. “We had probably 25 to
30 people there, including
several of those who were
chosen to be in the issue. |
think they all had a good
time. | think it was really
encouraging for them to see
how appreciative others are
of their work. They auto-
graphed copies of the publi-
cation. It was a lot of fun”

From participating in
meetings to volunteering to
read and judge, and produc-
ing and printing to folding
and promoting; Davis said
there are so many individu-
als who had a hand in
launching “Lake” that she
was afraid she might forget
someone if she tried to
name them all.

“Administration has been
very supportive,” she said.
“And of course Buster
[Leeck] has been very help-
ful. It was, literally, a cam-
pus-wide effort”

David Vaught and his staff at
the table, and the lllinois
Department of Labor, with
Director Joe Costigan and
his staff participating.

“We are a board that
develops training programs
to strengthen the state of llli-
nois’ workforce system and
economic development,’
Ashby explained. “We have
many different partnerships
in the public and private sec-

One IWIB program Ashby
mentioned is the lllinois Criti-
cal Skill Shortages Initiative
designed to align region
workforce strategies with
economic development to
provide qualified workers for
critical skill shortage occupa-
tions. Key sectors being tar-
geted are healthcare, manu-
facturing, and transporta-
tion/warehousing/logistics.
Ashby said agriculture is
also being added to the ini-
tiative.

He said the program
strives to identify good-pay-
ing occupations that suffer
skill shortages, look into the
causes that lead to these
shortages, and redirect
existing resources to
address those issues.

“One thing we've been
working on is reintroducing
vocational aspects into the
regular curriculum at grade
schools, high schools and
community colleges,” Ashby
said. “... We don’t have a
shortage of jobs in lllinois.

We have a shortage of
skilled workers. ... We want
to use the data we have to
place training in the right
areas — where it’s needed. ...
Community colleges make
sure workers learn the prop-
er skills required by business
and industry. Continental
Tire and Rend Lake College

are a perfect example of
that.”

Ashby said plans for more
efficient use of funding to
make training initiatives
more cost-effective are
encouraging.

“We feel the cornerstone
is the public-private partner-
ship,” he said.

ith only three

active players,

the Lady War-

riors tennis team
is doing the best with what
personnel it has.

Despite winning most of
what matches it has played,
the Lady Warriors are win-
less in two meets against
Kaskaskia College on the
fall season due to a short-
age of players.

They only have three
active players; Allyssa
Williams (Benton), Ally
Adcock (Mt. Vernon), and
Alli Reed (Mt. Vernon) and
an injured player, Alyssa
Burge (Mt. Vernon).

At each meet, the team
that wins five of nine match-
es wins the meet. The War-
riors are limited to only win-
ning up to four matches
because of the limited num-
ber of players.

That doesn’t mean they
aren’t playing to win.

Reed commented, “We
only have three girls. We're
all just trying to play the best
we can to make up for the
two spots that we don’t
have”

Reed moved up to the
number three spot from the
number four last year and is
playing well. She is 1-1in
singles matches including
going 6-3, 6-3 in her victory
against Kaskaskia.

With no chance to win any
meets, Head Coach Dave
Junkins is treating the fall
season as a measuring stick
for the spring.

"We use the fall to see
what kind of players we
have,” Junkins stated.
“We’re bringing in players
from different schools who
don’t know each other so
we're trying to find the dif-

ferent combinations we
want to use.”

Coach Junkins and team-
mates are delighted that
Williams and Adcock are
having solid seasons thus
far.

Williams is 2-0 in singles
matches winning all sets 6-
1, 6-0, 6-4 and 6-2.

Adcock is 1-1 in singles
matches. She won her first
match with scores of 7-5, 6-
2 and lost her second match
with scores of 5-7, 6-0 and
6-7.

The duo is 2-0 in doubles
matches, winning 10-3 and
10-4.

“I'm pretty happy with
what I'm seeing. Alyssa
Williams is playing outstand-
ing,” Junkins added.

Reed stated, “Alyssa
[Williams] goes after the ball.
She grinds. Ally [Adcock]
went to state [in high
school]”

The team is looking for-
ward to the spring season
and contending for another
Region XXIV Championship
for a ticket to the national
championship tournament.

“I'm really happy with the
team. If we can recruit
another player or two, we’'ll
be a tough team in the
spring,” Junkins added.

The team needs a few
players if they want to com-
pete during the spring.
Coach Junkins has a mes-
sage for anyone interested.

“If you've ever played ten-
nis in the past and you want
to get back into the sport,
we have scholarships avail-
able. Plus, tennis is a great
sport. It's a sport the adults
haven’'t messed up,” Junkins
commented.

If Coach Junkins can get
the number of players he
needs, he’s confident for the
spring season.

He added, “We’ll be a real
good team”

a tie for fourth after shooting
144 (70-74). He drove the
ball well early and stayed in
the running for the top spot.

“My short game’s keeping
me in it,” Penrice said
before teeing off on the
14th. He added that his
putting was another one of
his strong points on the day.

RLC’s Dayton Jones
(Hopkinsville, Ky.) finished
behind Penrice in the stand-
ings, shooting 145 (74-71)
in the invitational, followed
by Travis Waninger (Chris-
ney, Ind.) at 147 (72-75) to
tie for 11th. Patrick Heller
(Campbell Hill) tied for 29th
at 157, Cody Drone (Alta-
mont) finished 31st at 158
and Seth Bullard (Mount
Vernon) tied for 37th at 164.

The men’s golf team will
be back in action on Sept.
23 and 24, at the John A.
Logan College Invitational
held at Kokopelli Golf
Course in Marion.

“There’s room for
improvement,” said Crews.

The Lady Warriors are
coming off a disappointing
stretch where they lost
three consecutive matches
no set victories.

Crews commented, “One
thing we’re struggling on is
trying to get the team to
play consistently all the
time and get them to play
the way | know they can
play all the time.”

The players believe they
need to work on communi-
cating during matches.

Crews stated, “Defense
is one of the areas where
we lack. In our previous
matches in

Kansas, there was quite
a bit of improvement on
defense.”

In the team’s most recent
home victory against
Greenville, the improve-
ments on defense were in
full swing. RLC players
combined for eight blocks
including three by Moeller.
Freshmen Abigail Bennett
(Ewing) and Emily Tate
(Benton) combined for 18
digs in the same game.

The team may be strug-
gling in a few areas, but it's
against big competition.

“We’ve played Lincoln
Land [College], who [is]
ranked in the top-20 in the
country,” said Crews.

“We’ve also played two
division one schools in
Lake Land College and
lowa Lake [College]. Those
two programs are both
receiving votes in national
polls.”

The difficult schedule can
help the team long-term,
according to Crews.

“We have a really tough
schedule this year and | did
that intentionally. When |
was making the schedule, |
didn’t want to put a bunch
of fluff teams in there.
When we get a win, | want
it to be one that we
deserve,” Crews comment-
ed.

A number of tough
games remain on the
schedule. The team feels it
will be ready.

“I feel like our team is
really coming together so
I'm excited for the rest of
the season,” Moeller com-
mented.

Crews stated, “We know
what we need to work on
and we are working on it.”
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
